Academy 
comes 
to area 
Kimberton 
gets new asset

y this time next year, 
New Castle County 
Police will finally have 

a training facility of their own._ 
According to Linda A. Gould 

of the County 's department of 
special services, the bidding 
process i currently underway for 
the new Police Academy estimat­
ed to cost $1.5-to-$2 million to 
build . .'County officials estimate 
furnishings and equipment for 
the facility will cost another 
$75,000. . 

"We expect construction to 
start in the first week of Jariuary 
2000 and it will be ready for use 
in November 2000," said Gould 
this week. 

The new 15,000 square-foot 
Academy, to . be builr in 
Kimberton Park off Marrows 
Road in Newark, will include a 
gymnasium and classrooms~

Used in cr 
game of chance played after sun­
down when the candles are lit, 
the dreidel has a Hebrew letter on 
each of its four sides. 

Each player .. (up to five peo­
ple) puts an agreed-upon amount 
of small objects into a common 
pot. Play"ers takes turns spinning 

. and depending . upon which side 
the dreidel falls on, the player 
takes nothing, all or half from the 
pot or, puts a predetermined 

amount into the pot. 
When the pot is empty, every­

one antes up again. The game 
ends when one person has won 
everything, or after a set number 
ofrounds. · 

M~ny families · and friends 
also exchange a Hanukkah gift 
on each day of the celebration. 
Before this practice became com­
mon, children received gelt 
(money in Yiddish) as a gift. 
Today, some gifts are still money, 
but more often, only symbolic 
packets of foil-covered chocolate 
coins are given with the presents.

County Officer Trinidad 
Navarro said tpe department will 
al o u e the facility for in-service 
training for sworn officer . 
··several times a year we have to 
go hack for thing like re-certifi­
cation, CPR training, cultural 
awarenes and other subjects:· 
said Navarro. ·'We currently do 
those in the multipurpose room at 
county headquarters but we've 
outgrown it.'' 

Navarro said. the average size 
of Academy classes is about 25' 
candidates with 40 being the 
largest number they ever had at 
one time. "The Academy staff 
works· at human resources in our 
headquarters the rest of the year," 
said Navarro. "In an ideal world, 
we· d have officers preparing con­
tinuously but it's hard to get qual­
ified candidates." 

Applicants for the county 
police force must pass back­
ground and criminal checks, psy-

chological evaluations, and phys­
ical fitness evaluations before 
being accepted for the Academy. 

State representative William 
Oberle Jr. (R-Beechers Lot) said 
the idea to place the Academy in 
Kimberton came from the com­
munity itself. ·'At least five years 
ago, Dick McDonough, president 
of the Kimberton Civic 
Association, approached me 
about using the abandoned pool 
site,., said Oberle. "It had become 
an attractive nuisance and he 
thought it would make a great 
place for a permanent training 
facility for the County." 

Oberle said Kimberton is a 
community in transition. "This 
facility could be critical to the 
community's fut ure ," he said. 
"What was once a hole in the 
ground will become a community 
asset." 

All the funding for the land 
acquisition, removal of the old 
pool and construction - $1.7 mil­
lion to date - has come from the 
state . "I went to bat for this and 
got all the financing," said 
Oberle. ' 'I'm a little disheartened 
it has taken so long to get the 
construction started." 

According to Oberle, part of 
the concept for the facility is to

open it to the surrounding. com­
munities for other uses, also. 
"I've envisioned a sort of mini­
PAL (Police Athletic League) 
site," said Oberle. "We also may 
have a police substation there." 

County councilmember Karen 
Venezky (D-5th District) agreed. 
"Kimberton is a community that 
has a pall over it, but great poten­
tial," she noted. "There will be a 
gym and classrooms we hope we 
will be able to make available for 
community use. I' m really excit-

ed." 
Gould said the County would 

be willing to explore other uses 
for the building when an 
Aeademy is not in session. "We 
haven ' t really talked about that , 
but we would be interested to 
know what the community has to 
say," said Gould this week. 

Cpl. Mark FarraH of the 
Newark Police said their depart­
ment uses the county and state 
police academies to train their 
new officers. "This won ' t make a 

lot of difference to us, except it 
will be a very short drive," 
Farran said. 

Oberle stressed there will be 
no jails or holding cells for crim­
inal suspects at this site. "There 
will be an increased police pres·­
ence in the community, however, 
which everyone sees as a positive 
thing," he said. "This is an excel-

· lent example of how a civic asso­
ciation can play a role in deter­
mining the future of their com­
munity.

