SPECIAL. WEATHER SUMMARY

Drought conditions were reported in many parts of the
two-state area and especially in the central and southern
Delmar Peninsula and in southern Maryland, According
to the Maryland-Delaware Crop Reporting Service, the
drought conditions in lower southern Maryland 'general-
ly are considered to be the worst since the early 1930's."
The following are the July and August precipitation a-
mounts in percent of normal and, in parentheses, the
April thru August amounts percent of normal, for sta-
‘tions in these areas: (Crisfield, 38 (63); Salisbury,
41 (70); Snow Hill, 34 (61); Easton, 33 (72); Owings
Ferry Landing, 19 (-); Solomons, 24 (54); Bridgeville,
Delaware, 18 (50).

Severe thunderstorms on the 1st, 3d, 13th, 14th, 19th,
and 20th brought death and damage to many parts of the
two-state area. On the 1st, heavy rainfall, flash floods,

lightning, and gusty winds caused great damage and death
in Baltimore and the Wilmington areas. On the 19th and -
20th heavy rainfall, totaling over 6 inches for the 2-days
in the Washington, D. C. area, and lightning caused
great damage in the Washington and Baltimore areas.

Record low temperatures for August 15th were set at
Weather Bureau Station; 51 at Washington, D, C,; 53
at Wilmington; and 59 tied the record low of 1907 atBal-
timore.
