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GENERAL SUMMARY
This January was the coldest since 1918 and the snowiest
since 1935. Strong winds were frequent. -Severe cold through-
out the month was interrupted by mildness during the 12-15th.
Precipitation was snow, except light rain on the 12th and 13th
and moderate to heavy rain on the 14th. The 11-14th was a
cloudy period; the 25-29th a clear sky period. Monthly sun-
shine was 5% to 10% above normal in the eastern and central
divisions and normal in western Maryland except 5% bclow
-normal in the Allegheny Mountain region.
Snowfalls were light, except heavy (b to 16 inches) over the
southern half of the section and moderate {8 to 6 inches) over
an area.30 to 35 miles wide northward thereof on the 8th;

except heavy (6 to 8 inches) in Garrett and western Allogam 1.

Counties on the 17th; and except exceptionally heavy (12 to 24
inches) southward of a line from the southern limit of the
District of Columbia northeastward to northward of Dover, Del.,
and heavy (6 to 12 1n(‘hes) over an area 20 to 25 r*nleq mde
northward thereof on the 24th.

High northwest winds of the 24-25th drifted snow 5 to 10
feet high within the-area of heavy snowfall on the 24th.

Rivers and lakes, the-tributaries of Chesapeake Bay, and the
Upper Chesapeake Bay were frozen over throughout the month.
Tce was making during the first decade and was making rapidly

during the 16-20th in the Lower Checapeake Bay, which was i

flozen over or was mostly filled with ice during the third de-
cade, and prevented oystering.

Rain of the 14th melted the snow-cover, except in the
Allegheny Mountain region and the southern third of the
Eastern Shore, and revealed grains and grasses green and in
good condition.
snow-covered again on the 17th and the southern half on the
19th and continued so thercafter to the close of the month,
except snow disappeared in the extreme northeast portion of
the section shortly after the 25th.

The monthly mean for the section, 22.4°, is 10.8° bhelow nornnl The
highest monthly mean was 28.2° at Omsﬁeld the least, 12:8°, at Mt.

Savage Sumnit. The highest temperature, 59°, occuned at Princess Aune,
Ridgely, Bridgeville, and Milford on the 14th; the lowest, —14°, at M#.
Savage Summit, on the 19th. The greatest local monthly range 'was 66°
at Milford;
at Milford on the 30th.

PRECIPITATION

The monthly average, for the section, 2.25 inches, is 1.13 inches helow
normal. The greatest ‘monthly amount was 4.15 inches at Cambridge;
the least, 0.92 inch at Chewsville.” The greatest-24-hour amount was
2.40 inches and the greatest 24-hour snowiall was 24.0 inches at Chelten-
ham on the 23d-24th. The greatest 24-hour rainfall was 1.48 inches at
Maryland Line and Towson on the 14th. The monthly average snowfall
for the section, 15.7 inches, is 8.5 inches above normal. The average nuin-
ber of days with 0.01 inch’or more of precipitation, 7, is 3 below ‘normal.
