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GENERAL SUMMARY .

This September was the warmest since 1933, the sunniest of
record, and the driest since 1884. Monthly sunshine was 15%
above normal, or nearly 80% of the possible amount. A drought
prevailed after the first decade. The 1st, 5-10th, 16-17th, and
23d were very warm. Cool periods were 11-14th, 20th-21st,
and 30th.

‘Monthly rainfall was a trace in the Millsboro district and in
extreme northern Sussex, Kent (Del.), southern New Castle,
southedstern Cecil, eastern Kent (Md. ) eastern Queen /\nne.
and Caroline Countleq, and between 1inch and 2 inches in west-
ern (Garrett and eastern Washington Counties, except betweén
2 and 3 inches in the Williamsport district; elsewhere over the
section it was between a trace and 1 inch, except slightly above
an inch in a few localities.

Growing crops declined from good in the first decade to poor
to fair during the third decade. Pastures declined during the
first decade and were poor, being mostly dry and brown, there-.
after. Springs and wells were low.

Cutting corn hegan the first week, except the second week in
Allegany and Garrett Counties. Digging early potatoes ended;
vields were mostly fair to good. Late potatoes were being' dug
in western Maryland. Harvesting tomatoes, sugar corn, and
truck crops, picking apples, peaches, and pears, digging sweet
potatoes, haying, and plowing were in progress.
was cut. Tobacco was cut and housed; it was a good crop.
Tomatoes were very plentiful the first and second.decades.
Late potato tubers in the central and eastern divisions were
stunted by the drought. Wheat came up in the Allegheny
Mountain highlands. Some barley, rye, and wheat were sown
in' the northern and central counties.
