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) GENERAL SUMMARY
This September was warmer than normal. Rainfall was above
normal in western Maryland, but mostly below normal in central

and eastern divisions; it; however, averaged normal for the

section. Monthly sunshine was between 5 and 10 per cent be-
low normal. Relativé humidity averaged normal. Warm
weather during the month was interrupted by cool spells of 12-
16th and 21st-22d. Outstanding warm days were 7-9th and
24-27th. The lowest temperature of the month was but 37°
and no frost formed, as in September, 1921. Most of the monthly
rainfall occurred during the 12-16th, a period of overcast sky
and northeast winds. .

On the 16th the Eastern Shore was within the influence of a
tropical disturbance, which was moving north-northeastward off
the coast. High tide and strong winds resulted, but not to the

“degree experienced on August 23, when a tropical disturbance
passed northward over the section. Only minor property dam-
age resulted on the southern Eastern Shore. - The high tide,
produced by the tropical disturbance, entered the lower Chesa-
peake Bay on the 16th, but did not reach the upper Chesapeake
Bay until morning of the 18th. ) ‘

Monthly rainfall was between 1 und 2 inches in-southern
Maryland-and the western portion of the southern Eastern Shore;
elsewhere totals were mostly between 2 and 4 inches, except be-
tween 4 and 7 inches in a few localities.

. Such crops, as survived the storm of August 23, were mostly
good. . Pastures and grasses were good to excellent, except fair
on the southern Eastern Shore. Early corn matured, and wag
cut and shocked. In westérn Marylana threshing wheat and rye
and digging early potatoes were finished, digging late potatoes
began, and wheat and rye were being sown.
was finished. . Yields of wheat and oats were fair to good; of
rye, poor to fair. Incentral and eastern divisions late potatoes
bloomed and were making or maturing, and plowing and har-
rowing: were in progress. Sweet potatoes matured, and digging
began. Harvesting tomatoes, sugar corn, truck, gardens, apples,
and pears continued. Harvesting cantaloupes, watermelons,
and late peaches ended. Haying ended. Alfalfa, cowpea, and
so¥ bean hay crops were good. Buckwheat was a heavy crop in
the Allegheny Mountain region. In the third decade cutting of
late tobacco began, and eéarly sown grains came up nicely in
western Maryland. —J. B, jr.

The highest temperature, 94°, occurred at 192
stations in Maryland and at Millsboro, Del., on the 7th, 8th, 9th,
and 25th; the lowest, 87°, at Grantsville and Oakland -on the
30th.
