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GENERAL SUMMARY

Dry and sunshiny wedther, typical of autumn, characterized
this October, which was the sunniest since 1924 and the driest
since 1984. The month was milder than normal over the north-
ern and central thirds of the section, but cooler than normal
over the southern third. The first decade was cool. Mild
weather prevailed during the 11-15th and warm weather during
the 16-20th. Temperatures during the third decade were
mostly mild. Monthly sunshine was 15 to 20 per cent above
normal. There were no damaging winds.

Monthly rainfall amounts were mosfly between 2 and 3 inches
over the eastern half of the section, except between 8 and 4
inches over the extreme sontheast pomon of the Eastern Shore,
and were between 1 and 2 inches over the western half of the
section, except slightly below 1 inch over western Allegany and
('ﬂ.otCll'l Grarrett Counties.

Autumn crops were good to excellent, Pastures and grasses
were good. Late potatoes were developing and maturing in the
‘central and eastorn divisions. Harvesting tomatoes and sugar
corn ended. IIaWﬁcting truck crops, digging sweet potatoes,
picking late apples and Kiefier pears, filling silos, hulling c]ovcr,

]ms]\mgr corn, haying, cutting cowpeas, cutting and threshing by

g0y bedns, plowing, and sowing grains were in progress.  Cutting
corn ended during the first decade. Digging late potatoes
ended in western Maryland and began in north-central and
gouthern Maryland during the third decade. Early sown girains
came up to good stands, while the later sown were coming up
nicely.—J. B. jr.

TEMPERATURE

The monthily mean for the section, 56.7°, 15 0.6° above normal.
The highest monthly mean wag 60.2° at Crisfield and Oxford;
the lowest, 48.8°, at Sines. The highest temperature, 92°,
oceurred at Western Port on the 1 7th; the lowest, 19°, at Oak-
land on the S8th. The greatest local monthl y range was 66°. at
Oakland; the least, 32°, at Delaware Breakwater. The great-

est daily range was 030 at Oakland on the 18th.

PRECIPITATION

The monthly avérage for the section, -1.08 inches, i 19 1.04
inches below normal. The greatest month ¥ amount was 2,90
inches at Snow Iill; the leﬂst, 0.64 inch, at Mt. 8 BSavage Summit.
The greatest 24-hour ameunt was 1.50 inches at Salisbury on
the 28-25th. The average pumber of days with 0.01 inch or
more of precipitation, 7, is normal.
