GENERAL SUMNMARY

This August was very warm and unusually sunshiny. The
average monthly rainfall was the least in August since 1932.
Warm weather was interrupted by brief cool spells during the
12-13th, 18-19th, and 25-26th. The 14-17th was the warmest
period. The first decade was humid, mostly cloudy, and
showery. - The second and third decades were dry, mostly clear,
and unusually sunshiny. Monthly sunshine was 15 per cent
above normal. A mild tornado occurred at night of the 31st.

Growing crops were mostly good to excellent. Pastures and
grasses were good to excellent during the first decade and
mostly good thereafter. Delayed threshing of wheat, rye, and
cats was accomplished; yields weve mostly good. Digging early
potatees ended in the southern and central counties during the

first week and in the northern counties during the second week, |

except in western Maryland during the last week. Harvesting
oats and late peas in western Maryland ended during the second
week.  Late potatees were maturing in western Maryland and
were making and developing in the central division. Late po-
tato plants were blooming on the Fastern Shore. Sweet potatces
were maturing in the southern and central countiés and develop-
ing in the northern counties. Corn ears filled out well -and
were maturing in the eastern and central divisions. Cutting
corn began in some localities of the southern.and central counties.
Fodder was heavy and was being gathered. Harvesting tomatees,
sugar corn, tobacco, truck crops, tree fruits; cantaloupes, and
watermelons; eanning tomates, sugar corn, and beans; haying;
and plowing were in progress. Quality of cantaloupes and
watermelons was poor to fair.—J. B., jr.
TEMPERATURE ‘

The monthly mean for the section, 76.3°, is 3.G° above normal.
The highest monthly mean was 80.6° at Solomons; the lowest,
67.0°, at Sines. The highest temperature, 100°, occurred at
Great Falls on the 15th; the lowest, 38°, at Oakland on the 80th.
