Physical Education 
ims Outlined

as its activities are the expre. ion 
of the most fundamental and ~io-
1 nt instincts, tendencies and emo­
tions in human nature, d velop 
and gives the leader the oppor. 
tunity to guide the development to 
the point of self-direction more 
than in any other activities during 
childhood and youth the ystem of 
interest!!, impulses, ideals, and at­
titudes that are at the foundation 
of character education. This system 
of interests may be symbolized by 
fait play and sportsmanship. 

3. Physical education develops 
the function of the nervous sy tem; 
thus it develops the nergy 
strength, and skill resources of th~ 
total neuro-motor system, under 
brain or mental control, for all the 
functions of life. 

4. Physical educatiion develop.:~ 
organic power; i. e., the power of 
the organic mechani!1ms ( circula­
tory power, respiratory power, di­
gestive power, heat-regulating 
power, eliminating power) and 
general power symbolized by en­
durance. Organic d velopment i 
the development source of health. 
This phase of development as an 
educational objective has received 
so little consideration that it i 
scarcely known among ducator 
as a possibility. Yet it is th most 
conspicuous fact, apart from motor 
skill, in the normal developmen of 
the athelete. 

5. Phy, ical education, b cause of 
the intense interest of men and 
youth in its activities and in 
achi v ment and developmen , 
gives a natural scientific basis for 
t aching health as self-direction in 
keeping fit, first, for thP :5ake of 
satisfaction in achievement, and 
then for the older purposes of life; 
and thus it is the correlating c nter 
in health teaching or health educa­
tion. Other activiti s, or subjects 
of study in a cientifically organ­
ized p1·ognm of health teaching 
can reinforce the ideals and pend 
the information in the self-direct­
ing "keep-fit" program organized 
in phy ical education. 

From these demonstrable obj c­
tives it becom s clear that physical 
education is concerned with the ad­
ju tment of the growing organism 
on which the other division of the 
chool program hould build a 

superstructure and a refinem nt of 
detail.
