At a recent conference with tRe 
Del aware School Auxiliary Asso­
ciation of the Servl·ce Citizens of 
Delaware. t he Association agreed 
to· furnish $225,000 .provided the 
distr ict raised t he above amount. 
The members of the local Board 
considered that this generous 
offer should not be refused, 'inas­
much as the town of New Castle 
stands ready to accept in the 
event of an unfavorable vote here.

FIND WAY TO 
GROW POINSETTIAS 

To get poinsettias ready for 
market by Christmas is a pr<>blem 
that has worried florists ever 
since the bright red flowerlike 
leaves of t hi s tieautiful plant took 
their place as a favorite holiday 
decoration. 

The problem has been reduced 
to a. practical .solution ;through 
the work of Dr. W, W. Garner, 
tob~cco s pecial'ist, and H. H. All­
ard, plant physiologist of the 
United States Department of 
Agriculture, who discovered the 
possibility of advancing or r,etard­
ing the growth of plants by con­
trolling the period of ILght each 
day . Where the light period is 
shortened the plants reach matur­
ity much sooner than where they 
are given. the natural length of 
day. In the ,greenhouses on t he 
department's experimental farm 
at Arlington, Va ., it has been 
found possible to bring poinsettias 
into full form as early as August 
by s horten ing the da ily exposure 
to li ghts. 

In fact, department specialists 
are confident .that there is prac­
tica lly no I imit to the extent to 
which the Garner-All ard discov­
ery may be applied in the ordina l'y 
flori st estab li s hment in bringing 
various fiowers into bloom outside 
of the cu tomary . eason. Iri s in 
December and chrysanthemums in 
the s pring are among t h e accom­
plishments already attained, and 
it is the intention of t hese special­
ists to bring together a group ·of 
flowers, all of different nat ural 
seaso ns, into bloom at the same 
time. One val ue of the discovery 
lies in the fact that it can be ap­
plied with only s imply and inex­
pen s ive addition s to the faciJi.tie 
of any g reenhouse.

Store Plow in a Dry Place . 
When laid by, say the imple­

ment experts, the plow should, if 
poss ible, be stored in a dry place, 
,away from contad with the 
ground . In any case, the bright 
parts \ should a lways be coated 
wi,th grease to prevent rust. Once 
t he mold ,board ,and share have 
become pitted with ru st, an effi­
cient job ~f pl~wing can be done 
u'ntil the corroded parts ngain 
have .acquir.ed III ~lis'h by use. 

Harrows, also rel atively simple 
but tremendously important im­
'plements, ar,e, next to plows, most 
generally neglected. Many farm­
ers who would not neglect an ex­
pensive harvesting machine, say 
the experts, a re ·careless as to har­
rowS 'and other implements of this 

. type. But these, also, represent 
capital invested, and a larger re­
turn is possible if they a,re proper­
,Iy cared for at the end of the 
season. 

If harrows are stored under a 
shed, the teeth should be support­
ed by Mocks or boards, so that 
t hey will not become embedded in 
t he ground. All accumulation of 
earth and trash should be r,e­
moved. This is especially applic­
able to wooden-frame ha.rrows. 
The earthy 'acc umulati,ons r etai n 
moisture a nd accelerate decay. 
When the wooden parts hav,e dried 
out sufficient ly they should be 
painted, to prevent season check­
ing and splitting. lAs the ha1'l'ow 
wo rks in wet earth and close to 
t he gr.ound, .deterioration is rapid 
once checking has started . 

teac her sholtage t hrou ghout t he 
Un ited States is no longer a seri­
ous problem. Rec·ent reports re­
ceived from county alnd di strict 
super intendents i n every State 
dearly indicate t hat such a con­
clusion is erroneous. While the 
a verage condi tio n is s lightly ,bet­
t.er than last year, du e to· marked 
improvement in States where sa l­
aries have been greatly i'ncreased, 
the general situation remains 
practi ca lly unchanged. The num­
ber of schools without teachers 
and sti ll larger number taught by 
incompetent teachers show that a 
very se ri~u s situation still exists, 
particularly in th~se states where 
sa la ries are lowest. 

