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GENERAL simmm '
This was a very cold and a very snowy month. It was the

second coldest February. since 1905, and the fourth snowiest
February since 1899. - Monthly snowfall averaged about twice
the normal. There was an unusually heavy snowstorm on. the
7th. Monthly sunshine was about 5 per cent below normal.
Relative humidity averaged normal There were no damaging
winds.

Monthly amounts of precipitation were above normal. Thoy
were mostly between 8 and 4 inches in the western and central
divisions and between 4 and 6 inches on the Eastern Shore.
Rain was heavy over the section on the 13-14th.

- Monthly snowfall was fairly uniform over the section. Totals
were mostly between 10 and 15 inches, except 15 to 21 inches
over southern Maryland and over the west-central and extreme
southern portions of the Eastern Shore.

Snowfall was light over the section on the 3d and 18th; on
the 9th, except moderate to heavy (8 to 8 inches). over the
northeast portion; and on the 13th, except moderate over west-
ern and north-central Maryland. Snowfall waslight over west-
ern Maryland on the 14th. The snowstorm of the 7th produced
falls of 3 to 6 inches over the northern-border counties, falls of
6 to 13 inches over the central counties, and falls of 13 to 18
inches over the southern counties.

Tce conditions on Chesapeake Bay were the worst since t‘]e
winter of 1917-18. The upper Chesapeake Bay and the tribu-
taries of Chesapeake Bay were frozen over with heavy ice and
the lower Chesapeake Bay was mostly frozen over or filled with
heavy ice throughout the month. - Great difficulty was experi-
enced by steam vessels, convoyed by ice breakers in making
their wuy between Baltimore harbor and the mouth of Chesa-

peake Bay; on some days movement was not possible.
0\ stering 'was at a standstill. )

The winter of 1935-36 was outstandmgly cold and snowy.
The mean temperature was 28.8°, or 6.2° below normal. Tt
was the coldest winter since 1917-18, and the fourth coldest

The highest monthly mean was 31 19 at Princess Anne; the
lowest, 20.6° at Sines. The highest temperature, 70°, occum ed
at Solomons on the 25th; the lowest, 20° below zero at Oakland
and Sines on the 8th. ’lhe gleatest local monthly range was
79° at Bell and Hancock (Tonoloway) ; the least, 48°, at Dela-
ware (l]ity. The greatest daily range was 56° at Oakland on
the 8th.

PRECIPITATION
The monthly average for the section, 8.82 inches, is 0.87
inch above normal. The greatest monthly amount was 5.85
inches at Millsboro; the least, 2.54 inches at Keedysville. The
greatest 24-hour amount was 2.85 inches at Hancock (City) on

the 13-14th. The monthly average snowfall for the section, 15.0
inches, is 7.6 inches above normal. The greatest monthly snow-
fall was 21.0 inches at La Plata and State Sanatorium; the least,
10.0 inches at Boyds. The average number of days with .01
inch or more of precipitation, 10, is 1 above normal.
