There seems to be quite a number 
of varied opinions in regard to the 
parking situation in Newark. I have 
a suggestion which is not original, but 
is carried out, I believe, successfully 
in other towns and cities. It is as 
follows: the Town Council passes an 
ordinance to permit any property 
owner and resident of Newark to ap­
ply to the Council for a permit to 
regulate parking in front of his prop­
erty, property owner to have the 
choice of 10 minute, one-half hour or 
hour parking. 

The cost of the permit should be 
enough to pay for the two signs which 
would be furnish~d by the town to­
gether with a nominal sum for per­
haps extra police work but it should 
be kept as low as possible. 

Said permit should be renewed an­
nually. This would give the oppor­
tunity to any business man on Main 
street or any other part of the town 
to practically control parking in front 
of his place of business and even if 
all of the business places on Main 
street should apply for these permits 
there would still be considerable space 
left from the B. & O. railroad to the 
center for three hour parking.
