More t ha n 2000 men and 
wome n are now qualified to vote 
at t he election on November 2. 
In all, nearly 800 regi ste r ed la t 
Satu rd ay in the three dlistr icts. 
At t he Deer P a rk, t he headquar­
te r, fO I' t he F irst Election D is­
trict, 237 regi ste red. many of 
whom were women. Th e tota l for 
thi d ist ri ct is now 744. In the 
Second district, 347 were register ' 
ed, t he majority of wh·om were 
women, bringing t he tota l for this 
dli trict up to 873. At Currinder' 
store, Ch ri s tiana, 107 were reg is ­
tered on Saturday, makin'g the 
tota l mo re than 400.

Q. In what is this money invested ? Is it in rcal tangible property? 

A. It is invested in modern telephone plant. j llSt a few of the items are 13 sections of centra l office tt 'itch­
board, 49,700 poles, over a million fee t of cable cOnC'aining 53 ,000 miles of wire, 125 3 miles of ·wire on 
poles, 24,000 telephones in service, and the necessaT)' land, building, conJllit, erc., et . 

Q. H ow does the value of the property compare with the figu re at which it is carr ied o n the book 
of the Company? 

A. A recent inventory and appraisal shows that the va l ~(e is greater by morl! than 50 ,0. 

Q. You say that owners have been paid no dividend since 1 . \Vere there any bio divid nd 
prior to that time? 

A. The largest dividend ever paid was 5 % in 1903 , on the then cllpital stock of $roo,ooo; since 190 there 
has been no dividend at all. 

Q. Have you in the telephone business experienced the same risino co t during the past severnl 
years that other business men have? 

A. Yes; costs have just abattC doubled. 

Q. Your rates were increased in 1919. Why arc they now not suffic ient? 

A. The rates that were placed in effect by the U. S. Federal Government and that were continued in effect 
after the operation of the business was turned back to the owners were hut 20% greL1ter than those /JrevioLlsly in 
effect. The Postmaster General, wh.en he established dlO'e rates, did not s ek to /Jl'Ovide sufficient rl.!VenLlC 
to pay dividends. In fact, the rates were designed merely to prot'ide enough revenue to meet in some measure 
the rising cost of conducting the business. As results indicated, they were not at tha t time ujficient to 
permit of paying a reasonable dividend, and they have become contiTlLIally more inadequate during the 
period of their continuance. Th.ey hel/Jed a little, but no more than a 20 I increase in your before-the-war 
income would have hel/)ed you meet the rising costs of the last four or five years. 

Q. Has a fa ir dividend return to the owners of the property anything to do with the service at my 
office or my home? 

A. It certainly has! The owner is the investor. He has put his money into the b~(siness and he is entitled to 
earn some~hing on that invest~ent. If he doesn't, he'll not put in any more money. Nor wOHld you, or 
any other Investor. But n.ew Invested money has to be had continually. The telephone plant must grow, 
to take care ~f ne~ subscribers and t~se who move or change their type of service. If this new money is 
not forthcommg, It means that there II be no more expansion and progress, and it also means that the 
property and service which are rendered are bound to head down hill fa st!

Simple System Showing As­
sets and Liabilities a 

Modern Necessity 
Farmer Jones des ired to negotiute 

a loan at his loca l bank. 
"Just what is your financia l condi­

tion?" the bunker a sked him. 
"Why," said Jones, "I own a house 

and land and u couple of horses and 
some cO\~S and live slock, und an or­
chard and-" 

"Hav·e you a d~tailed i l1\~ntory 
showing the value of these things?" 
the banker interrupted him. 

"No-o" the farmer replied. "I 
haven't til~e to bother keeping books." 

"Good gracious, man!" exclaimed 
the banker, "anyone can keep books. 
The way the thing's worked out now­
adays it doesn't require more than five 
minutes ' work a day. Then when you 
come here for a loan you could pro­
duce a sheet of paper and say, 'Here's 
what I've got, here's what lowe, a nd 
here's what I 'd have in cash if I sold 
out tomorrow.' As it is, I'm afraid I 
can't let yOU have the money until I 
have this information." 

Simple System Meet! Farmer's Needs. 

This convrsation takes place in hun­
dreds of towns every day, accord ing 
to specialists of the Office of Farm 
Manauem ent and Farm Economics, 
United States Department of Agricul­
ture. Of course, farmers are very 
busy men. They haven't the time to 
study complicated accounting meth­
ods. But, according to the Federal 
specialists once the principles of book 
keeping are understood and a ll farm 
conditions studied, a simple system of 
bookkeeping can be developed to meet 
the farmer's needs. 

