 with the Committees of the several Districts of the -State, that the:
sum of $11,206.79 cents remaing unexpended in the hands of the
Committees, while only q9374 91 cents has been overpaid.

T would -suggest that it is important the Legislature should dis-
cover soine means to secure the proper expendltmc of the money the
State appropriates, and by which the Committees who handle it shall
discharge thelr duties with fidelity.
