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One Giant Step 

A Student Court 
A significant step in the direction of growth and ma· 

turity for students was taken last night with the pre­
sentation of a proposed student court at the Senate 
meeting. 

With all due respects to the Senate we do not now, 
or ever have, considered it a truly significant and vital 
organ of general university ad.ministration .. This pr<;>­
posed Student -court is somethmg else agam .. Here IS 
a concrete opportunity for students to contribute to 
their own government in a manner bearing some con-
sequence. 

To inflict or to cause punishment to be inflicted on 
another is a matter whose seriousness should well cause 
every thinking person to search within himself for 
sources of strength and wisdom to make such decisions. 
Here is the testing of character and moral fibre with a 
worthy opponent, not merely with social activities, club 
appropriations and other petty duties. Here also should 
be the realization to every transgressor that he is ac­
countable not only to forces imposed from above but 
also to his peers. . 

The rough draft of the proposed student court which 
we were graciously permitted to see last Tuesday shows 
evdence of having had considerable thought, time and 
effort devoted to its theoretical conception and prob­
lems of practical application. Particularly it reflects the 
mature thought and many hours of work of Ronald 
Nowland, chairman of the Student Court Committee, 
who is largely responsible for its transformation from 
an. idea into a tangible, working organism. · 

Courtesy does not permit us to discuss particulars 
of the Student Court Constitution before it has been 
accepted or acted upon by the principal agencies in­
volved in its establishment, the Senate and the Office 
of the Dean of Students, but let it suffice to say that 
it is a significant and hoped-for step t'Owa'rds maturity.

Two Views 

On Seating 
Delaware Stadium seating arrangements have again 

become a topic of student discussion. This year the 
question involves the division of student ticket-holders 
into three sections, one of which is in the East or Vis­
itors' Stands. 

Much of the discontent comes from a natural desire 
of the students to sit together. Part of ,it from the stu­
dents who believe that they should have go.tten a better 
break in regard to seating arrangements. 

Scotty Duncan, Faculty Manager of Athletics, and 
the man who handles the seating problem, explains 
that the present method of seating arises out of certain 
unsolvable problems. First of these is that there are 
over 2,000 students, approximately 250 faculty mem­
bers, and almost 600 other university employees who 

· want to sit on the home side. ·secondly, there are· lOOO 
. season ticket holders who like to sit in the West stands, 

also. Thirdly, there are only 3,000 or so seats on the 
home side. 

Add this up and you get the situation as of this fall­
, · namely, a few people in each category have to sit in 

the East stands. For students that number is around 
600. . 

That much is understandable. But why can't all the 
students on the home side sit in the same general area 
instead of being spread around? This brings up the next 
point. Why have reservetl seats for students at all? 
Why not just designate a certain number of seats for 
students and let them sit on a first-come first-served 
basis? Students who wish to sit together now and did 
not make arrangements· for doing so last month, and 
students who wish to bring friends from off campus, . 
could do so with a minimum of inconvenience.

HoiDecoming 
By Sidney Ezrailson 

"So America is free , Sid, 
look at this," one of my 
French friends said to me in 
Paris not long ago as she 
pointed out the troubles of a 
Negro family in Levittown. I 
tried to explain that this was 
only one isolated incident 
that was exaggerated by the 
French press. But · I found my 
argument shallow and weak 
that such an . incident of dis­
crimination should happen at 
all. Finnially, all I could say 
was, "It's not my fault, is it?" 

That discussion took place 
on my last day in Paris and 
it was not until I was on the 
ship heading towards the 
United States that I even 
heard of Orval E. Faubus, 
governor of Arkansas. 

The news on the SS Zuid· 
e rkruis, a Dutch ship, told us 
all about Little Rock, Gover· 
nor Faubue stood firmlv 
against the efforts of the 
United States Government to 
integrate the schools of Little 
Rock." The daily . mimeo­
graphed sheet, which was a 
copy of the news received 
over the ship's radio from 
Amsterdam, added that the 
scene to prevent any attempts 
to integrate. 

This was the only time 
tnat I was rather glad I was 
not in Paris, because I could 
hea: my friend taunting me, 
saymg, "I thought that the 
law was supreme in Amer­
ica, Sid. " I realized a mom­
ent later that she knew bet­
ter, S•he had been to America 
and understood the difficul­
ties in the South. She knew 
it would take a long time to 
change tradition. · 

Then it dawned upon me. 
what about the Europeans 
who had never been to the 
United States? . What about 
the Europeans who did not 
understand the complex re­
lationships between state and 
federal government In the 

United States? What ctid 
these people, most of the 
Europeans, think of t he ~i tu. 
alion? 

I later learned U1 at the 
Russia·ns, for one, were sim· 
ply telling the truth . They 
could not ask for a ny thing 
better than the picture of a 
man in an army uniform pre. 
venting a .. .. egro from enter. 
ing a School. In France"Vive 
Faubus" or long live Fau bus 
was scrawled on the Ameri· 
can Embassy in Paris . It was 
not hard to realize that Amer. 
ica's prestige among it s fri· 
ends and among neutral na· 
tions was taking a horrible 
nosedive. 

After I arrived in the 
States, the situation seemed 
to blow wide open. ina lly, it · 
had appeared that force \vas 
the only method that would 
make law prevail. Tha t force 
came from an angered presi· · 
dent, who had seen the laws 
he had sworn to uphold de· 
fied by an angry mob, a nd his 
proclamation to stop ignored. 
I wondered what the foreign· 
ers would think when they 
saw pic tures of soldiers in the 
same uniforms, now conduct· 

- ing tlie negro students into 
the school. I knew in some 
cases that they never would 
see such pictures. 

The fault squarely lies in 
the action of Governor Fau· 
bus, who manufact ured the 
trouble in Little Rock. It was 
pointed out that integration 
was expected to proceed 
~rpoothly in Little Rock be· 
fore the presence of the Na· 
tional Guard suggested that 
th·ere would be trouble. (;{)v. 
edly put his own pol itical 
nqr Faubus stood firmly 
ambitions above all ot her 
consider.ations.

At the time of its dedication , 
the field, located east of Taylor 
Gymnasium, included only eight 
and a half acres. It had been 
laid off and griA\ed under the 
supervisio.n of Wilbur T. Wilson.
