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GENERAL SUMMARY

This. was the mildest December since 1931.
was mild daily, except moderately cold on the 9th and 14th,
cold during the'2d-6th, and warm’with a mean daily tempel—
ature of 12° above nolmal during the 20th-81st.

Monthly precipitation averaged four-fifths of normal. Totals
were between 2 and 3 inches, except slightly below 2 inches in
southern Allegany, Dorchester, southern Talbot, southern
Caroline, and western Sussex Counties and ‘slightly above 3
inches in northern Frederick and southwestern Baltimore
Counties'and in the Coleman and Darlington districts.

Monthly snowfall was light ; it-averaged one-fourth of normal.
Totals were a trace over the southern third of the section, 0.5
to 1 inch over the central third, and 1 inch to 2 inches over the
northern third, except 0.5 mch over Allegany and western
Washington Countleq and 2 to 5 inches over Garrett and
northern New Castle Counties.

Snow flurries oceurred over the northern and central portions
of the section on the 3d, except. light snow. fell over- western
Grarrett County, and occurred over western Maryland on the
4th and the Alleghem Mountain region on the 17th and 29th.

Light snow fell over the 'section on the 5th, except snow
flurries oceurred over western Garrett County and the southern
third of the section.  Light snow fell over: the Allegheny
Mountain region on the 30th. .

The 12-16th and 26-29th were periods of pr olonged cloudi-
ness: the -22d-24th was a period of prolonged clear sky.
