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GENERAL SUMMARY '

This was a mild, sunshiny, and outstandingly dry May.
The average monthly rainfall for the section of 1.06 inches was
the same as in May, 1911, and is the least of record for May.
Rainfall was of the summer type, except a northeast rain on
the 13th.. Snow flurries occurred on the 13th in the Allegheny
Mountain region. There were no damaging winds. Monthly
sunshine was about 10 per cent above normal.

The weather was very cool during the 138-16th and very warm
during the 6-10th, 19th-23d, and 27th-31st.

Grains, vegetable crops, grasses, and pastures were mostly
good to excellent during the first and second decades and mostly
fair to good during the third decade, except pastures and grasses
were poor to fair on the Eastern Shore..

Planting and sowing crops in the Allegheny Mountain region
began during the second week. The dry, very warm weather
of the third decade advanced vegetation from behind normal
to normal; shortened the strawberry and pea crops; hardened
the ground, which interrupted plowing, planting and sowing
crops, and setting out tomato and sweet potato plants. Tobacco
plants in the beds were plentiful, but transplanting them to the
fields did not begin, ‘ ,

During the last week:. Wheat and rye were heading, the first
planted early potatoes and peas and the first sown oats were
coming up, and fruit trees were setting fruit in the Allegheny
Mountain region, while over the remainder of the section wheat
and rye were well headed, barley was ripening, early oats were
good stands, early potato and early corn plants were being
cultivated, and tree fruits were developing and sizing. Wheat
and rye were blooming in the eastern and central divisions; pea
plants were in full bloom and strawberries were ripening in the
northern counties; pea plants were podding and peas in pods
were developing and sizing, strawberries were being harvested,
and early potatoes were blooming in the central and southern
counties.—J. B. jr. '

TEMPERATURE

The monthly mean for the section, 64.9°, is 2.5° above normal.
The highest monthly mean was 68.4° at Baltimore; the lowest,
57.9°, at Oakland. The highest temperature, 98°, occurred at
Cumberland on the 31st; the lowest, 25°, at Oakland on the 4th.
The greatest local monthly range was 66° at Keedysville; the
least, 43°, at Delaware Breakwater. The greatest daily range
was 47° at Keedysville on the 8th.

PRECIPITATION

The monthly average for the section, 1.06 inches, is 2.85
inches below normal. The greatest monthly amount was 3.05
inches at Sines; the least, 0.12 inch, at Prettyboy Dam. The
greatest 24-hour rainfall was 1.83 inches at Aberdeen on the 9th.
The monthly average snowfall for the section, a trace, is normal.
The average number of days with 0.01 inch or more of precipi-
tation, 5, is 5 below normal.
