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GENERAL SUMMARY

Dry and sunshiny weather, typical of autumn, characterized
this October, which was cooler than normal and the coolest
Qctobersince 1930. Monthly sunshine, nearly 15 per cent above
normal, was the greatest in October since 1924.- Prolonged
periods of clear sky were 6-12th and 25th-31st; of mostly cloudy
weather, 16-18th; and of overcast sky, 23d-24th. Relative hu-
midity averaged slightly below normal. Strong northwest winds
on the 25th were not damaging. Trees retained their autumn
colored foliage throughout the month.

Summer temperature featured the 1st. This was the warm-
est day, with maxima around 90° in western Maryland, except
around 80° in the Allegheny Mountain region, and around 85°
in the central and eastern divisions, except around 80° over
Chesapeake Bay. The 2d-6th and 9-11th were cool.
15th and 18-19th were moderately cold. The 23d-29th was a
period of prolonged cold. The 26th was the coldest day, with
minima 19° to 30°, except 16° to 19° in the Allegheny Mountain
region. Warm andbalmy weather on the 30th-31st marked the
cloge of the month.

The first killing frost this autumn oceurred about one week
later than normal, except about three weeks later than normal
in-the Allegheny Mountam region and about normal in the Chiesa-
peake Bay region.

Monthly rainfall totaled between 1 and 2 inches in western
Maryland and on the Eastern Shore, and between 2 and 3 inches
in southern and north-central Maryland, except between 3 and
4 inches in the Blue Ridge Mountain region.

During the first half of the month late corn was cut and shock-
ed, late tobacco was cut, and harvesting of tomatoes and sugar
corn ended. Harvesting truck and gardens, picking late apples
and keiffer pears, digging sweet potatoes, husking and cribbing

corn, threshing cowpeas and soy beans, and cutting wood were | :
