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GENERAL SUMMARY

This April was dry, windy, and slightly warmer than normal. - The
average rainfall was slightly more than one-half of normal, which is the
lowest April average since April 1924, the driest April of record. Days
with strong winds were frequent. Days with fog were not many. Monthly
snowfall averaged a trace, as in April 1945, or 1.0 inch below normal,
and was the least in April gince 1941, when no snow fell. Monthly sun-
shine was.5% above normal. A generous rain fell on the 25th over the
Eastern Shore and the central division™of the section.”

The 2d, 15th, and 23d were warm days. Mild temperatures prevailed
during the 3d-6th, 9th, 14th, 16-20th, 22d, and 24th. The other days of
the month were cool. The coolest period was the 10-13th. The coolest
day was the 8th. The warmest day was the 2d or 23d.

Monthly rainfall was unevenly distributed over the section. The area
of least monthly rainfall, 0.5 to 1.0 inch, embraced Allegany, Washing-
ton, Frederick, Carroll, western Howard, and northern Montgomery
Counties., ‘Worcester County was the area of greatest monthly rainfall,

3.5 to 4.5 inches. Monthly rainfall was between 3.0 and 3.5 inches over
Somerset and Wicomico Counties; between 2.0 and 3.0 inches over south-
ern Maryland, the Eastern Shore counties of Maryland from Dorchester
County northward to and inciuding Kent County, and Sussex, Kent, and
southern New Castle Counties of Delaware; and between 1.0 and 2.0
inches over Garrett County, the eastern and southern portions of north-
central Maryland, the District of Columbia, and Cecil and northeérn New
Castle Counties. B ‘

Light snow fell on the 12th and 27th in the Allegheny Mountain region.

Wheat, barley, rye, oats, grasses,.and pastires were good to excellent
and were. growing. Wheat, barley, and rye were heading during the
third decade in eastern and southern localities. @ - | )

Much plowing, sowing clover, oats, and grasses, planting peas and
~ early potatoes, and sowing and planting truck crops and gardens were in
progress, except in the Allegheny Mountain region. Early planted peas
and vegetables and early sown oats were up and were growing nicely.
Later planted peas, early potatoes, later planted truck crops and gardens,
and later sown oats came up during the third decade. Tomato and to-
bacco seeds sown in beds ‘were coming up.. Bedded sweet potatoes were
sprouting. ’ )

Peach, pear, cherry, apple, and strawberry blossoms were. damaged
considerably by frost and freezing temperatures on the 11th and 13th;
they were damaged heavily on the 18th, the damage being 90 to 95% over
the interior of the Eastern Shore. Fruit blossoms over western Maryland
were damaged also on the 28th. ' '

While tree fruit and strawberry blossom losses were ‘heavy over the
greater portion of the séction; some areas escaped much damage. Apple
blossoms were not frozen at Smithsburg. : Tree fruits and strawberries
were setting or were setin the eastern and southern counties during the
third decade. ‘

The growing season was 2 to 3 weeks ahead of normal.

TEMPERATURE

The monthly mean for the section, 52.9° is 0.6° above normal. The
highest monthly mean was 58.6°, at Crisfield; the lowest, 46.2° at Sines.
The highest temperature, 92°, occurred at Fort George G. Meade on the
23d; the lowest, 16°, at Oakland on the 11th. The greatest local monthly
range was 67° at Bell; the least, 44°, at Annapolis. )

PRECIPITATION

The monthly average for the section, 1.88 inches, is 1.61 inches below
normal. The greatest monthly amount was 4.43 inches at Snow Hill;
the least, 0.46 inch, at Cumberland. The greatest 24-hour rainfall was
2.99 inches at Snow Hill on the 25th. The average monthly snowifall
for the section, a trace, is 1.0 inch below normal. The greatest 24-hour
snowfall was 2.0 inches at Oakland on the 12th. The greatest monthly
snowfall was 2.1 inches at Oakland.
