7,520 sp ctators. 

Pro isions have been made for 
th additional space in the we t 
tands and all the space in the 
as t tands to be used later "or 

dormi tories, dining halls, and hand­
ball and squash courts. The stadium 
its If will no t only be available · for 
porti ng events, but also it will 

provide space for cattle, poultry, 
and hor ti culture shows as well as 
con rts and other events which 
can be staged outdoors, her by 
·eating many more than would be 
otherwise possible. 

The Alumni Association is now 
pon oring a campaign to raise 
150,000 toward the cost of bulld­

ing the stadium. Depending upon 
the success of the drive, construc­
tion may be started in time that 
the 1951 schedule of football games 
may be played on the new field.
