To the Editor of THE REVIEW: 
Dear Str : 

It has become increasingly evident 
that I was wrong in my statement 
that the present generation of col­
lege students were softies and had 
forgotten how to walk. There has 
be n a steady stream of students 
hiking to Wilmington on successive 
Saturday aft moons and now two 
Women's College students have 
complet d the walk .
