Elmer J . Ellison w ill be unopposed 
{or his 25th tcrm as fire ch ief at the 
annual election of the Aetna Hose, 
Hook and Ladder Company on Jan .

Chief Ellison, who has seen 55 years 
service with the compa ny, was tirst 
elected chief in 1925.

Efficiency Vital In 
Poultry Production 

Time And Work Saving Prac­
tices Needed To Offset High 

Labor Costs 

Labor efTiciency on poultry farms will 
be more importa nt than ever during 
1950, according to Silas L . McHenry, 
Assistant Extension Poultryman at the 
University of D elaware. With hig h 
labor costs, the successful farmer must 
take every mea n s poss ible to save time 
and etTort-even if it is his own time 
he's saving. 

McHenry points out that poultrymen 
should think in terms of one man car­
ing for 2,000 to 3,000 laying hens plus 
replacements; 01' 20,000 to 30,000 broil­
ers. 

A. recent su r vey run on different 
farms showed a wide variation in the 
a mount of time spent in caring for 
1,000 hens. The most efficient poultry­
men spent only 21 minutes per day and 
walked only 1-3 of a mile. The slowest 
ones took 2 hours and walked 1 If. miles 
per day in caring for 1,000 hens. How 
does your time compare? The fastest 
poultrymen made five more profit per 
hour of labor than the slowest one. 
Which do you want to make? 

Some of the factors which contri­
bute to high labor efficiency are: 

1. Having a definite schedule to fol­
low in caring for the birds. 

2. Doing more than one job on each 
trip to a pen (for example- feeding, 
gathering eggs, culling, checking v e nti­
lation, stoves, etc.) 

3. Reducing the number of times 
that jobs are done (for example-feed­
ing grain only once a day to layers). 

4. Analyzing your work as you 
travel; figuring how to cut down on 
the number of steps.

Don't Put New Wallpaper 
Over Old, Aide Advises 

It may be a temptation to put your 
new wallpaper on over the old paper 
but you'll be wiser if you take the old 
paper off first, suggests M. Katharine 
Jones, home demonstration agent. 

That's because the old paper may 
have picked up some grease or oll 
stains which might come tlu'ough on 
the new paper, the colors o()f the old 
paper might eventually bleed through 
and discolor your new paper, or the old 
paper might come loose and thus loosen 
the new surfaces. 

Then, too, the process eliminates old 
laps, seams and other uneven areas 
from showing throug h the new paper 
and detracting from its appearance. 

To remove the old paper, soak it 
with warm water, which you can ap­
ply with a large brush or sponge, Miss 
Jones says. When the water has thor­
oughly penetrated and softened the 
old paper, scrape it off with a putty 
knife being careful not to nick the 

plaster. 
Repair cracks in the plaster, especial­

Jy in corners and along chimneys. 
There are full instructions given on 
packages of the prepared commercial 
patching plasters now on the market. 
With glue sizing, size walls which may 

stain new paper.
