UD police to 
expand force 
Enhancements, including 
armed patrols, meant to 
increase security

Armed officers on foot patrol and 
enhanced outdoor lighting are 
among upgrades being made by 

the University of Delaware to increase 
safety and security on campus during 
the next years. 

Chief James Flatley, director of UD's 
Public Safety, said the university will 
hire five police officers, increasing the 
number of sworn officers to 48. The new 
officers will be assigned to patrol on 
foot after dusk and during the late-night 
hours, he said. . 

"Right now, we have officers out on 
patrol in vehicles because they need to

School financing 
studied here 
Delaware not spending 
enough to raise student 
scores

A studY of the adequacy of pub­
lic school financing released 
in November by the Delaware 

Public Policy Institute concludes that it 
will take a significant increase in per­
pupil spending in Delaware to achieve 
high achievement levels. . 

Specifically, Delaware would have 
to spend an additional $5,588 to $6,526' 
per-pupil to bring 95 percent of all stu­
dents to Level Four or Level Five on the 
DSTP, including low-income, special 
education and English Language Leamer 
students. As of 2003, the study con­
cluded that school districts in Delaware 
with approximately 3,300 students spent 
an average of $8,123 per pupil; districts 
with approximately 6,500 students spent 
an average of $9,266 per pupil; and 
the four largest districts in the state, 
Colonial, Brandywine, Red Clay and 
Christina, spent an average of $8,585 
per pupil. High levels of achievement 
for students statewide requires spending

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Contract approved 
to assess landfill

Aformer city-.owned 
landfill on Cleveland 
Avenue in Newark 

near the Cleveland Heights 
apartments will be the site 
of an investigation to assess 
any environmental risks 
posed by the property. 

Newark City Council 
approved a bid last week 
from the engineering firm, 
Tetra Tech. The firm will 
provide technical support for 
a remedial investigation and 
feasibility study at the cost 
of about $64,000, taken from 
the city's Capital Reserve. 

The Department of 
Natural Resources and · 
Environmental Control 
(DNREC) required the 
investigation several years 
ago. The city hired Tetra 
Tech, at the time, to perform 
the engineering services for 
a Brownfield Investigation 
Work Plan, which has since 
been approved by DNREC. 

New work at the site will 
include a field investigation 
consisting of 20 to 25 test 
pit excavations to determine 
if buried waste is present. 
Surface and below-surface 

soils will be sampled, and 
four groundwater monitor­
ing wells will be installed. 

Results will be screened 
to determine if any contami­
nants detected in the soil, 
surface water, sediments or 
groundwater pose a risk to 
human health or ecology. 
Depending on the results, a 
more detailed risk assess­
ment and cleanup may be 
required of the city. 

The study will apply 
only to the part of the for­
mer landfill owned by 
the city of Newark. The 
Newark Housing Authority's 
Cleveland Heights apart­
ments sit on a portion of 
the landfill. The apartments 
have been approved for dis­
position and will go to auc­
tion next month. 

More than a year ago, 
the city approved a grant 
to assist the NHA with the 
remediation, but the proj­
ect never came to fruition. 
Public Works Director Rich 
Lapointe said the NHA opted 
not to partner with the city in 
order to receive full funding 
from the state of Delaware. 

Work at the site should 
begin in the next two 
months.

Castle-notes success of Head Start program 
Delaware Congressman 

Mike Castle, senior 
Republican of the 

House subcommittee on Early 
Childhood, Elementary, and 
Secondary Education, recently 
noted the success of Head Start 
that provides low-income chil­
dren with access to educational, 
health, nutritional, social, and 
other services.

An iconic figure in pop culture history

D ick Wilson died in November 2007. 
Who was he? Ask ariybody in the 
advertising biz - he was Mr. Whipple 

of the Charmin toilet tissue commercials! 
In 1964, toilet tissue was used by most of 

us - but NEVER discussed. (On shopping 
lists it was discreetly noted in lower case ini­
tials as "t. p.") Then along came Mr. Whipple, 
and toile tissue came out of the closets and 
bathrooms and hit the TV screens. 

For 22 years, we watched as Mr. Whipple 
fretted over his custom­
ers' sensuously squeezing 
the Charmin. Program after 
program was interrupted by 
Mr. Whipple's "Please don't 
squeeze the Charmin!" 

