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Help needed to make 
college affordable

If you are lik most of us, the 
idea of findin g the money to put 
yo ur children through col lege 
sure ly gives you pause. It se ms 
that tuition keeps increasing , mak­
ing us all cone rned that when the 
time com s, it may be very diffi ­
cu lt to foot the co ll ege bill. 
However, this month two impor­
tant pi eces of leg islation were 
introduced, House Bill 245. and 
Senate Bill 126, both of which I 
co-sponsored, which make a col ­
lege education more affordable 
and more attainable than ever for 
Delaware student s. 

House Bill 245 creates the 
Delaware Tuition Savings Program 
to increase the abi lity and incen­
tive for fami lies and individuals to 
save for hi gher education . Families 
and individuals will be able to 
maintain tax -deferred co llege 
tuition savings account s until mon- _ 
eys are withdrawn by the benefi­
ciary for higher education expens­
es. At the time of the withdrawal , 
earnings would be taxed at the 
beneficiary's rate . 

To monitor this funding , a 
Tuition Savings Board will be cre­
ated , and the members of the 
Board will be individuals with 
experience in investing and in 
higher educat ion. The board will 
over. ee the program and make 
sure that it is run in accordance 
with the federal IRS Code. House 
Bill 245 (allows the Board to con-

tra t with banks and mutual fund 
companies, to maxim ize the pri ­
va te sect r's ability to manage 
investments. 

This legislation also provid s 
fo r a 25 percent funding increase 
for Delaware 's Scholarship 
Incentive program , bringing it up 
to over $1.2 million. Thi s funding 
will allow another 200 students a 
year rece iv $1 ,000 in assi. tancc 
annuall y, increasing the amount of 
rec ipi ents from I ,200 to I ,400. 

Senate Bill 126 makes sure that 
a student's p rformancc on th 
Delaware State Testing Program is 
part of the criteria for evaluation 
for the Scholarship Incen ti ve 
Program , the B. Brad ford Barnes 
Memorial Scholarship, and the 
Herman M. Holloway Sr. 
Memorial Scholarship Fund. thi s 
legislation makes sure that stu­
dent s are academical ly qualified to 
receive state support ed higher edu­
cation assis tance grant s. This leg­
islation would also ensure that stu­
dent s are taking the idea of a col­
lege education very serious ly, so it 
is not just someth ing that is hand­
ed to them by the government. 
Senate Bill 126 provides incen­
tives early on for students looking 
to go to college and in need of 
funding. 

I am sure that this leg islation , if 
signed into law, will relieve many 
parents and guardians facing the 
looming expense of a co llege du­
cation . I hope too , that students 
become even more motivated to 
achieve academica ll y, and contin­
ue their education.

As a fanner unpaid columnist 
for the Newar/.. Post from July 
1990 until May 1997. I write in an 
attempt to untangle the July 6 fu ll ­
page spread headlined. ''Oh, What 
A Tangled Web" woven (written) 
by Mary Petzak . 

Petzak asser1s that "on May 16, 
Tammt showed up at the Newark 
Post with information ... of the law­
sui t...and wanted to write a column 
about Godwin ... " The fact is I 
"showed up" at the Newark Post as 
I have for the last seven years, to 
hand-deliver my column (emer­
gency hospitalization experience 
- published May 30). While there, I 
asked to see Jim Streit (publisher). 
who was not in. Consequently I 
informed Petzak that I was consid­
ering doing a column regarding 
Hal Godwin, who appeared to be 
in violation of the City's Charter 
and Code of Ethics. I did not then 
have documentation of the 
rumored lawsuit. 

The following week I personal­
ly verified the 1980 lawsuit filed 
by Dr. Les lie Goldstein against 
Godwin. In the nomination process 
(March, April and May) for 
Goldstein 's Board of Ethics 
appointment, Godwin never dis­
closed the critical fact of 
Goldstein's lawsuit , in clear viola­
tion of the Municipal Code. Sec. 2-
97.17 which provides: 

a) "A councilman who bas a 
financial or other private interest in 
any legislation shall disclose on the 
records of the coun il or other 
appropriate authority the nature 
and exrent of ·uch interest. This 
provision shall not apply if the 
councilman disqualifies himself 
from voting on such legislation." 

j) "Personal or private interest 
shall mean an interest in a matter 
which intends to impair the inde­
pendent judgment or an official or 
employee in the perfonnance or his 
duties with respect to that matter." 

Am1cd with a copy of the Cour1 
of Common Pleas decision against 
Godwin, citations from the City 
Charter and Ethics Code, I decided 
it was more appropriate to file a 
Board of Ethics complaint again ·t 
Godwin than to write a column 
about it. 

