The curricula provide
a fexible program of study designed to keep the stu-
dent up to date on the rapid changes and improve-
ments that are taking place in agriculture.

As an integral part of a land-grant university, the
School of Agriculture plays a unique role. It serves not
only those who are formally enrolled as college stu-
dents on the Newark campus, but in addition, it serves
all the people of the State through experiment stations
at Mewark and Georgetown, the Cooperative Exten-
sion Service with programs in agriculture, home eco-
nomics, and 4-H club work in each of the Counties, as
well as the Division of Short Courses. Indeed, an in-
creasing number of the State’s wrban and suburban
citizens are demanding and receiving services from a
competent staff which, until the recent past, was dedi-

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Just as the whole enterprise of education
is a function of a society, so the function
of teacher education is a responsibility of
a total university. This is why at the Uni-
versity of Delaware teacher education is
an all-University function. Knowledge of
specialized subject matter is of equal im-
portance with human growth and de-
velopment, the psychology of learning,
the mastery of techniques, and a sound
philosophy of education.

It is also our position that learning is
not a discrete, intellectual process but a
part of the total growth and development
of the person, socially, culturally, and
emotionally. We believe that the Ameri-
can school, although in many respects
resembling schools in other societies, is
fundamentally a product of American
society and has helped to make Ameri-
can society what it is today.

Our concept of teaching method is a
relatively broad one, since we see it as
including all those materials and ap-
proaches which can be used by the
teacher to stimulate and guide learning
activities.

Perhaps the best way to characterize
the philosophy of the School of Educa-
tion is to say that we are eclectic, not
doctrinaire, and are neither seduced by
the glamour of mew ideas nor unwilling
to challenge traditions. And our empha-
sis, as is true of that of the University of
Delaware as a whole, is on guality rather
than quantity.

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The School of Home Economics edu-
cates women for professional careers in
home economics. The curriculum pro-
vides a general education that is con-
cerned with the psychological, sociologi-
cal, aesthetic, and economic forces
affecting the family. Home economics
students take courses in the natural and
biclogical sciences, the social sciences,
art and the humanities. In addition to a
core of basic home economics courses,
each student selects an area of specializa-
tion that will prepare her for the profes-
sional career of her choice. These in-
clude: Child Development, Food and
MNutrition, Textiles and Clothing and
Home Economics Education.

The School of Home Economics is
housed in Alison Hall where laboratories
and classroom facilities represent the lat-
est trends in equipment and Furnishing
essential for the specialized type of in-
struction offered. A nursery school for
pre-school children provides opportunity
for students to observe and study the
mental, physical, and emotional develop-
ment of children.
