PROLAPSUS OF OVID UCT 

By Prof. H. D. l\f unroe 

A large percentage of poultry mor­
tality can be traced to the t rouble 
commonly called prolapsus, or invert­
ed oviduct. The causes of this poultry 
trouble, though not definite, may be 
due to one 01' more of the fo llowing 
factors: 

1. Pick outs. 
2. Weakening of the muscles of t he 

oviduct brought on by the strain of 
heavy production. 

3. An overfat condition of young 
pullets just starting to lay. 

4. Constipation due to not enough 
laxative feeds such as grcen and suc­
culent feeds or a lack of liquids. 

5. Lack of lub'ficating material in 
the oviduct brought on by an incom­
plete ration. 

6. Difficulty in laying large eggs. 
Even if some trouble does not ap­

pear, it is a good plan to prevent it 
as far as possible by using a liberal 
supply of succlent green feeds. Such 
feeds as sprouted oats, cabbage and 
mangles should be used. Some kind of 
milk in the ration is important. A dose 
of some laxative such a s epsom salts 
(1 "Pound of salts per 400 pounds of 
poultry) mt:' be needed as often as 
once a month if no succulent feed is 
available. 

At a time of abnormally high pro­
duction, accompanied by prolapse, it 
is practical to reduce t he proportion 
of mash consumed. This can be most 
easily done by increasing the amount

If there is likelihood of the hay 
heating, hay mows may be ventilated 
ily s latted openings, open doors, and 
venti la tor s in the roof.

The final conclusions of t he confer­
ence are summarized in the fo llowing 
Children's Magna Charta: 

Every American ch ild has the right 
to the fo llowing services in its de­
velopment and protection. The con­
ference is mindful of the special em­
phasis needed upon these services in 
child health and protection in Porto 
Rico, the Philippines and our other 
insular possessions. 

1-Every child is entitled to be un­
derstood, and all dealings with him 
should be based on t he fullest under­
standing of the child. 

2- Every prospective mother should 
have suitable information, medical 
supervision during the pre-natal per­
iod, competent care at confinement. 
Every mother should have postnatal 
medical supervision for herself and 
child. 

3-Every chi ld should receive per­
iodical health examinations before and 
during the school period including 
adolescence, by the family physician 
o~ the school or other public physi­
cians and such examination by 
specialists and such hospital care as 
its special needs may require. 

4-Every child should have regular 
dental examination and care. 

5-Every child should have instruc­
tion in the schools in health and in 
safety from accidents, and every 
teacher should be trained in health 
programs. 

6-Every child should be protected 
from communicable diseases to which 
it might be exposed at horne, in school 
or at play, and protected from impure 
milk and food. 

7-Every chi ld should have proper 
sleeping rooms, diet, hours of sleep 
an d play, and parents should receive 
information as to the needs of chil­
d.ren of various ages as to t hese ques­
tIOns. 

8-Every child should attend a I 
s,cho~ l which . h~s proper seating, 
l:g~tmg, / ventl la.tlon and. sanitation. 
FOl younger children, kmdergartens 
and nursery schools should be pro- I 
vided to supplement horne care. 

9- The school should be so organ­
ized. as to, ?i.scover and develop the 
speCial abilities of each child , and 
shOUld. assist .in vocational g uidance, 
for children, like men, succeed by t he 
use of their strongest qualities and 
specia l interests. 

10-Every child should have some 
form of religious, moral and charac­
ter training. 
,ll-Every child has a right to play 

With adequate facilities therefor. 
12-Wit h the expanding domain of 

the com munity's responsibilities for 
c~i!dre n, there should be proper pro­
vIsions for and supervision of recrea­
tion a nd entertainment. 

13-Every child should be protected 
agai nst labor that stun ts g rowth 
either 'physical or menta l, t hat limit~ 
educatIOn, t hat deprives children of 
~;:y~'igh ts of comradeship of joy and 

14- Every child who is blind deaf 
crippled or otherwi se physically handi~ 
capped should be given expert s tudy 
~nd co rrective treatment where there 
IS ,the possibili ty of relief, and appro­
prtate development of training. Chil­
dren wi t h subnormal or abnormal 
menta l cond it ions should rece ive ade­
quate stud y, protection, tra ining and 
care. 

Where t he child does not have these 
services, due to inadequate income of 
the fa mily, then such service must be 
provided to him by the community. 
Obvi ou~ l y, the primary necessity in 
protectIOn and development of chil­
dren where poverty is an element in 
the problem is an adequate standard 
of living and security for t he family 
within such groups.

6), and also for the faith ot 
Rahab which saved her from dflstruc· 
tion with the city (Heb. 11 :30, 31). It 
WIUl thus noted as a city where faith 
and unbellet played against each other.

He was too small to crowd his way 

through to Jesus, and being hated by 
the people they had thrust him aside.

What he lacked 
In stature he was determined Ilhould 
be mode up by the height of the tree. 
Though Zacchaeus' legs were too short 
to enable him to see Jesul they were 
long enough to run post the crowe! 
and enable him to climb the tree.

Jesus, Jesus was looklrlg for him. Thl.

When JIIIUI 
811W him he commanded him to come 
down from the tree and declared hil 
Intention to go home with him. Zac­
cheus got more than he expect,ed. Jeaul 
called him by name. He did not utter 
a word which would humlilote Zac­
chaeus. Jesus knew hi. heart·s desire 
and dealt accordingly with him. All 
souls who earnestly seek Jesus sholl 
be found of him.

Zacchaeus Quickly responded. He CRme 
down and with joy receIved Jetius. 

IV. Zacchaeua' Converalon (VI'. 7-10). 
His conversion was sudden and 

thorough. He wa. converted before he 
hod reached the iround. 

1. What the crowd jlald (v.7). 
They sold just what they soy today 

when sinners come to Christ. They 
call to mind the man's former sins. 
They also reproached Christ, suylng 
thu t he had gone to be a guest of this 
notorious extortioner, the tax collector. 
That for which they reproached Jesus 
was his glory. His supreme mission 
was to save sinners (v. 10). 

2. What Zacchaeus sold (v.8). 
His conversion was thorough. It 

took hold upon his heart. HIs new 
lite began with resolution and restitu­
tion. He dedicated half of his goods 
to the poor. The man who a little 
whlle ngo was a grnfter wall now a 
generous giver. His conversion got 
bold of his pocketbook.
