As Chris Herman put the finishing 
touches on the cookbook she recently 
compiled of recipes and memories of her 
family-run business, she had one tough 
decision left to make: what to 
call it. 

"The hardest part of the 
cookbook was coming up 
with the title," she admitted, 
months later. 

She polled her four chil­
dren, all of whom grew up 
helping out at the Cleveland 
Avenue mainstay, and 
they solved her dilemma. 
"Everybody knows us as 
Herman's, Mom" they told 
her. 

"Herman's - Celebrating Forty Years 
of Service, a collection of memories and 
recipes from family and friends," tells the 
story of the shop that's supplied Newark 
residents with quality meats since 1967, 
and the family that's been an integral part 
of the community during that time. 

The story is told through the writings of 

longtime customers who donated favorite 
family recipes to the project. Photographs 
of the shop and the people that worked 
there through the years are scattered 
throughout the more than 400-page book. 

The cookbook project had been a dream 
of Chris Herman, who runs Herman's 

with her husband, Tim, for 
many years. Her vision took 
root, one day, when one of 
Herman's longtime customers . 
walked through the door. 

Janet Teixeira, co-execu­
tive director of Cancer Care 
Connection, spoke with 
Herman about the cookbook 
idea. She encouraged her to 
pursue it, and was inspired 
by Herman's enthusiasm, she 
said. "And then Chris asked, 
will you help me?," said 
Teixeira. 

The two women started work on the 
project. Proceeds from the cookbook, they 
decided, would go to benefit Cancer Care, 
a local non-profit that provides cancer 
coaching, resources and referral programs 
to those affected by cancer.

New plan 
for Wilson 
Farm 
Adult community 
proposed for Casho 
Mill property

A new plan has surfaced to develop 
the 40-acre Wilson Farm property along 
Casho Mill Road. The proposal by Lang 
Development Group is to build an 86-
unit residential community for persons 
age 55 and up. 

The project, known as "Saw Mill 
Place" calls for three styles of attached 
senior housing: "big house," courtyard 
and townhouse. It includes a clubhouse 
with a pool and fitness center, and a half­
mile walking trail, which would be open 
to the public. 

If approved, the condominiums would 
take up 13 acres of the property nearest

According to a Financial Position 
Report given to the Christina District 
school board on Tuesday night, the 
District is better off financially than a 
year ago, but conditions "remain very 
tight." 

Frank McIntosh, chair of the District's 
Financial Review Committee, said his 
Committee is concerned that the situa­
tion could worsen if the District tries to 
accelerate repayment of funds advanced 
on the state's $20 million loan. 

"The District has done a very good job,

A 20-year-old University of 
Delaware student was arrested 
Tuesday, April 24, after a lengthy 
investigation by detectives in 
the Newark Police Department's 
Special Investigations Unit into 
his suspected drug activities.

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WANTED: New 
ideas for old mill 
Public workshop to 
explore options for 
Curtis Paper Mill ' 
property .

The paper mill that put Newark 
on the map more than 200 years 
ago has become something of a 
stain on it in recent years. 

Newark's City Council is hop­
ing to change that, and is holding 
a public workshop next week to 
discuss options to breathe new 
life . into the Curtis Paper Mill 
property on Papermill Road. 

At the height of its produc­
tion, the Curtis Paper Mill pro­
vided some of the highest quality 

. paper available to such worthy 
buyers as Fortune Magazine, the 
Metropolitan Museum of Art and 
negotiators of the allied treaty 
after World War ll. 

But, business declined through 
the latter half of the 1900s, and 
the paper mill - then owned by 
Crown Investment Group - came 
to rest in December 1999. Since 
then, the property has fallen into 
city hands. The city completed a 
partial demolition of the structure 
in 2005. 

Rehabilitating the site has 

been on the city's radar. Several 
years ago, architects with the 
Breckstone Group completed a 
design that proposed turning the 
building into a community rec­
reation and cultural facility. The 
several-million-dollar project was 
cost prohibitive. 

Next "Week, Newark's City 
Council will consider this and 
other options for the Curtis Paper 
Mill site at a workshop open to 
the public. The workshop will 
be held in council chambers on 
Tuesday, May 8, at 7 p.m. 

