J ohn 4: 19·24. 

COLDEN TEXT-Cod I. a Splrl l : and 
they that worship him must wOTshlp him 
In splrll nnd In I Tu t .- John 4:24. 

"Thc First Commandment bids us 
to worship God exclusively; the Sec­
ond bids us to wor ship Him sp ir­
Itually. The Firs t Comma ndment 
forb ids us to wor ship fnlse gods ; 
the Second forbids us to wor ship the 
true God under fa lse forms" (Far­
r ar ) . Israel had lived among the 
Egyptians, a people known fOr thei r 
worship of images , and we re a bout 
to enter into Ca naan where the re 
were m any false gods. Thc Lord 
was therefore ca reful not only to 
forb id the worship of other gods, but 
a lso to torbid the m aking of imagcs 
of any k ind, whether they represent­
ed 1I1e m a ny galls of hea thend(lm, or 
wc re a ttem pts to symbolize the true 
God. In s tudying this lesson we 
need to exercise ca re les t we miss 
t he point by ta lk ll1g only of the gods 
of wood a nd stone which the hea then 
worship, and fa il to apply the truth 
to any impr oper use of im ages 
wh ich m ay preva il in our land a nd 
in the pr escnt day. Le t us lay a s ide 
any preconceived notions and face 
the facts in the li gh t of God 's Word. 

I. True Worship Requireil (Exod. 
20:4-6), 

This comm andmen t expressty for­
b ids idolatry in any (ol·m. The in ­
j unction is twolold. (I ) Men a re 
forbidd en to make a ny m ate ri a l 
l ikeness wh ich to them rep rcscn ls a 
being to be worshiped. It mallc rs 
not whether it be a n image of wha t 
men believe God to be like, or the 
image of an angelic being. a hea vcn­
Iy body, in fact "anything tha t is 
in the heaven above, " or on the 
earth-such as a man or anima l ; or 
under the wa ter-such as u fi sh. (2) 
If such objects ha ve bcen m ade 
e iLher by ourselves or others we may 
.not bow down to them, nor rcnder 
any scrvice to thcm. Let us a ll ex­
amine our r eligious ccr emonies a nd 
practices tn the ligh t of God's com ..... 
m andment. 

Observe tha t obedience to this 
comma nd br ings rich bless ing to 
"thousands" (v. 6) , whercas di sobe­
d ience is a curse not on ly to the 
ma n who di sobeys, bu t a lso to his 
descenda nts. Spi ri tua l blight so 
often r uns 1I1rough wholc fa milies, 
while spiritual life just as orten 
blesses those who follow us. Blessed 
is the m an who gives his children 
and his children's children a true 
spir itual her itage, but woe be unto 
that m an who passes on thc dark­
ness and spiritua l dea th of unbelief 
to his children 

II. False Worship Established 
(Ex ad. 32: 1-8) . 

It com es to us as a r eal shock 
that a people so highly priv ilegcd, 
3 0 well-instructed a nd so ably led 
a s Is r ael should turn to idola try. 
The s tory r eveals the depravity of 
the human heart. Their excuse that 
Moses was gone was only an excuse 
without founda tion. They did what 
1I1e!r hearts wa nted to do, and they 
used his absence to put forward 
their wicked desires. 

Let us be careful lest we be mis­
led or indeed, mislead ourselves into 
creating a God after the concept of 
our own heart and mind. We, like 
Israel, may be tempted to "make 
us gods" to which we will bow down 
and worship. It may not be out at 
place a t this point to wa rn against 

I a folly which seems to ha ve laid 
hold ot the church, that of almost 
deifying our Christian leaders. A 
man who is called to speak for God 
is a highly privileged man, worthy 
of our support and our respect. But 
let us remember that he is only a 

. ser~ant, an instrument in God's 
hand, and let us never be guilty of 

. worshiping a nd serving "the crea­
ture more than the Creator, who is 
blessed forever" (Rom. 1:25) . 

01. True Worship Defined (John 
4:19-24). 

One would suppose that a truth so 
vital and fundamen tal as that 
stated in these verses wuuld long 
since have completely saturated the 
life of the church as well as of the 
individual believer. "God is a Spir­
it, and they that worship him must 
worship him in spirit a nd in truth." 

Even in this year of our Lord 1938, 
countless men and women still be­
lieve that worship has something to 
do with place (vv. 20, 21) or race 
(v. 22) or some other externa l de­
vice or formul a. What a pity that 
this should be true when the gra­
cious and delightful way to worship 
Is through personal spiritual com­
munion between God and mall. 

Deadening forma lism is not our 
only enemy. There is the powerless 
preachment of modern ism-and in 
all honesty mus t we not admit that 
even some so-ca lJed fundam ental­
ism has in m any r espects lost the 
true spirit of the fa ith for which it 
rightly contends. We who cherish 
the truth of God' s Word will shun 
modern libera lism. We m ay not be 
tempted to obscure the worship of 
God by for ma li sm. But we m ay be 
in da nger of a dead or thodoxy, be­
ing a s som eonc said " orthodox 
about everything except I Corinthi­
a ns 13" -01' failing to worship God 
In spiri t and in truth and not living 
out tha t spir it in loving service to 
ou r b reth ren.
