The Newark Dahlia Association 
opened its third annual exhibition and 
show, last evening in the New Cen­
tury Club, with the finest display of 
blooms ever shown in Newark.

Old glass bottles, especially those 
made in odd shapes in Civil War 
times, bring very high prices today 
according to F. B. Tuck of Kenne 
hunk, Me., who has scoured New 
England and the Southern States in 
the pursuit of this hobby. He has an 
assortment of antique bottles that 
bas attracted wide interest. 

"Bottles used by dealers as con­
ta~ners for liquors many years ago,' 
sUld Mr. Tuck, "are worth more to­
day than the pre-Volstead goods they 
?'light have contained even at present 
mflated quotations." Pointing at a 
bushel basket of ancient glass bottles 
such as might have been found in 
the rubbish barrels of many New 
E!ngland homes in t he 60s, he con­
tlllued. "Roughly estimated, that bas­
ket of bottles is worth more than 
$500, each one being valued at from 
$25 to $30.

Gives Unusual Recipes for 

Use of Apples 

"Because apples are so abundant 
and cheap this year," says Mrs. Kate 
Henley Daugherty, County Home 
Demonstration Agent, " thilY may as 
well be substituted part of the time, 
at least, for more expensive fruit and 
vegetables. Their slightly tart, rather 
bland flavor, make them particularly 
good for combining with other food8. 
As a 'stretcher' for fruit cup and 
fruit salad with pineapple, orange, 
grapefruit, banana, etc., they are ex­
cellent as they carry the flavor with­
out detracting from the fO!ld value." 

"Used in jams and jellies," says the 
Home Demonstration' Agent, "with 
blackberries, strawberries, raspber­
ries, etc., they actually improve flavor 
and texture. These, however, are 
uses with which most of us are 
familiar. Less common are some of 
the fo llowing suggestions: 

Apple and Sweet Potato Casser e 
Wash, core and slice apples into a 

buttered casserole. Fill about two­
thirds full. Fill dish with sliced par­
boiled sweet potatoes. Season with 
salt, brown sugar and butter or bacon 
fat. Bake until potatoes and apples 
are tender. 

Bacon and Apple Sandwiches 

Spread slices of toast with a gen­
erous supply of stewed apples or 
thick apple sauce. Cover with thin 
slices of bacon and bake until bacon 
is done. This is a delicious lunch or 
supper dish. 

Stuffed Celery 

Work grated cheese into thick 
apple sauce and stuff stems of celery 
with the mixture. A little boiled 
salad dressing may be added if de­
sired. 

Apple, Celery and Carrot Salad 

Dice apples and celery, mix with 
boiled salad dressing and garnish 
with finely grated raw carrot, sea­
soned with lemon juice or French 
dressing.

ClUCK LOSSES 

Campaign Results In Valuable 
Data On Chick Mortality; 

Figures To Be Made 
Public 

Resul ls on the " Grow Heal ~hy 
Ch icks" ampaign sta r ted last sprmg 
in t he state by the Agricultu~'a l E!x­
ten ion Depar tment of the Umv~rsl ty 
will soon be com plete, and avaIlable 
figures fo r New Castle Coun ty WIll 
be released in the ncar f uture by 
Coun ty Agen t, Ed Willim, Jr. 

Thi s campaign in New Castle Co~n ­
ty to reduce lhe ba by chick mortalI ty 
among t he poul trymen of the co~nty, 
had 34 farmers and chicken raIser s I 
enrolled in it on May 18. Of t hIs 
number 26 r eturned actual figures on 
the losses of baby chicks up to the 
end of the fi r st mont h. From t hese 
r eplies the coun ty agent figured th~t 
a 22.3 per cen t loss had occurred 111 

these flocks. 
It is t he purpose of Mr. Willim to 

find as closely as possible the num~er 
of chick ns lost during the perIod 
since the last reports f rom the poul­
trymen were secured: To make t?e 
campa ign more effectIve not only. WIll 
t he 34 poul t r ymen unrolled in It be 
qucstioned a s to their poul try lo~ses 
dur ing t he summer , bu t a ques t IOn­
naire will a lso be sent to all known 
poul tr y r aiser s in t he ent ire coun ty. 
Wi th the resul ts of the year compiled 
f rom all inte rested poul t rymen in t he 
state the extension people believe 
t hat 'they will have the "dope" on. the 
causes of t he high losses sustamed 
thi s year by some of the poultry 
people of the state.
