
Seniors to vote 
for local speaker

A member of the "university community" 
will be selected this week to deliver the 1981 
corrunencement address replacing the tradi­
tional national speaker, according to Scott 
Brayman, academic affairs committee chair­
man of the Delaware Undergraduate Student 
Congress (DUSC). .

The speaker, who will be either an ad­
ministrator or member of the faculty or 
university staff, will deliver a profile speech 
describing the effects of local, state and na­
tional events on the graduates' four years at 
the university, Brayman said. 

He explained that his committee decided 
against inviting a national figure because it 
did not·want a person without "any associa­
tion to the class of '81" to speak at commence­
ment. 

Last year's speaker, Buckminster Fuller, 
inventor of the geodesic dome, probably in­
terested only a small percentage of the 
graduates, Brayman said. 

Maryanne .McGeehan, chairwoman of 
DUSC's commencement committee, em­
phasizirig the importance of a familiar local 
speaker explained, "If people felt more a part 
of commencement, naturally, they would 
behave better." 

University president E.A. Trabant had ask­
ed students, through DUSC, to propose 
changes to the graduation exercises which 
would eliminate tailgating, rowdiness and 
firecracker throwing throughout the 
ceremony. 

Trabant did not give DUSC's commence­
ment committ-ee the "go-ahead" to plan the 
exercises at Delaware stadium until shortly 
before winter session, Brayman said, leaving 
them little time to look for a speaker of na­
tional status. 

Brayman's committee will poll the 
graduating class for nominees today and

State to .rectify 
deseg violatio~

A desegregation plan for Delaware's higher 

education system will be made public by 
Governor Pierre S. duPont some time this 
week, according to Battle Robinson, legal 
counsel to the governor and chairwoman of a 
desegregation "task force." 

The committee's plan will be reviewed by 
the university's Board of Trustees executive 
committee today, said Arno Loessner, ex­
ecutive assistant to University President E.A. 
Trabant. 

"The plan contain~S some new approaches 
that reinforce relationships between institu­
tions in Delaware, and the board wants to 
study it," Loessner said. ·

The letter pointed out that the state is in 
violation of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 
1964, which prohibits the "separate but equal" 
system of segregation in public institutions . . 
The department set a March 8 deadline for the 
state's response. 

Robinson wouldn't give the details included 
in the plan, but said they are foilowing sugges­
tions given by the Department ofEducation in 
its letter. 

"We think it (the plan) is a positive 
response," she said. 

If approved by the Office of Civil Rights, the 
plan would be effective immedia~ely, ac­
cording to Robinson. Loessner voiced univer­
sity support of the plan and added that, 
"Many aspects of it have already been im-
plemented." · 

The Department of Education will take 45 
days to approve or disapprove the plan, 
Loessner said.

Only about a third of com­
puter science major ap­
plicants were offered admis­
sion to the department in 1980 
because of overcrowding. 
About one-fifth actually 
enrolled, according to Dr: 
Douglas McConkey, dean of 
admissions. 

In 1980, 127 out of the 350 ap­
plicants for the major were 
offered admission and only 87 
students enrolled. In the 
previous year 214 out· of 295 
students were offered 
admissions while 129 students 
enrolled. 

Dr. Hatem Khalil, former 
acting chairperson of the 
department, said the number 
of incoming freshmen com­
puter science majors was 
limited to about 80 students 
two years ago. 

The increased interest in 
computer science at the 
university reflects a current 
national trend. Computer 
science enrollment is up 20 to 
22 percent throughout the 
country, according to the 
Chronicle of Higher Educa­
tion. 

Each graduating computer 
science class at the univer­
sity has been limited to a · 
maximum of 100 students, in­
cluding 80 freshmen and 
about 20 transfer students per 
year, Khalil said. Transfers 
will be selected after a con­
sideration of class size, the 
number of applicants, and the 
students' grade point 
averages. 

Dr. Peter Rees, associate 
, dean of the College of Arts 

and Sciences, said that total 
enrollment in the computer 
science program now stands 
at about 300 students. 

"Our philosophy has been 
to maintain the quality of the 
program," Rees said. "If that 
means restricting the number

of students, ·well then it's bet­
ter to give them a quality pro­
gram." 

Khalil said that, in addition, 
a shortage of faculty 
members and overcrowded 
computer terminals con­
tributed- to the enrollment 
cutback. 

Rees explained that the 
same market demand for 
computer experts that is en­
couraging students to enter 
their field is also making it 
hard to find faculty members. 
"Last year, there were 200 
new doctorates awarded in 
computer science nation­
wide,'' Rees said. ''One hun­
dred and ten went to industry, 
so that means 90 were fought 
over by other universities. 
That competition makes it 
hard to expand the depart­
ment." 

