girl , located near tockley in u ­
sex County, will h<,ld its annual open 
house on Saturd.,\", October 1i. from 
one until five I) ·clock. The Commi -
sion will hold a meeting on the same 
date and the Ladie Auxiliary, con­
sisting of members throughout the 
state will al 0 be in attendance. 

Many Applicants 

There are at the present time, 323 
applicants awaiting admi sion to the 
school. The enrollment i now 395. 
During the pa t biennium 20 boyS 
and girls have been discharged fr~m 
the school and 25 have been placed in 
homes where they a re earning their 
own Ii\;ng. During the same period 
there were 63 new admis ions. Of the 
present population, 70 patients are in 
the delinquent mentally dellcient 
group and 316 are dependent. 

A farm \\oith several hundred acres 
tillable pro\>ides industrial training 
for the boys and also in supplying 
the dietary needs. The school also 
provides, besides academic training 
f~r those qualified to participate, a 
shop for the boys and arts and crafts 
for the girls. Articles for u e in the 
institution such as brooms, brushes, 
rugs, etc. are produced. 

Complete Medical Care 

There i! a 75-bed infirmary and sev­
eral regularly employed trained nurs­
es where the crippled, epiliptic and 
sick children receive medlea1 aDd 
denW care. Two new cottages have 
recently been con trutted \\oith the 
help of PWA funds. but are no oc­
cupied due to the fact that there is 
no money a\'ailable for opera ting ex­
pense All department and build­
ings of the school will be open to vis­
itors on Saturday afternoon. The
