GENERAL SUMMARY

This was the coolest July since 1924. Monthly rainfall was
below normal. The first -and second decades were dry. The
third decade was humid with frequent showers. There were no
damaging thunder-gusts.. Monthly sunshine was 5% below
normal. _

The weather was moderately warm during the 1st-14th, cool
during the 15th-23d, and warm during the 24th-81st.

Heavy showers on the 29th flooded the streets of Cumberland
and Ellerslie; at Ellerslie the damage was $6,000.

Corn was good to excellent and other crops and pastures were
fair to good, except poor to fair over the southern and central
Eastern Shore; all improved during the third decade.

During the first week harvesting early peas in Garrett County
ended ; wheat and rye were threshed, harvesting oats ended, and
threshing oats began in the southern and central counties; in
the northern eounties harvesting wheat and rye ended, except
during the second week in Garrett County, and threshing wheat
and rye and harvesting oats began, except in western Maryland;
and digging early potatces became general in eastern and central
divisions. During the second week -threshing wheat and rye
and digging early potatees began in western Maryland, except
in Garrett County. During the third week oats were harvested in Allegany

and Washington Counties; threshing oatsended in the southern and central
counties and threshing wheat and rye and harvesting oats ended and thresh-

ing oats began in the northern counties, except in western Maryland; and |

harvesting cantaloupes began. During the fourth week harvesting oats
began in Garrett County ; threshing oats began in Allegany and Washington
Counties and ended in the northern counties from Frederick to New Castle;
early corn was in tassel and was earing and silking; early tobacco plants
were blooming. Harvesting early tomatoes, early sugar corn, truck crops,
and early tree fruits, and haying were in progress. Late potato plants
were good and growing nicely in western Maryland. Late potatoes came
up o good stands in the central and eastern divisions. Tobacco plants
were cultivated. = Sweet potato.tubers were making during the second
half of the month. —J. B., jr. .