A group of University of

According to Rachel White of 
Students of the Environment, 
Santa and his elves are promoting 
alternatives to the "shop until you 
drop" mindset this year.

ment," said White in a press 
release sent tp local media. 
"(North Pole's) Santa will join his 

impersonators at the (Christiana 
Mall on Dec. 4) .. . to offer oodles of 
groovy alternative gift ideas, 'Gift · 
of Time' certificates, credit card 
cut-up services, and general Buy 
Nothing Day cheer." 

The official Buy Nothing Day 
was Nov. 26, the day after 
Thanksgiving. "But Santa reminds 
us," said White, '"Buy N?thing 

Day is symbolic of what every day 
should be. "' 

White said Buy Nothing Day, 
launched seven years ago to raise 
consciousness about the costs of 
the consumer culture, is now cele­
brated annually by people in more 
than 30 countries around the 
world. "Recent scientific estimates 
indicate that at least four addition-

al planets would be needed if each 
of the earth's six billion inhabitants 
consumed at the level of the aver­
age American," said White. 

"The average American 
planned to spend $900 on 
Christmas gifts in 1998 and was 
still paying off holiday debts 
five months later." 

DuPont Co. sued by 
New York company 

St. Margaret's Parish growing 

A New York company that 
installs floors and carpets has 
ftled a $68 million lawsuit accus­
ing DuPont Co. of fraud and 
breach of contract. 

Associated/ ACC International 
Ltd., a firm that specializes in 
laying carpet and flooring for 
restaurants and stores, claims it 
had a contract to oversee 
DuPont's national carpet sales. 
The Associated lawsuit claims 
that DuPont broke that contract 
by diverting business away from 
Associated to other contractors. 

The lawsuit was filed in U.S. 
District Court in Wilmington. 

"Nobody likes suing a 
·DuPont," said Richard Goodman, 
chief operating officer of 
Associated. "My intention going 
into this was to make money and 
grow my business, not try to 
recoup money through a law­
suit.'" 

DuPont spokesman Bill 
Brown said the chemical compa­
ny would defend itself aggres­
sively. 

DuPont became involved in 
floor coverings through its nylon 
business, selling a fiber called 
Antron, used in carpeting. 
According to the lawsuit, DuPont 
developed a national network of 
flooring contractors as part of its 
marketing of Antron. 

Associated signed a contract 
with DuPont in September 1998 
as part of that marketing effort. 
Associated, an 80-year-old busi­
ness with 20 employees and 
about $20 million in annual sales, 
would have become DuPont's

"national retail store specialist," 
according to the lawsuit. 

Goodman said the contract 
meant Associated should have 
been allowed to coordinate and 
profit from sales across the coun­
try. 

Instead, DuPont steer~d that 
business to other contractors, the 
lawsuit claims. Associated has 
not had a timely, viable sales lead 
from DuPont since the signing of 
the contract in 1998, according to 
the lawsuit. 

"DuPont is a venerable name 
in our industry," Goodman said. 
"We are very disappointed and 
shocked that a relationship we 
once coveted has been trans­
formed into pre~atQry business 
practices.'' -

Newark, St. Mark's win in semis 
Jackets roll over 
Wm. Penn

It took a little more than four min­
utes for two-time defending Division 
I football champion Newark High to 
have its back shoved up against the 
wall by William Penn.

The battle for Division I supremacy 
Newark and St. Mark's will seek to control trenches; 
Ja(kets back Haman .day-to-day with ankle injury

If football is a game that is won 
in the trenches, then the Division I 
football state title game pitting two­
time defending champion Newark 
and St. Mark's on Saturday at 1 
p.m. at William Penn is going to 
feature a· lot of dirty pants and jer7 
seys. 

Newark's justly-heralded ability 
to control the line of scrimmage on 
both sides of the ball is the main 
reason for its 10-1 record. 

But although not quite as mas­
sive as Newark's, the Spartans (9-

· 2) didn't get this far without a few 
dirty fingernails up front as well. 

That was evident in the third 
game of the season when the two . 
teams played to a 0-0 tie in regula­
tion before Newark won 7-6 in 
overtime on a blocked extra point. 

Dominant blocking by both 
teams has also helped bring togeth­
er what is arguably the best four 
running backs ever to compete in a 
Delaware championship game -_ 
1,000-yard rushers Brandon Haman 
and Seth Montgomery of Newark, 
and Louis Wright and Steve Rogers 
of St. Mark's. 

In addition to running with 
power, all four possess the break 7 

away speed to score from anywhere 
on the field. ~ 

Although Montgomery did not 
play ·in the regular-season meeting 
between the two teams, both 
defenses managed to keep the other. 
three backfield genies in the bottle 
that night. '-

Both teams also beat William 
Penn on the road by the same score 
of 30-0. 

"When I see a running back 
(Montgomery) gain 300-and-some 
yards, that's one big problem there, 
that's for sure," said St. Mark's 
Coach Vinnie Scott. "And knowing 
that their de(ense is as tough as it is. 
Their defense is outstanding. 