On September I, 1920, the Na­
tion'a l Education Associ>ation sent 
a lette r to every county and dis­
trict superintendent of schools ,in 
the Un ited States, enclosing a re­
turn postal card upon whi·ch were 
asked ten qu,estions regarding t he 
tea-cher s ituation i'n t heir respec­
tive counties. The following are 
three o·f the questions asked: (1) 
The number of teaching positions 
in the country or district covered 
by the l'eport; (2) the shortage of 
teachers at the openi'ng ~f school 
in September, 1920; (3) the num­
ber of teachers below standard 
whom it had been necessary to ac­
cept in ~·rder to keep as many 
schoo ls' as possible open. The 
standard r eferred t o is, of course, 
t he mi n im um fo r the given cou nty 
'01' distri ct, and teachers below 
standard a l'e admittedly incompe­
te nt. The real shortage is, there­
fore, t he su m of the actual short­
age and the number of teachers 
below standard. 

Inqu iries were sent to 3,468 
superi ntendents and 1,492 replies 
had been received at t he time thi s 
was written, October 12. Every 
report is signed by the county or 
district s uperintendent making it, 
an d t he information is, t herefore, 
t he most re liable tl\at can be ob­
tained .

Professo r Berlin gave 
h imself with t he love of a crus­
ade r for a n ideal, and when life 
was nearly spent he ·could not ask 
anyth ing better than hi s resti ng 
place be in s ight of the school 
where he labo red. Dr. Crawford 
said Professor Berlin's ideal has 
been reproduced in scholars. He 
beli eved fear of the Lord', he 
feared God in t he ri ght sense and 
se rved H im a elder in church. 
Today he lives in t he land of 
many mansions; he lives hel'e too 
in t he lives of the men and, women 
whom he served and loved.

Shipment Session 

The War Department has is­
seud t he following instructions 
relative to the shipment of Chri st­
mas packages to the Amerjcan 
forces in Germany, Hawaii, the 
Philippine Islands, Panama Canal 
Zone and Porto Rico: 

For shipment to Germany, the 
following are to be observed : 

(a) If Christmas parcels are 
sent by parcel post they' mu st con­
form to the postal regulations, 
and, in addition, packages con­
taining candy and tobacco must 
be inclosed in tins or light wooden 
boxes. 

(b) All boxes shipped by ex­
press or mail should be limited to 
seven pounds in weight and not to 
exceed seventy-two inches com­
bined length ' and girth. No perish­
able fooo products other than in­
closed in cans should be packed in 
any s uch shipm.ents. 

(c) Mail and express ma.tter 
should be addressed as now pre­
sc ribed< by postal regulations, that 
is, plainly marked with the name, 
rank and organization of the per­
son to whom consigned, and both 
classes of shipments should be 
marked "Christmas Box" and sent 
care of the General Superinten­
dent, Army Transport Service, 
Hoboken, N. J. 

(d) Pa-ckages should arrive at 
Hoboken, New Jersey, not later 
than December 5th. 

To the Far East 
For shipment to Hawaii and the 

Philippine Islands, the following 
directions should be observed: 

(a) Shipments should comply 
with the rules given as above, ex­
cept that t he weights of packages 
should be limited to t wenty 
pounds in weight and measu re­
ment not more than two cubic 
feet in volume, and consignment 
made ca re of t he Depot Quarter­
master, For.t Mason, San Fran­
cisco, California. 

(b) Packages should arrive at 
Fort Mason, San Francisco, Cali­
forn ia, not later than December 
&th o The transport sched uled to 
sail from San Francisco on De­
cember 5th is the U. S. A. T. 
"Logan," .but it will not arrive at 
Manila prior to December 25th. 

To the Canal Zone 
For shi pment to t he Pa nama 

Canal Zone and Porto Rico, the 
following : 

Shipments should comply with 
the instru ctions giv·en above for 
shipment to Germany, except that 
the weights of packages should be 
l imited to twenty pound s and the 
measurement should not be more 
than two cubic feet in vo lume. 
Consignment should be made care 
of the General Superintendent, 
Army Transport Service, Pier 3, 
Army Supply Base, South Brook­
lyn, New York, and the packages 
shou ld arr ive at the Pier not later 
than November 20th.