The foundation of any set Qf books 
is an inventory showing the farmer's 
a sset s and liabiliti es. The assets in­
clude real estate, live stock, machin­
ery and tools, produce, feed a nd sup­
plies, cash on hand and in bank, and 
accounts receiverable at the date the 
inventory is taken. Each item under 
these headings should be valued at 
what it can be sold for under normal 
conditions; li ve-stock feed and farm 
produce at market prices, less cost of 
marketing; farm supplies at cost; mao 
chinery and tools at a price allowin l1; 
for annual depreciat ion. The liabili­
ties should include mortgages, notes, 
and accounts payable. The sum of the 
liabilit ies deducted from the total as­
sets wi\] show the farmer' s net worth .-

Cia 'ii fication' of Accounts . 

While an inventory is generally the 
fir st thing a banker asks for when 
making a loan, he also wa;n ts to know 
the sources of income. By going just 
a li ttle further the farme r can keep 
records that will enable him to know 
his profits and losses. This requir s 
a cla ssification of accounts in which 
certain principles should be followed. 
The precise classification to be used is 
determined by the prevaIling condi ­
tions on the farm in question. 

STRAW MAKES 
GOOD ROUGHAGE 

FOR CATTLE 

Agricultural Experts Tell of 
Economical Stock 

Feeding 
Straw, as dry roughage, for ms a 

very prominent place in a ration for 
cattle, e ither in the fattening lot or 
when fed to stocl,ers and feeder s. 
Even where alfalfa hay is fed, cattle 
will ea t more or less of good straw, 
if they have access to it. It is a good 
idea to keep some straw before lhem. 
Let the cattle pick ii, over and use 
what is left for bedding. 

Waslle 0 St.raw. 

Now is a good time to look at your 
straw stacie Trim up elle stack by 
raking down the s id es and proper ly 
topping so as to shed the fall rains. 
By spending a day on your straw 
stacks now you will save many a ton 
of straw which can be used in replac­
ing cons iderably expensive hay next 
winter. 

In some States, mos~ of the corn is 
cut, shocked, and hu sked out by hand 
later in the season. Why not let a 
shredder do the husking and have a 
roughage left, the greater part of 
which will be reli shed by the cattle? 
The shredded fodder, which is refused 
by the cattle, makes one of the very 
best bedding materials. 

Corn fodder while It is a good 
roughage, is n'ot an econom.ical on~. 
There is a very large waste 10 hand.· 
in g. A large percentage of the leaves 
are lost and the corn itself is about 
all the dattle get from the entire corn 
plant. Run your fodder through a 
shredder, feed the ear corn separately, 
and the greater part of the corn plant 
will be utilized. Corn fodder, h ow­
ever can be u cd advantageously at 
th e 'beginning of the .!'eecling period 
in the fall or early winter. Range 
cattle that h ave never seen corn or 

cured com fodder. This kind of cattle 
will begin nibbling at the leaves and 
gradually get to eating the corn. On 
the other hand, if ear corn was placed 
before them it would be days before 
they would begin to eat it. 

The use of legume hays, where 
g rown On the farm, will obviate the 
use of high-priced protein concen­
trate:. Good hay, h owever, is high 
priced and should be fed in such a 
way as to avoid any was te. 

Corn s talks in the field ,after the 
corn hus been removed, should be 
utilized by turning a sufficient number 
of cattle on them to clean them up 
completely before sever winter and 
snows come. 

Protect Contents of Silo. 

• 

The most important roughage, so 
far as econom ical beef production is 
concern ed, i' yet to be mentioned, and 
that is s ilage. Silage is no longer a 
cheap feed, but in the str ictest senst­
of tbe word there is no cheap feed. 
Silage is worth at the present time 
from $10 to $13 11 ton , depending upot. 
local labor cond itions and upon the 
quality of the yield of corn. Even at 
these prices it makes one of t he most 
economical cattle feeds. More cattle 
can be handled on a given farm area 
where the silo furnishes th ebulk of 
the roughage. More feed can be stor­
ed pel' cubic foot of space than by any 
other m ea ns. Cattle can be fattened 
on s ilage, supplemented with a small 
amount of a highly concentrated pro· 
tein feed, such as cottonseed or lin­
seed mea l, and a li ttle dry roughage, 
such as oat straw. Slockers and feed· 
ers can be wintered 0 1.1 ~Ilage alone.