The customers in the ads 
didn't just BUY stuff - against 
their better judgment, they Hummel 
were giving the Charmin a 
sensuous, clandestine squeeze 
in the grocery store! They couldn't even 
wait to get home and squeeze it in their own 
kitchens ~ as the frozen foods thawed. Poor 
Mr. Whipple didn't dare to leave the Charmin 
display even once and check out the rest of 
his store. He had to 'stand there as a losing, 
harried sentinel next to the Charmin display, 
admonishing the otherwise normal custom­
ers. For 22 years! 

Today, the advertising biz calls the Charmin 
campaign "iconic," and Mr. WhipplefW'uson 
a man vital to pop culture and justly famous 
in advertising ' history. Why? The advertis­
fig moguls accurately reasoned: now that 
the urnnentionable "t. p." is "cute," what 
other under-advertised and previously taboo 
subjects and products can now be peddled 
without demurral? 

The industry's answer to its own question: 
Just about anything and everything. 

In the year of WhipplelWilson's inImor­
talImortal deInise, a commercial featured a 
kindergarten . teacher instructing · the kiddies 
on their ABC's. "A" is for abdominal pain; 
"B" is for bloating; "C" is for constipation. 
Thank you, Mr. Whipple! Now there are two 
gas crises! 

In a conference room, the director is giv­
ing a quarterly report and comInits intestinal 
slips throughout her entire presentation. "Our 

, sales are flatulent" is the first one. (The at­
home audience wonders if they heard cor­
rectly. They did.) A man at the conference 
table writhes as she continues to mention 
other words that suggest his problem and 
bring him ever nearer to running out of the 
room to do YOU KNOW WHAT! (Kids 
giggle while adding to their vocabularies.) 

Now, everything from adult bladder prob­
lems to enjoying love in spite of genital her­
pes hits the small screen - while the kids are 
still up. All the problems the human flesh is 
heir to is paraded past the family. 

Then this video virus spread to other com­
mercial areas. Violence is now "cute." The 
baby in the stroller bops his mother on the 
head because she "could have had a V-8!" 
Older adults get mad,at their expensive hear-

ing aids and smash them into a meaningless 
metallic mess. In a fury, a young man takes 
his fancy new computer and throws it out 
a second-story window. (It is n0t suggested 
that he read the directions - just smash it and 
get a new one!) Grandma takes 'a piece of 
your fired chicken? Slap her! What started 
with a public squeeze is turning into com­
mercial mayhem. 

Since kids 'are easy targets · but must 
endure parental restraints on their multi-bil­
lion dollar spending, the "old folks" have 
to be undermined. Voila! Parents are stupid! 
Dadkeeps insisting that 5 times 5 equals 26! 
The kids roll their eyes and mother counsels 
them, "Stay in school!" And another Dad 
won't let his son have any cereal from the 
full box; the son persists, so Dad feigns the 
beginnings of a heart attack. After the young­
ster leaves, Dad intones, "Some things are 
just too 'good to share!" 

Commercial after commercial, sleaziness 
after sleaziness is offered: the first time he 
sees her apartment, the young man checks 
out her TV set which is as long as a casket 
and deep as a grave. All kinds of electronic 
bling-bling are in view around the room. 
Entranced, the young man goes down on 
one knee and says, "Will you marry me?" 
He really doesn't know her at all, but she's 
his kind of woman! Just look around her 
apartment! (He doesn't even need to give her 
a squeeze.) 

Adults complain that kids don't know 
American history. Sure they do! . George 
Washjngton is on the one dollar bill! And 
Abraham Lincoln shares a commercial with 
a ground hog! These kids know their stuff! 
Ask them what 1776 represents and they are 
"pretty sure" it's the down payment on a new 
video game. Madison Avenue is the new his­
tory teacher. 

And Charmin itself has a new commercial 
which is obviously for children. Two adorable 
bear cubs, 'one a pastel pink and the other a 
pastel blue; are trotting with unperturbed 
pace toward color-matching portable potties. 
(Structurally, they obviously aren't "bath­
rooms" - they are potties!) And there is the 
CharInin just waiting for them! You listen to 
their "traveling music" and recognize it! It's 
Handel's Hallelujah Chorus, a pivotal part of 
churches' Christmas Eve services (And the 
bear cubs' relief stations)! 

Somewhere at some church, some little 
kid will hear the music and shout, "Mom! 
Dad! They're singing the Charmin song!" 
My question: How will the parents Handel 
it? , 

We and our kids are also treated to a 
classic Christmas song being performed by 
a robed choir, replete with a little lam~ in 
the arms of a bearded chorister. The famil­
iar Christmas lyrics have been replaced by 
one word: "Duh!" repeated in chant form. 
Why? What car should you buy? It's a "no­
brainer!" Duh! Duh! Duh! 