Petzak obviously did not let the 
facts get in the way of her srory. 
Contrary to her news report , I did 
not call "Godwin about the stalled 
appointment ," thus I never did 
"mention the lawsuit to him." 
Godwin called me the night before 
Counci l's May 12 vote on the 
Goldstein appointment. He referred 
to the note to the Mayor and each 
Council member (including 
Godwin) in which I urged them to 
support oldstein 's nom inati on. 
Referencing Godwin's April 29 
memo to the Mayor and Counci l 
members, I reminded them that 
nowhere does the City Code 
require that appointees be ''politi-

call y neutral;" the only require­
ment is Newark residency. odwin 
defended his memo a~ his opinion 
- and he "had a right to his opin­
ion."

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Gerard Mangone, a Newark resident and the University of Delaware research professor of international and maritime law has recently writ­
ten his 13th book on the subject. 

The laws o the seas 
WHEN THE REMAINS of the 

Titanic were found in 1985, 73-
year after the luxury liner ank. 

reporter from all over the globe called 
Newark re ident Gerard Mangone, to verify 
ownership of it trea ure . 

The ownership of trea ure hip , the lia­
bility of an Exxon Valdez-type accident, 
even th fate of the humpback whale, are aJl 
governed by the law f the ea or admiralty 
law, a subject on which Mangone is an 
expert. 

The University of Delaware research pro­
fessor of international and maritime law in 
the College of Marine Studies has recently 
written his 13th book on the subject. 

"I've long been an expert witness in court 
cases involving admiralty law," Mangone 
said. 

The Hague' Kluwer Law International 
published Mangone' new book. "United 
State. Admiralty Law," for worldwide di tri­
bution to lawyer , teacher and tudents of 
law who are involved in marine tran porta­
tion. 

The book trace the growth and develop­
ment of laws governing ea trade across the 
centurie and how it became part of the U.S. 
Constitution a admiralty law. It explain 
jurisdiction and legal liability for incident 
at sea, including shipwrecks, pollution and 
fi hing and shipping disputes. 

University of Delaware officials recruited 
Mangone in 1972 when they wanted to 
begin a college of marine studies. The grad­
uate program in marine policy was the first 
of its kind in the nation. Two years later, 
Mangone designed the first center for the 

study of marine policy in the U.S. 
Mangone, who come by hi knowledge 

of international law as a cholar and a a 
travel.er, ha crossed the Atlantic Ocean 22 
times by ship - some of which occurred dur­
ing World War U. 

"After spending four-and-a-half years in 
the Army during the war, I wanted to know 
what cau ed thi kind of destructive interna­
tional conflict and how to remedy it," 
Mangone said. 

Mangone received his Ph.D. in interna­
tional law from Harvard where his disserta­
tion won the Charles Sumner Award as the_ 
most distinguished contribution to interna-
tional peace. ·

has co-authored or ~tributed to 44 other 
books. . . . .

mation of the Union of Soviet 
S ialist Republics up to the 

fall of the Berlin Wall, Russia had 
been closed to the West. After World 
War II The Iron Curtain fell around 
all f Eastern Europe and the lands 
east of th rals as wel l. 

Long before any of that tran­
spired, however, countries like 
Afghanistan were stil l a mystery to 
most of us. The diff rences f reli ­
gion, culture and language all c;.~me 
together to make such a closing 
even more complete. Afghanistan's 
coming under Soviet domination 
simply exacerbated the situation. 
Simply put , this nation wa:n tat the 
top of the li st of countries most 
Americans wanted to visit. 

What was thi s country like just 
before thei r devastating civil war? 
W_hat were the landscapes and the 
people like '. To answer thc~e ques­
tions as well as provide us all with a 
magnificent, artistic photo ex hibit , 
the University of Pennsylvania 
Museum is offering "Th Afghan 
Folio: Photographs by Luke Powell" 
at their 33rd and Spruce Streets 
building in Philadelphia. 

These str iking photographic 
images were taken from 1974 to 
1978. just before the Civil War. 
They provicl us with vivid impr s­
sions of this country so long closed 
to the west. 

Powell's work is excellent and so 
is the work cl one by the Universi ty 
Museum to present them to us. 

The technica l side of the works is 
noteworthy too. The American pho­
tographer made hi s prints for "The 
Afghan Folio" by hand in the 1980s 
with the Dry Transfer process. This 
was long considered the fin est color 
process but it is a craft for which 
materials aril': no longer made. The 
prints are remarkabl y clean and sub­
tle . They arc much more permanent 
than those produced by the conven­
tional process. 