"This is a 'let's get some ideas 
from the community' workshop, 
said Councilman Stu Markham. 
Markham represents Newark's 
sixth district, which includes 
the Papermill Road property. 
Residents in his district have con­
cerns about the site and the vacant 
building, sometimes referring to 
it as an "eyesore," he said. 

"The question right now is, 
what does the community hope to 
have the property used for? We're 
looking for ideas. I'm pushing for 
some kind of design and plan to 
figure out how ..much money we 
need," he said. 

At next week's meeting, coun­
cil will consider several possible 
options for the site as prepared 
by city staff. A memo containing 
a list of these options was circu­
lated among council members in 
January. 
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The former Curtis Paper Mill on Papermill Road in Newark is the subject of a city council workshop to be 
held on Tuesday, May 8, at 7 p.m., in council chambers. 

The list includes the follow­
ing: 

Construct a community 
recreation/cultural facility and 
park similar in design and scope 
to the concept submitted by the 
Breckstone Group. -

Construct a community 
recreation/cultural facility and 
park on a small scale than the 
Breckstone concept. 

Partner in a commercial 
(private/public) venture to devel­
op the site with the gymnasium 
and waterfront park/open space 

components. . 
Complete demolition of 

all structures and develop the site 
as a park. 

Sell the property outside 
the 100-year floodplain. Maintain 
ownership of the floodplain as a 
waterfront park. 

In additioJ;l to these options, 
council will be listening to ideas 
from the general public and also 
considering whether or not to 
preserve the existing smoke stack 
and water tank on site. 

Markham said he has heard 

severciI ideas for revitalizing the 
property from his constituents. 
Those include turning the site 
into a skateboard park, a com­
munity center, a park or some­
thing simple, like a parking lot 
for bikers to access the city's 
new Pomeroy Trail, which will be 
completed in 2009. 

He encourages residents in his 
district and citywide to attend 
the workshop and offer ideas. "I 
encourage people to come with 
their ideas, open minds, and let's 
see what we can plan," he said.

Cafeteria brightens at Newark High

appetite

The cafeteria line at Newark 
High School used to be threaded 
through two doorways into a nar­
row, drab space lit only by over­
head ceiling lights. It's hard to 
believe students used to fast-food 
dining in open areas surrounded 
by windows and color could work 
up an appetite here. 

Marc-Anthony Williams, 
supervisor of child nutrition ser­
vices for Christina District, could 
not reconfigure the available 
space, but he did launch an attack 
on the walls and decor. 

"We want to enhance the area 
where they get their food, at 
least," Williams said last month. 
"We're also changing the menu 
and bringing in a kiosk with some 
items out in the table area so 
the students don' t all have to go 
through the line."

Congolese pastor visits Newark churc~

Pastor Lazare 
Tshibuabua hopes to 
foster partnership 

Coming from a country 
rife with poverty and conflict, 
Pastor Lazare Tshibuabua of 
the Democratic Republic of the 
Congo, surprises when he asks 
his American hosts, "We wonder, 
what can we do for you?" 

Tshibuabua visited the First 
Presbyterian Church of Newark 
last week while on a months-long 
trip to meet with churches in 
the local presbytery. The purpose 
of the visit, he said, is to share 
his faith with U.S. churches and 
learn how to build up the relation­
ship between the two countries. 

Tshibuabua spent a week here 
in Newark starting Saturday, 
April 21. He attended meet­
ings with the church leadership, 
church youth and Presbyterian 
Women, as well as Sunday ser­
vices where he preached and sang 
about God's love. 

Though he speaks four lan­
guages, English is not one of 
them. He communicated with his 
hosts through French-speaking 
interpreters.

Tuesday with interpreter Judy 
Agnello, a member of the Newark 
church, to speak about his visit to 
the United States. He said he has 
been discussing with members of 
the U.S. presbytery projects that 
are envisioned for his church in 
the Congo. 

Tshibuabua heads the Dinanga 
parish in the Congo, a church 
of about 300 members from 
all walks of life - government 

employees, teachers, filmmakers, 
women who work in the fields 
and orphans. 