Khalil said, "For every 
computer scientist with a doc­
torate, there are 11 jobs 
available." Since the salaries 
that industry pays are about 
125 percent of university 
salaries, there is little chance 
of getting good faculty 
members.'' 

Restricting the number of 
computer science majors has 
lowered the attrition rate 
since the limit was imposed 
two years ago, Khalil said. 

"We have much better 
students coming in," he add­
ed. "Usually we lost from 
one-third to one-half of the 
students, and now that 
statistic is much lower." 

Rees said that the dropout 
rate was due mainly to 
students' inaccurate percep­
tions of the computer science 
field. 

According to Rees, a large 
number of freshmen thought 
in terms of programming ex­
perience rather than 
theoretics of . computer 
science.

Students abuse pass/fail option

Current abuse of the 
pass/fail option at the univer­
sity may require its re­
evaluation, according to Dr. 
Robert Ulrich, associate pro­
fessor of geography, who has 
conducted a study on the 
university's pass/fail system. 

The option, available at the 
university since 1969, allows 
students to take one elective

Ulrich speculates that 
about 3,000 pass/fail grades 
are given each semester. "It 
is possible that in some in­
troductory courses at least 10 
percent of the students, aQd in 
some instances possibly as 
high as 15 percent, are enroll­
ed on a pass/fail basis.

Parallels between the early stages of the Vietnam and 

Korean Wars and our increasing involvement in El Salvador 
are distinct. Before we take steps to give military aid to 
another dictatorship though. we should consider more 
peaceful olternatives. 

Six noncombat military advisor-s have been sent to El 
Salvador to help the government there with maintenance 
and repair of their navy patrol. In addition, the National 
Security Council has given the go-ahead to Pentagon plans 
to send an additional 30 advisors and technicians. 

The six man team will be helping the Salvadorian navy 
block the flow of guns and ammunition being sent from 
Cuba to rebel guerilla forces in El Salvador. 

While the Pentagon is quick to point out that the advisors 
will not be actively involved, one official said the possibili­
ty o~. a blockade by American troops has not been "ruled 
out. 

This is the first military assistance the United States has 
given the self-appointed dictatorship to help them combat 
the ·leftist guerillas. During the last 14 months, 13,000 have 
died in the conflict. 

Former President Jimmy Carter refused the Salvadorian 
government military support because of their poor human 
rights record. Instead. the former administration gave 
$10.4 million to aid a Salvadorian government program 
distributing land to the country's many refugees. most of 
them victims of the war. 

But despite Salvadorian President Jose Durant's request 
for additional economic rather than military aid, the United 
States has chosen to step-up military support. 

We would like to see the new administration increase aid 
to the Salvadorian economy--a choice which would be more 
beneficial to the poor there and which would lessen our 
chances of becoming involved in their civil war. This tactic 
has already slowed down the fighting and helped the 
homeless. 

Another peaceful alternative is to offer to host talks bet­
ween the two groups. West Germany has extended this in­
vitation but the guerillas have said they will only par­
ticipate if the United States offered. 

Even if the talks were not productive, nothing would be 
lost--not one American life. 

We sug_gest the administration try both of these options 
rather than send military advisors. Military intervention is a 
step which in the past has led to war, and could very 
possibily do so again.

Preserve the ·right to tote your gun . 
To the Editor: 

I found Michael Woosley's 
response to my J)revious let­
ter on the subject of handgun 
control very interesting, 
because Mr. Woosley makes 
it clear that such regulations 
are not aimed at keeping guns 
out of the hands of criminals 
who, as I said previously, can 
easily circumvent the law-but 
at keeping the guns away 
from John Q. Public. After 
all, John Q. is so irresponsible 
that, if permitted to exercise 
his right to own a gun, he 
might accidentally shoot 
himself, or shoot his wife in a 
fit of anger. So the obvious 
answer to this, for Mr. 
Woosley and his ilk, is to 
remove the gun. 

However, past and present 
experience shows that 
whenever government, in its 
benevolent wisdom, sees fit to 
protect us from ourselves, it 
always fails. Alcoholism is 
certainly a serious problem in 
society - but, when govern­
ment tried to protect us from 
our tendency to get drunk, 
organized crime became a 
booming business. Prohibi­
tion was finally revealed as a 
miserable failure. 