"They have the whole package. 
A talented, well-coached team." 

Scott said his team will have to 
try a few new things to fmd cracks 
in Newark's defense. 

"We'll try to keep them off-bal­
ance because they're very strong in 
both their pass defense and against 
the run," Scott said. "Hopefully, we 
can execute when we need to. It's 
going to be one of those things 
where we probe here and probe 
there and see where we can get 
things going." 

Newark Coach Butch Simpson

Newark High running back Seth 
Montgomery knows what playing ~nder pres­
sure means. 

First, as a transfer student from West Chester . 
(Pa. ) Hehderson High, he had to prove himself 
to his new· teammates and fans. All were on a 
mission to win a record third consecutive 

- Division I state title. 
Montgomery then had to undergo the stress 

of recovering from an ankle injury sustained in . 
the first game that left him on the sidelines for 
three long wee~s. or three games. 

Last Saturday, pressure came in the fot:m of 
William Penn High before 5,320 roaring fans at 
Newark in a semifinal-round game. Then, fellow 
running back Brandon Haman was hobbled by a 
sprained ankle in the first half, putting a huge 
load on Montgomery's shoulders. 

But running behind Newark's mammoth 
offensive line, any pressures Montgomery may 
have felt seemed to be nonexistent, as he rushed 
for a single game tournament record 352 yards 
and scored four touchdowns in a 45-20 victory.

ing field at times to set up changes in direction 
that left defenders unable to get a clean shot at 
tackling him.

"Brandon Haman's been doing that the last 
couple weeks himself, and Seth has been doing 
that. I mean obviously, the two of them together 
with everyone else blocking is why we' re able 
to be where we're at. 

"(Seth) ran with vision tonight. He saw the 
field, he made numerous direction changes. The 

· line got him X number of yards and he got him­
self a lot after that. We had a lot of great down­
field blocking and he just set up and used the 
bodies downfield getting in the way.

Victories , thrilling finishes, 
big crowds, major injuries, minor 
injuries - the first four games of 
the University of Delaware bas­
ketball season have already pro­
vided a season's worth of inter­
est. 

Most importantly, the Blue 
Hen have survived injuries to 
John Gordon (broken foot, out 
until January), Austen Rowland 
(ankle sprain, missed last two 
games) and Darryl Presley (con­
cussion, missed one game) and 
won all four of their contests. The 
last two - an 80-78 victory over 
George Mason and a 58-57 win 
over American - have seen 
Delaware build comfortable 
leads only to have to hold on to 
win at the end. 

The Hens certainly had a built 
in excuse for tiring against 
American as six players account­
ed for all but two minutes of 
playing time. 

"I m proud of our guys," said 
Delaware coach Mike Brey after 
the game against American. 
"Especially under the circum-
lances. They' re a little bit down 

because of the closeness of the 
game, but, hey, to win with those 
injuries is a good thing." 

Facing such adversity so early 

in the season could help the Hens 
as the .season progres~s. They 
have been picked by just about 
everyone (in the league and out­
side) to win the America East and 
advance to the NCAA 
Tournament for the third straight 
year. There wasn' t suppose to be 
much adversity at all. 

The easy ride to March 
Madness hit a roadblock in 
November when Gordon, a 
senior, broke a bone in his foot 
during an exhibition game.

Brey said. "Both games have been 
full 40 minute contests.

But the hard runnin!! of 
j unior Jeff Fletcher, who fini;hed 
with 193 yards on 35 carries and 
two touchdowns, and the even 
harder rain combined to thwart 
the Bucs· chances early on .

· The Vikings hit paydirt again 
early in the third quarter as 
Stephen Sarriluk pounced on a 
wet fumble by Newsome to gjve 
them the ball at the Caravel39. A 
quarterback sneak by Lewis 
sandwiched around seven 
straight runs by Fletcher put the 
ball at the five, and the crunching 
fullback took it in from there on 
the next play to put the Vikings 
up 12-0. 

Plumsky broke up the pass on 
the two point conversion, but the 
feisty Caravel crowd, who had 
come to the game in such a fes­
tive manner, began to see their 
hopes wash away in the steady 
downpour. 

After a booming Viking kick­
off, Caravel set up at their own 15 
and after three runs by Drew 
failed to earn a first down, the 
Bucs punted to St. Elizabeth, 
which started its drive at the 
Caravel 35. 

No. 3 seed St. Elizabeth (8-3), 
which lost to Caravel 14-6 three 
weeks ago, earned the right to 
meet two-time ·defending cham­
pion Middletown (9-2) in 
Friday's title game at Newark at 7 
p.m.