It all started with a squeeze. Where will it 
endup?DVH!

REcent arguments being 
offered in the debate regard­
. g the efficacy and cost 

effectiveness of offshore wind 
power generation as compared to 
purchase of land based wind power 
can be somewhat misleading and 
result in inaccurate interpretations 
being drawn by the public. 

Some of the particular points 
offered center on the urirealistic 
proposal that there is sufficient 
"land based wind power" . avail­
able in this region today, or that 
enough will be available to satisfy 
the increasing demand for alter­
native, renewable energy genera­
tion in the future. The speculation 
being proffered is that there is sig­
nificantly cheaper land based wind 
power available. Currently there 
is only 362 MGW of land based 
wind power available to the multi­
state regional grid. The Bluewater 
Wind proposal would generate 450 
MGW upon completion. 

The reality is that insufficient 
supply and increased demand will 
drive the price.of land based wind 
much higher than today's prices 
and higher than the cost of the 

home based Delaware Offshore 
Wind Farm supply when it comes 
online in 2014. Competitively bid­
ding, with the rest of the region, 
for the limited megawatts avail­
able could not possibly be more 
advantageous than having access 
to 450 MGW at a fixed and stable 
price guaranteed for the life of the 
25-year contract. 

Any comparison must also 
consider the fact that Delaware's 
Renewable Energy Portfolio 
Standards Alternative percentage 
requirements for retail electric 
suppliers could result in signifi­
cant penalties for noncompliant 
energy used. This would be a 
direct pass through to the rate­
payer. Combining this type of 
penalty with the consequences of 
any "carbon tax," cap and trade 
costs (also a rate pass through) 
could skyrocket the bidding price 
of alternative energy throughout 
the entire regional market ensuring

The artic1e in the Dec. 7, 
Newark Post headlined "New pro­
totype vehic1e generates electric­
ity - and cash" contains major 
misstatements, which may delude 
readers. 
. This battery-powered vehic1e 
does not "generate" electricity - it 
only stores power that has been 
generated by a conventional nucle­
ar or fossil-fueled power plant. 

In addition, it cannot "generate 
cash." And electricity returned to 
the power grid came from the grid 
in the first place, and has to be 
paid for. Because it is unlikely that 
its energy transfer efficiency will 
be 100 percent, less power will 
be returned to the grid than was 
drawn from it, so any credit earned 
will be less than the cost. 

Finally, peak power demand in 
Delaware during most of the year 
occurs in mid-afternoon, when 
most vehicles are parked at their 
owner's' workplace, not at home. 
So any power transfer back to the 
grid would require a separate dedi­
cated and metered electric outlet 
and parking space for each vehicle, 
a very expensive proposition for 
the employer or employee.

Kerri Strug encour­

T wo-time Olympian and

In addition, the university has 
been working on emergency pre­
paredness and successfully tested 
a text and e-mail messaging sys­
tem. Emergency alerts can be 
sent out through telephone calls, 
the Gampus television network, 
on-screen projectors in more than 
160 classrooms and via outdoor 
loudspeakers. 

Flatley thinks the enhance­
ments will improve on-campus 
security. "That's the direction 
we're heading in," he said. 

But, security depends on the 
community, as well, said Flatley. 

"We need the cooperation of the 
university community to make 
this an environment conducive 
to them to study. Without coop­
eration, it's extremely difficult to 
do," he said. 

He encouraged students and 
community members to call the 
department if they see anything 
out of the ordinary, lock their 
doors, not allow strangers in resi­
dence halls and read crime alerts 
available through e-mail.

They defeated major college 
Navy that later defeated Notre 
Dame, finished the regular season 
8-3 and after receiving an invita­
tion into the NCAA's 16-team 
field defeated Delaware State in a 
landmark contest, upset previous­
ly undefeated and No.1 Northern 
Iowa, and outlasted outstanding 
Southern Illinois before losing 
49-21 to Appalachian State which 
began its season by defeating 
nationally-ranked and Big Ten 
runner-up Michigan? 

"I want to make this perfect­
ly clear," Blue Hen coach K.C. 
Keeler said to begin his final 
2007 Monday noon press confer­
ence, "it was not a great season, 
BUT it was a great season. I'm 
so proud of our kids, our staff, 
of what we did. In 28 years of 1-
AA football at the University of 
Delaware we've played for tlIree 
national championships and this 
was one of them."