While the monochrome photo 
with my column today is quite well 
done, and I am grateful to Pam 
Kosty of the University Museum for 
getting it for you to see, it should 
only be used to whet your appetite 
to see the real works in all of their 
true, color splendor. 

What is the purpose of the cur­
rent exhibition in Philadelphia? The 
photographer had a quick response, 
" 'The Afghan Folio ' takes visitors 
on a journey through Afghanistan in 
much the same way that a trave ler 
arriving overland in the 1970s might 
have seen the country." 

As for the terrain covered Powell 
continued. "The trip begins at Herat, 
where Alexander of Macedon put 
down a revolt in his army, and con­
tinues past Kandahar, a city founded 
by Alexander, then over the moun­
tains into Afghan Turkestan and the 
rolling steppes north of the Hindu 
Kus h Mountains ."

Luke Powe ll has won many 
awards for his work including the 
Creme de Ia Crem and the 
Medaille d'Or.

Luke Powell graduated Phi Betta 
Kappa from the University of North 
Carolina in 1969. He spent the nex t 
ten yea rs in Europe and Asia. Pam 
Kosty told me that, "In lieu of for­
mal art training he spent hundreds 
of hours studying and making sma ll 
drawings in th Louvre in the early 
1970s." She also told me that 
Sevent en th Century Dutch, 
Barbazon American " luman ist," 
Japanese Ukiyo-e landscapes and 
tribal rugs from Central Asia were 
all influences in d ·vcloping his style 
of photogra phic artistry. 

In the 1980s he sett led in 
Vermont where he learned to print 
with the Dye Transfer process using 
the trial and error method and 
through consu ltations with protcs­
sional Dry Transfer printers. 

The museum is easily accessible 
by car, Amtrak or SEPTA. If y u 
take the regional rail s rvice, there 
is now a station ri ght at the 
University of Pennsy lvania so you 
no longer have to walk from 
Pennsylvania Station at 30th Street.

Goldstein v. Godwin Enterpri . es, t/a 
Silverbrook reo, fo und for 

old ·tein in th amount of $2,400. 
Accordi ng to the opinion , 

Goldstein's recently purcha. ed MG 
was rt-peatedly sta lling and she 
pushed it into Godwin's Area station 

The busines wa found to be 
negligent in attempting to start the 
vehicle which had been partially 
disas embled and prev iou ly exhib­
ited flames. 

Godwin has asserted that he did 
not recall the lawsuit which was 
handled by his bu iness in urance 
carrier. 

On March 18, the Ethics Board 
found that Godwin, a city council 
member since 1987, "violated the 
city ethics code inadvertently by 
including the city fax number on a 
politica l letter." In a subsequent 
hearing, city counci lmembers 
decided that ''the term ' inadvertent 
violation' as used by the Board of 
Ethics in their find ing does not ri e 
to a level suffici nt to warrant any 
further sanction."

Owners who wait may have to compete for contractors ' 
time, pay more for their services, or be delayed by bad 
weather, or the need for local p rmit s. Jn addiiton, 

state reimbursement funds or insurance companies may 
offer financial incentives like lower dedu tibles or premi­
ums to upgrade or replace earl ier. 

State assistance programs that provide low-cost loans 
may be depleted by 1998, or the state fund might be bottle­
necked with claims as the deadline approaches. 

"This is the eleventh hour for tank owners who have been 
pulling off compliance. They rea lly shouldn 't wait any 
longer," said W. Michael McCabe, EPA's regional adm inis­
trator. "Any further delay cou ld work against them tinan­
ciall y. And, of course, if they miss the dead line, there cou ld 
be a penalty involved." 

The basic upgrades on underground storage tanks 
installed before 1988 include: I. Catchment basins to con­
tain spi ll s from delivery hoses; 2. overfi ll protection such as 
an automatic shutoff device, and overfil l alarm or a ball noat 
valve; 3. corrosion protection on the tank and 4. non-cor­
rod ible piping. 

If owners decide not to upgrade, they must properly close 
their underground storage tanks. The appropriate regulatory 
authority must be notified 30 clays before the rank is taken 
out of serv ice. It must be determined if any leaks from the 
underground storage tank have con taminated the su rround­
ing property. And the tank must be empti ed and removed 
after it is emptied. 

Closing or removing underground storage tanks is quite 
dangerous and people have been injured or killed doing it. 
Only qualified contractors should perform this wo rk . 

ost estimates on . tank upgrades range between $5,000 
and $10,000. Replacing a Lank can cost about 5,000. The 
penalty for nut upgrading, closing or removing an older tank 
can b up to $ 10,000 per clay of non-compliance.