The majority of people in his 
church and, indeed, his country 
are poor, but this doesn't hurt 
their faith, he said. "The people, 
despite their suffering, really love 
God. They have time to praise 
him, to worship him, and you'll 
see many people in church pray- . 
ing. They're very joyful, and they 
have hope." 

The Congo, a country of 
62 million, has had only one 
free democratic election in its 
45 years since gaining indepen­
dence. The population faces high 
poverty rates and a high risk of 
infectious disease. A War, which 
began in 1998, has contributed 
to the deaths of an estimated four 
million people from disease,star­
vation and conflict.

bles, rising from the ground strik­
ing the windshield as the spinning 
rear wheels lift from the ground.

3. During the third tenth of a 
. second, the steering wheel starts 

to disintegrate and the steering 
column aims for the driver's 
chest . . 

4. The fourth tenth of a sec­
ond finds two feet of the car's 
front end traveling at 55 mph. 

5. In the fifth tenth of a sec­
ond the driver is impaled on the 
steering column and blood rushes 
into his lungs. 

6. The sixth tenth of a second, 
the impact has built up to the 
point that the driver's feet are 
ripped out of tightly laced shoes, 
the brake pedal breaks off, the car 
frame buckles in the middle, and 
the driver's head smashes into the 
windshield as the rear wheels, 
still spinning fall back to earth. 

7. The sixth tenth of a second, 
hinges rip loose, doors fly open 
and the seat breaks free striking 
the driver from behind. The seat 
striking the driver from behind 
does not bother the driver how­
ever. 

The last three tenths of a sec­
ond mean nothing to the driver 
because he is already dead. 

One-tenth of a second is the 
time it takes to click your seatbelt 
together. Seatbelts keep drivers 

and passengers inside the vehicle 
during a crash, and they keep 
drivers and passengers from strik­
ing the windshield, and they keep 
drivers and passengers away from 
the airbag when it deploys, and 
seatbelts allow drivers to stay in 
position to make maneuvers if 
they lose cOIi.trol of their vehicle. 

The next time you ask some­
one to buckle up and they reply 
that you are only going around 
the block - you can tell them this 
story and let them know you are 
not moving until they buckle their 
seatbelt. 

If reading this will help a par­
ent talk to their teen about driving 
safely within the speed limit, and 
about paying attention to their 
driving, and about the importance 
of buckling up, and if it helps a 
teen to understand the grave and 
enormous responsibility driving 
a car is, especially with their 
friends in it, and that buckling 
their seat belt can and will save ' 
their life, then maybe it might 
make a difference in the life of 
one teen today. One tenth of a 
second is all it takes. Buckle your 
seatbelt every day, every ride, 
every time.

New emergency preparedness 
coordinator appointed at UD 

University of Delaware alum­
na Marcia Cavanaugh Nickle of 
Bear has been appointed un's 
emergency preparedness coor­
dinator. A former planner at the 
New Castle County Office of 
Emergency Management and 
director of emergency services 
for the Delmarva chapter of the 
American Red Cross, Nickle 
is in charge of all emergency 
and disaster planning for all un 
campuses. 

Nickle, who grew up in 
Easton, Pa., earned a bache­
lor's degree in sociology and 
women's studies in 1998 and a 
master's degree in sociology in 
2000. She said her new position 
is an excellent opportunity to 
give back to un. 

. Nickle's responsibilities 
include coordinating training for 
staff and students, conducting 
exercises in "What if?" situa­
tions, as well as planning for 
special arid major events on 
campus. She also will serve as 
the liaison with external govern­
ment and municipal agencies. 

"In light of the tragedy that 
occurred at Virginia Tech, the 
Department of Public Safety here 
at un is not only reviewing our 
emergency preparedness plan, 
but we have started the process 
of purchasing an emergency noti­
fication system that will include 
text messaging," James T. Flatley, 
director of un's Department of 
Public Safety, said. "We have 
been meeting with law enforce­
ment agencies in the state to dis­
cuss what happened at Virginia 
Tech and look at what we have 
in place and what we might need 
to adjust."

which will be very beneficial to 
the whole University commu­
nity," Flatley said. "In this day 
and age, her role is ' extremely 
important because, as we expe­
rienced in the past, not only with 
manmade disasters, but with 
things like Hurricane Katrina, 
we must be prepared. It doesn't 
have to be a major incident; we. 
need to be prepared even for 
small incidents that could disrupt 
University activities." 