And, as I mentioned before, 
wherever gun control has 
been tried it has also been a 
miserable failure. New York 

City has one of the country's 
strictest gun control laws - it 
was the strictest such regula­
tion· anywhere .in the U.S. un­
til fairly recently. This law 
has been in effect since 1911. 
Would even Mr. Woosley 
argue that New York is a safe 
city? 

In Washington, D~C., a very 
strict handgun control law 
was enacted in 1975. But the 
Washington Post reported 
that since the law was passed, 
all crime - including cases 
involving handguns - has in­
creased. 

\!eapon, but every adult male 
is required by law to ow:n a ri­
fle and know how to use it, so · 
that he will be prepared to de­
fend his country if it is attack­
ed.

Student records provid~ 
accessible information

Since the turn of the cen­
tury, the university Records 
Office has kept academic 
records of all its students on 
file. These records are 
available to students on re­
quest, according to Elizabeth 
Wardrop, university 
recorder. 

Pre-1972 student records 
are kept on permanent 
records cards, and records 
from 1972 on are stored in a 
computer memory bank. By 
submitting a special form a 
student may request to see 
his records, Wardrop said. 

These records are usually 
available only to the student, 
but certain conditions may 
allow them to be released to 
others. According to the 
Family Educational Rights 
and Privacy Act of 1974, stu­
dent consent to release in­
formation is not required 
when: 

•Faculty, professional 
staff, and administrative of­
ficers within the university 
require such information as 
part of their duty. 

•The information is 
necessary to determine 
eligibility for financial aid. · 

•A judicial order or lawful­

presented, ''provided the 
university make a reasonable 
attempt to notify· the· stu­
dent." 

•An emergency exists, in 
which records will be disclos­
ed to appropriate parties to 
protect the safety or health of 
the student or to the in­
dividuals. 

The Records Office keeps 
academic records, records of 
credit by exam, a post admis­
sion standing form (filed if 
the student is taking time 
off), degree applications, and 
any grade changes. There 
are, however, no police 
records kept there, Wardrop 
said. 

For two dollars, ·a student 
may obtain notarized copy of 
his/her records. A student re­
questing a transcript of 
grad~s may get a free non­
official (without university 
seal or recorder's signature) 
copy by filling out a special 
form, instead of paying the 
two dollar fee. 

"Timing in terms of up­
dating a student's record is 
crucial," Wardrop said. This 
is because students' grades 
transcripts change frequently 
and prospective emplo~ers · 
must be sent the most recent

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E-52 Theatre scores with 'Sexual Perversi Chicago'

It's no easy task for a cast 
to present a play that con­
tains almost non-stop sexual 
references and sometimes 
brutal frankness, and end the 
evening not only without of­
fending anyone, but drawing 
depth and meaning out of 
every moment in the show as 
well. 

The cast of the current E-52 
Student Theatre production, 
"Sexual Perversity in 
Chicago," however, ac­
complishes the feat with ease.

"Very large scale abstrac­
tions of linear fields with 
gestural lines."-that's how 
Gayle McVey Davis 
describes her six paintings 
currently on display at 
Gallery20. 

The paintings are almost 
six feet square, and are very 
abstract. There are no figures 
to suggest meaniitg. The only 
activity "in the paintings are 
scribbles, or 'gestural lines' 

on the floor and sitting on it. 

Davis said that the pain­
tings "happen" as the lines 
suggest more and mo11e 
things to her. Looking at her 
paintings is like looking at the 
shapes of clouds. The closer 
you look, the more you see. 

Her earlier paintings show 
more texture and solid color, 
but her latest works only use 
lines grouped closely together 
to create their meaning. 

Davis has received her 
that rest on the swirling -------­
pastel backgrounds. 

"The general population 
isn't schooled to understand 
this kind of painting," Davis 
said, standing in front of one 

· of her canvases filled with 
hopscotching lines and smok­
ing textures. 

"I purposely do not set up a 
structure, these paintings 
grow out of gestural lines," · 
she explained. Davis said she 
worked very close to the can­
vas when creating these 
works, laying it unstretched

"They were really sup­
portive of me when I started 
to work in a style I wasn't 
sure of," she said.

Paul Ruggiero wrestled 
what was possibly his best 
match of the year Saturday at 

I Lafayette as he became East

But even the ex-champ had to 
bow to Ruggiero, 10-4. 

'I thought it was Paul's 
best match of the year,"

points at the Nationals in two 
weeks."

The two were equally 
paired as they went into the 
finals, but Volm managed to 
take the win with an extra 
point over Philippi, 7-6. 

Also placing for Delaware 
was captain Gary Kirk at 190. 
Kirk went into the competi­
tion seeded third, but finished 
fourth after being defeated by 
Brett Peterson of Lafayette 
10-6. 