The No. 4 seed Cavaliers 
trounced top-seeded Woodbridge 
( I 0-1) in the other semifinal, 35-
13, sparked by running back 
Brandon Brown, who rushed for 
150 . yards and three first-half 
touchdowns . 

"They ran their offense well 
tonight and Fletcher just won that 
game for them,"' said Caravel 
head coach Dave Needs. "l told 
these guys after the game they 
had a lot to be proud of, beating 
St. Elizabeth and Archmere in the 
same year and going 8-2 this year 
and making the tournament." 

The Bucs triple option 
offense, featuring a variety of 
fakes and pitches, was hamper~d 
throughout the evening by the 
driving rainstorm, forcing the 
Caravel offense into a more con­
servative attack. The Vikings on 
the other hand, using the straight 

ahead running of Fletcher and 
quarterbaGk Aaron Lewis, 
seemed able to use the muddy 
track to their advantage from the 
·start. 

The two teams exchanged 
punts to start the game, but the 
Bucs got their first, and best, 
break of the game midway 
thfough the fust quarter when 
Viking punter Warren Zent inad­
vertently put his knee on the 
ground while attempting to punt, 
downing the ball on the spot and 
giving Caravel the ball at the St. 
Elizabeth 20 yard line. 

Antoine Newsome, who along 
with Nelson Drew gave the Bucs 
a dangerous outside threat all 
year, was stuffed on the fust two 
plays by the Vikings' defense, 
and on third and five from the 15, 
Newsome attempted to field a 
wet pitch from quarterback Chris 
Radel and ended up losing 14 
yards on the play. On fourth and 

long, Bucs kicker Adam 
Chandlee attempted a 47-yard 
field goal, but the kick was 
blocked by Jason Godwin and the 
Vikings took over at their own 
37. 

From that point on, Fletcher 
began to take over. Carrying five 
straight plays, he led his team to 
the Caravel 31. Then, on second 
and five, he broke off another 14-
yard run before being met square­
ly by Newsome and Drew, who 
popped the ball loose. Newsome 
jumped on it to put the Bucs back 
in business at their own 12. 

However, their offense stalled 
there and after Chandlee punted 
again, the Vikings had the ball 
again at Caravel's 36 and prompt­
ly called Fletcher's number on 
six straight running plays, culmi­
nating in a one yard touchdown 
run and a 6-0 lead. Caravel's Carl 
Watts blocked the extra point. 

The B ucs kept their hopes 
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high on the ensuing kick-off as 
sophomore R. T. Plumsky took 
the kick at his qwn five, bounced 
off a pair of defenders at the 30 
and slashed his way to the 
Vikings' 47 before being brought 
down. A late hit by St. Elizabeth 
put the ball at the 32, and the 
Bucs went ·to their "Big Boy 
Offense" featuring 333-pound 
Cameron Cale at fullback. 

After two runs by the junior 
and one by Radel, the Bucs went 
for it on fourth down, but the pass 
slipped out of Radel's hand and 
the good field position was 
turned over to the Vikings. 

The half ended 6-0 as the 
B ucs' defense, led all evening by 
Cale, Newsome, Drew, Kyle 
Kniffin and Brandon Skrobot, 
kept the wraps on the St. 
Elizabeth offense. 

But the Bucs' offense took a 
hit when Radel did not open the 
second half. He gave way to 
Mike Price, who had filled in for 
the Radel earlier in the year . 
What was originally thought to 
be a coaching decision was really 
more of a medical one, as Radel 
had suffered a concussion at 
some point in the first half, which 
was discovered by the Caravel 
coaching staff at halftime. 

"We don't know when it hap­
pened," said Needs. "We were 
trying to talk to him at halftime 
and it was obvious he wasn' t able 

Fletcher took it to the one on 
the next play, and then on second 
down, Andrew Swarter took it in 
behind the left side of the line. 
Lewis rolled out to his right and 
hit McCollum in the back of the 
end zone for the two-point con­
version to put the Vikings up 20-
0. 

The B ucs returned the kickoff 
to their own 23, but after an 
intentional grounding call backed 
them up deep in their own territo­
ry, Chandlee was forced to punt 
from his own end zone. After a 
dropped snap and a low kick, 
Caravel's Matt Swank alertly 
jumped on the loose ball, but it 
resulted in a safety to make.it 22-
0. 

Chandlee shook off the punt 
mishap and promptly kicked the 
ball from his own 20 all the way 
to the Viking end zone on a free 
kick. The two teams exchanged 
drives the rest of the game. 

"They just wanted it more 
tonight,' . said Drew, who will 
lead a Ruc.caneer team next year 
that loses only four seniors. 
"They didn't do anything differ­
ent tonight, they just outplayed 
us."