Olsen defeated Jamie Reitzi 5-3 
to finish seventh in the bracket. 
Olsen's win clinched the sev­
enth spot ahead of Christiansburg 
and Great Bridge (Va.), both of 
whom will be in the Virginia 
Duals bracket next month.

The technology - known as 
V2G, for vehicle-to-grid - lets 
electricity flow from the car's 
battery to power lines and back. 
When the car is in the V2G set­
ting, the battery's charge goes 
up or down depending on the 
needs of the grid operator, which 
sometimes must store surplus 
power and other times requires 
extra power to respond to surges 
in usage.

in excess of $14,500 per pupil, 
according to the study. 

Augenblich, Palaich & 
Associates (AP&A) of Denver, 
Colo., was charged with deter­
mining what it would cost to 
bring all students to Level Four 
or above on the Delaware Student 
Testing Program (DSTP), regard­
less of their needs or where they 
go to schooL . 

AP&A defined "high levels 
of student achievement" as 95 
percent of Delaware's students 
reaching Level Four (exceeds 
standards) or Level Five (distin­
guished) on the state's reading 
and math tests. 

The study evaluated the ade­
quacy of resources and the level 
and types of funding compared to 
current levels. AP&A used com­
monly accepted models to deter­
mine Delaware's current per-pupil 
costs in small, medium and large 
districts and to project how those 
costs would change in order to 
reach "modest" and "high" levels 
of student achievement assuming 
the current system of funding 
remains unchanged. 
, According to John H. Taylor 

Jr., DPPI's executive director, this 
high level was chosen because 
policymakers believe this is what 
it will take to prepare Delaware 
students for 21st century oppor­
tunities. "Anything less will not 
prepare our students to succeed," 
he stated. 

The study, "How Good Is Good 
Enough, Student Achievement, 
Spending and Delaware's 
Future," poses some tough ques-

tions for Delawareans, according 
to Taylor. He notes that Delaware 
is in the top 10 in th~ nation in 
education per pupil spending but 
student achievement results are in 
the middle of the pack. 

Taylor pointed out that the 
study found several ways 
schools could get better achieve­
ment results without significant 
increases in funding. "But the fact 
remains, that if we want excel­
lence, it will cost more money." 

The study also noted that 
Delaware, ranked eighth nation­
ally in spending in 2003, but 
only 27th in performance, does 
not appear to be getting an ade­
quate return on its educational 
investment. "Unfortunately," the 
study notes, "the current [fund­
ing] system is so complex that a 
return-on-investment analysis is 
not possible." 

The study concluded 
Delaware's school finance data 
are not easily accessible, under­
standable or comparable, adding, 
"The education finance system 
is simply not organized with the 
goal of knowing whether how 
money is spent produces results 
or whether alternate allocations 
of resources would increase stu­
dent achievement." , 

In addition to DPPI, Vision 
2015, the Longwood Foundation, 
AstraZeneca Pharmaceuticals, 
Pepco Holdings, Bank of America 
and WSFS Financial Corporation 
also supported the research for 
this study. 

Vision 2015 is an unprec­
edented commitment to pro­
vide a world-class .education to 
every Delaware student by the 
year ' 2015. According to infor-

mation provided on the Vision 
2015 Website, the 2015 plan was 
developed by a broad-based, 28-
person Steering Committee. Their 
work was informed substantially 
by expert counsel from nearly 
80 Work Group members, rep­
resenting education, community 
organizations, and businesses. 
Over the course of an ll-month 
process, nearly 500 citizens in 
all three Delaware counties par­
ticipated in community meetings, 
focus groups, and special interest 
forums. 

While the DPPI report and 
Vision 2015 are not based on the 
same research or recommenda­
tions, both urge a detailed exami­
nation of what Delaware spends 
today on education and how those 
dollars could be allocated more 
effectively to support improved 
achievement for all Delaware's 
students. , Both reports recom­
mend a weighted student fund­
ing formula as well as a more 
transparent and efficient funding 
process. 

The DPPI is a nonprofit, non­
partisan, nongovernmental pub­
lic policy research organization 
and an affiliate of the Delaware 
State Chamber of Commerce. 
The Institute identifies emerging 
issues that drive Delaware's future 
agenda. Created in 1990, the 
organization conducts research to 
offer real solutions for problems 
affecting all Delawareans.