Soon after her appointment 
last month, Nickle read through 
several thick files containing 
all un emergency and disaster 
plans, which she is planning to 
revise. . 

"The University already has a 
good basis," Nickle said. ''There 

are groups on campus that have 
been meeting and planning, so 
I'm only coming to tweak what 
is already there and not to start 
from scratch. In that respect, 
un ~ much better prepared than 
other places. We have a good 
basis to start from. 

"I come from a background of 
writing plans for multiple hazards 
rather than specific hazards, so 
I'll use an all-hazards approach, 
and my tendency is toward that 
kind of plan writing," Nickle 
said. "I tend to focus on floods 
because they are more likely to 
happen, but I also have to think 
of where we are. There are lots 
of hazards around, as well as ter­
rorism and pandemic flu, but you 
have to make sure you don't get 

wrapped up in one thing and lose 
sight of the big picture. 

"There is a lot of criticism 
of the response to Katrina, and 
it shows that there is a lot of 
information and preparedness 
that didn't get into the planning 
process because of the focus on 
terrorism," Nickle said. "We are 
going to plan for all situations, 
but we will be realistic about 
what is more likely to affect us 
and what we need to be focus­
ing on." 

Nickle said she will be meet­
ing routinely with contacts from 
all campus units and depart­
ments, from the Department of 
Occupational Health and Safety 
to Residence Life and adminis­
trators. 

UD home to state's new health promotion

Statewide open burning restrictions start now 
Open burning restrictions are 

in effect statewide from May 1 
through Sept. 30, coinciding with 
Delaware's ozone season. The 
only exceptions to Delaware's ban 
during ozone season are cooking 
fires (BBQs), recreational camp­
fires and ceremonial fIres. 

"Public health concerns are the 
reasons for the burning restric-

tions;" said Valerie Gray, air 
quality program manager. "The 
expanded restrictions are neces­
sary to help reduce ozone levels 
throughout the state. In 2004, all 
three counties in Delaware were 
officially designated by the U.S. 
EPA as being in non-attainment 
of the 8-hour ground-level ozone 
standard, based on high ozone 

readings at monitors within each 
county." 

Open burning produces smoke 
and toxic chemicals in the air we 
breathe. 

It also contributes to the for­
mation of smog (ground-level 
ozone and fIne particles), which 
can trigger asthma attacks, other 
respiratory problems and eye irri-

tation, and contributes to acid 
rain that causes fIsh kills, plant 
apd property damage. Rain even­
tually washes these toxic chemi­
cals onto our land and into our 
waterways. 

Kurt Reuther, chief of the 
DNREC's Enforcement Section, 
warns that Environmental 
Protection Officers are on the 

lookout for violators and will be 
citing thDse performing illegal 
open burning activities. Penalties 
range from $50 to $500 in ftnes, 
plus a criminal record. To report 
illegal open burning, call the 24-
hour hotline in Delaware at 1-
800-662-8802.

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Raymond 
returns 
from Florida

Tubby Raymond returned to 
_ the area last week after nearly 

four months in Florida. In time 
he'll catch up on the University 
of Delaware football news, but 
the former Blue Hen coach is no 
particular hurry.

jet, I flew there and spoke for an 
hour and a half, had lunch and 
was back home by 3:30 in the 
afternoon. This is the first spring 
[since retirement] that I haven't 
lectured."

to help, and the entire Herman 
family got involved, finding old 
pictures of the store and helping 
to edit the book. 

By June 2006, a few months 
after asking for submissions, 
Herman said she had received just

one day. But by November, 
Herman had in her hands more 
than 350 recipes, some coming 
from as far away as Phoenix, 
Ariz.

Out of 500 cookbooks, only 
50 remain, and the Hermans have 
donated already $4,000 to Cancer 
Care Connection. The cookbook 
can be purchased in the store for 
$25. 