Althougl} he did not take 
any awards, Ed Milligan 
should be the recipient of the 
"Gutsiest Wrestler" award. 
·The 150-pounder lost by 
default to second seeded 
Dave Carreon because of a 
serious cut above his right 
eye. 

Milligan was taken to a 
nearby hospital, where he 
received seven stitches to 
close up the wound, and then 
returned to finish wrestling. 

He pinned Todd Prather of 
Bucknell in 3:08 and defeated 
Dave Spuria of American, 18-
9, before finally falling to 
Kurt Teat of Lafayette, 8-7.

Swimmers win · big in regionals

The women swimmers 
finished first in regionals at 
Williamsburg, Virginia last 
weekend, scoring nearly 300 
points more than runnerup 
William and Mary, the host of 
the competition. 

The meet was somewhat 
disappointing, however, as 
East Carolina and James 
Madison, two of the pre-meet 
favorites, did not swim in the 
competition. The two schools 
chose to save their swimmers 
for nationals after qualifying 
them in previous meets this 
season. 

"When we got there on 
Wednesday we were pretty 
disappointed when we found 
out East Carolina and James 
Madison weren't competing," 
sophomore Linda Hiltabiddle 
said. "We were sluggish in 
preliminary trials on Thurs­
day but after that Coach 
Johnson talked to us and got 
us keyed up for the rest of the 
competition." 

During the three-day swim 
meet, Delaware broke 
several school records, pro­
ducing many outstanding in­
dividual performances and 
capturing four out of five 
relay races. 

"I thought we swam very 
well at regionals," coach 
Edgar Johnson said. "Other 
coaches at regionals were im­
pressed with our per­
formances." 

On Thursday the Hens 
jumped out to an early lead in 
the seven-team competition. 
behind the strong individual 
efforts of Mary Carr, Dawn 
Mayers, and Linda Hiltabid­
dle. 

Carr broke a school record 
in the 100 yard butterfly in 
59.46, while Mayers captured 
the 200 yard backstroke in 
2:19.7. Hiltabiddle qualified 
for nationals in the 200 yard 
individual medley, capturing 
the event in 2:17.37. 

"I felt pretty good in the 
water in the 200 individual 
medley," said Hiltabiddle. 
"IQ the preliminary trials I 
had missed qualifying for na­
tionals by two-tenths of a se­
cond, so in the finals I ·was 
psyched up to qualify." 

. The second day of competi­
tion saw Delaware open up a 
200-point lead over William 
and Mary. 

In the 100 yard breastroke, 
Hiltabiddle finished fourth, 
breaking a school record in 
1:12.4, while Debbie Chappell 
placed second in the 400 yard 
individual medley with a 
season best 4:54.2. 
Sophomore standout Mary 
Pat Johnson captured the 50 
yard freestyle in 25.27. 

The 200 yard butterfly 
event generated some keen 
competition between two 
Blue Hen swimmers. In the 
fourth heat of preliminary 
trials Sandy Loose broke the 
school record in 2:19.8, while 
teammate Chappell bettered 
the mark in 2:19.6 in the very 
next heat. Chappell later cap­
tured the finals in 2:16.88, 
breaking the school record 
for the third time in one day. 

The highlight of Friday's 
competition came in the 400 
yard medley relay. The team 
of Bev Angulo, Carr, Mayers, 
and Johnson breezed to a 
4:08.3, breaking both pool and 

school records. The time bet­
tered the old school record by 
six seconds. 

Saturday's performances 
were perhaps Delaware's 
strongest in the three day 
meet. 

Carr led the long list of win­
ning Delaware swimmers, 
taking the 50 and 100 yard but­
terfly events, and 100 yard in­
dividual medley. Carr's time 
of 59.4 in the 100 yard butterf­
ly broke yet another school 
record. 

Mayers won the 50 yard 
backstroke in 29.42, while 
teammates Lawrence, 
Huber, and Jaeger all finish­
ed in the top 12. Johnson 
broke her own school record 
in the 100 yard freestyle in 
53.9, while Jaeger captured 
the 1650 yard freestyle in 
18:24.1, the second fastest 
time in Delaware history. 

Hiltabiddle set her second 
school record in regionals in· 
the 200 yard breastroke with a 
time of 2:38.06, while Mary 
Neale placed first in the one 
meter diving competition. 

Delaware concluded the 
meet with a school record in 
the 400 yard freestyle relay 
with Angulo, Carr, Mayers, 
and Johnson cruising home in 
3:39.07.