The book, which Herman 
deemed a "labor of love," is a 
meaningful tribute . to the fam­
ily and its store. "It's more than 
just a cookbook," said Teixeira. 
"It really tells a story of a lot of 
people's lives."

Christina bus driver found stabbed to death

Students, parents and strang­
ers were shocked almost beyond 
words when a 31-year-old driver 
for the Christina School District 
was found stabbed to death in 
her school bus on Wednesday 
morning. 

According to state police, she 
was found at 6:48 a.m. on east­
bound Route 273/0gletown Road 
in front of the FMC plant. A per­
son who works at a business next 
to FMC stated that there was no 

According to State Police Cpl. 
Jeffrey Whitmarsh, shortly before 
7 on Wednesday morning, another 
Christina District driver was driv­
ing east on Route 273 and saw 
the bus. "The other driver looked 
over and thought the school bus 
was disabled," Whitmarsh stated. 
"That driver called the transporta­
tion office and an employee from 
the bus yard came out and found 
the driver who appeared to be 
deceased." 

The District employee called 

9-1-1 and police and paramed­
ics arrived and pronounced the 
driver dead. "It's classed asa 
homicide," said Whitnlarsh, "and 
will be turned over to homicide 
detectives." 

Whitmarsh stated that no stu­
dents had been scheduled to be on 
the bus at that point in the driver's 
route. "She had left the bus yard 
on Wyoming Road only a short 
time prior to when it was seen 
on Route 273," he stated. "We 
don't know if she drove straight 
to where the bus was found or 
stopped for coffee or something, 
but it wasn't very long." 

Whitmarsh said the victim had 
been identified on Wednesday 
morning, but her name was being 
withheld because "some family 
members had not been notified, 
yet." 

Police did not confirm pub­
lic speculation that the deceased 
had been involved in an abu­
sive domestic situation. However, 
Whitmarsh stated that police 
were looking at prior boyfriends 
and similar persons that might be 
involved. "But we haven't identi­
fied a suspect," he said about three 
hours after the discovery. "We're 
still investigating the scene and 

collecting evidence." 
According to a woman who 

lives about a mile away, Route 
273 was full of frenzied activ­
ity for hours after the discovery. 
"Three police cars with lights 
flashing and sirens on went rac­
ing by here on Route 273 about 
8:45 a.m.," said the woman who 
lives in Birchwood Park. "It was 
like they were chasing someone. 
Route 273 was closed in both 
directions for a while but [about 
9: 15 a.m.] the eastbound traffic 
started getting through again."

ling expenses, but the recovery 
is not complete," McIntosh told 
the board. "The state-appointed 
Financial Recovery Team recog­
nized early in the year that the 
condition of the District would 
remain very tight and approved 
an additional advance against the 
[$20 million state] loan in the 
amount of $2.3 million." 

According to District finance 
director Patrick O'Rourke, the 
Position Report indicates that the 
District will have only $100,000 
in reserves at the end of Fisc.al 
Year 2006-07 after making the 
minimum loan payment of $1.2 
million. Mcintosh said this bal­
ance does not reflect repayment 
of the $2.3 million, which the 
District administrators also want 
to do. 

"[The FRT] strongly advises 
against this repayment," Mcintosh 
said. "The [state] loan will likely 
become unavailable for addition­
al draws through the end of June, 
at which time the unused portion 
is subject to reversion. We advise 
that the $2.3 million be retained 
for as long as possible for all the 
above reasons." 

O'Rourke also told the board 
that the District will be request­
ing a "float" from the state for 
the period from July 1 to Oct. 
15 when property taxes are actu­
ally received by the District. In 

response to questions, O'Rourke 
stated that this is "standard proce­
dure" for school districts through­
out the state. 

McIntosh also told the board 
that the expenses for the FRT 
member's work "remain uncon­
trollable" or even knowable for 
the District. "Because the effect 
of the FRT expenses is to raise 
the cost of the loan from the 
state, there is a real questipn 
as to how any expenses will be 
handled after June 30 when there 
is no further loan money avail­
able," McIntosh explained. "We 
cannot draw enough attention 
to this issue. As you know, the 
Committee recommends that the

According to O'Rourke, the 
District has no say in how much 
the FRT members are paid and 
does not receive notice of expect­
ed outlays. "Their expenses just 
accumulate against the [total] 
loan balance," O'Rourke said. 
"I'll solicit a projection from the 
[state] Office of Management and 
Budget so we can at least close 
out the fiscal year." 

School board vice-president 
John Mackenzie and other board 
members expressed outrage over 
being kept in the dark about 
the FRT's cost. "The Financial 
~ecovery Team is supposed to _-.0, 

be the epitome of fiscal respon­
sibility and this is the area that 
is the least clear [in the budget]," 
MacKenzie said on Tuesday 
night. "How long are they going 
to milk us and charge us fees 
that are taken out of the local tax 
base?" 

Mackenzie added that the 
FRT member expenses aver­
age $20,000 per month. "No 
one in Delaware makes that 

. kind of money - except maybe 
University of Delaware president 
David Roselle," he said. "When is 
it going to stop?" 

O'Rourke also noted that mon­
ies due to the FRT before the end 
of the fiscal year are not reflected 

in the Position Report and would 
affect the planned minimum loan 
repayment of $1.3 million to the 
state. Mcintosh added that an 
additional $1 million dollars is 
coming from the District's local 
monies instead of Federal funds 
because the FRT failed to insure 
that a deadline was met. "The 
[Position Report] continues 
to reflect this impact, as well 
as the impact of repayment of 
$1.33 million for the Authorized 
Position audit findings, and a set 
aside of $784,000 for litigation,"

Ai Tuesday's meeting, mem­

bers of the public seemed more 
receptive of the project than they 
were of a different proposal to 
develop Wilson Farm that came 
before the commission in 2005. 

The previous plan called for, at 
first, 84 townhouses. Developer 
Caldera Properties revised the 
plan, proposing 72 townhouses 
and the preservation of the old 
farmhouse on the site, but with­
drew the application just before 
City Council had the chance to 
review it in September 2006. 

"The new plan is significantly 
different, and, in many respects, 
much better than some of the 
issues that came up before," said 
Cathy Matson, who lives next to 

, the property. 
A primary concern about the 

previous plan was the addition of 
traffic on an already-busy Casho 
Mill Road. 

The new plan, since it is an 
adult community, should not gen. 
erate a large amount of traffic, said 
Engineer Joe Charma. Charma 
said estimates by the Delaware 
Department of Transportation 
show that the development will 
add seven cars to the roadway 
during 'morning peak hours and 
10 cars during evening peak 
hours. "We're not talking about 
any kind of significant traffic," 
he said. 

Matson. said she still had con­
cerns about traffic congestion and 
the high number of units. She 
spoke out" too, against the devel­
opers' proposal to move the old 
Wilson farmhouse about 250 feet 
from its original location. 

"Moving any , structure from 
, its original site to a new one does 

damage the historical integrity of 
the structure," "she said. 

Matson wasn't the only one 
with concerns about the farm­
house. Several residents spoke 
out about the need to preserve the 
structure and incorporate it into 
the new development. 

Wade Catts pointed out that 
historical resources, like natu­
ral resources, can't be replaced. 
"There are few his~oric places 
remaining within city boundaries 
conveying the important role of 
agriculture and other industries in 
the history of Newark," he said. 

Lang said he intends to expose 
the historic portion of the home, 
which has been added onto 
over the' years, and relocate it. 
Currently, the house is wet from 
storm water runoff and in "dire 
disrepair," he said. The State 
Historic Preservation Office will 
be involved, he said. 

In voting to recommend the 
project, the plavning commission 
asked the developer to document 
the history of the farm and farm­
house to be put on public display. 
For "Saw Mill Place" to proceed, 
Newark's City Council must OK 
the annexation and major subdi­
vision of the property. Council 
will consider it at a later date.

Planners voted 6 to 0 to rec­

ommend city council approve the 
rezoning and minor subdivision 
of the Main Street lot that used 
to be University Auto Care ser- ' 
vice station. Developers, Gahunia 
LLC, would like to build a 2,400-
square foot commercial building 
with three, two-story apartments 
in the upper level. 

If council approves the project, 
the brick building will be located 
near the sidewalk, and parking 
for patrons and residents will be 
behind the building.
