GOVERNOR BUCK 
KILLS RED MEN'S 

BILL BY VETO 
Disapproves Measure On Con­

stitutional Grounds; At­

tempt To Override Veto 

Fails In House; Political 

Pressure Leaves Governor 

Unmoved 

VETO MESSAGE 

Last Friday afternoon, Governor C. 
Dougla Buck returned to the Hou e, 
where it origina ted, Bill 112, which 
provided an indefin ite abeyance on a ll 
claims or assessments on the Red 
Men's Fraterna l Home proper ty in 
Newark. He returned this bill with a 
veto and a veto message explaining 
his action on constitu tional grounds. 

After the veto message had been 
l'ead, Representative Virden, who had 
introduced the bill, made a motion 
that t he bill be reconsidered, but the 
motion was lost by a vote of 21 to 13. 
It is considered that any further at­
tempt to reconsider the bill will be 
futile. 

By his action, Governor Buck saved 
t he taxpayers of Newark the imme­
diate sum of $5,392, which is t he total 
odd assessments which have already 
been made by the town against the 
Red Men's property. These assess­
ments are fOF sewer and curbing im­
provements. In his message Governor 
Buck stated t hat the General Assem­
bly of 1927 had authorized the im­
provements and the assessments, and 
t hat it would be inequitabl l'o to deprive 
the town of Newark of the right to 
collect its just claims against the 
property. 

The bill , a piece of vicious class 
legislation, was forced through both 
houses of the Legislature by the po­
li t ical power of the Red Men's State 
organization despite a determined 
fight on t he part of the Cou ncil of 
Newark and local taxpayers to have 
the measure defeated. The same po­
litical pressure was brought to, bear 
upon Governor Buck, but he studied 
the measure purely on its merits and 
demerit" and based hi s judgment on 
fa ir play and constitut ional propriety,

Governor Buck Keeps Faith 
At rare intervals a prominent political figure will stand out 

as a practical idealist, who has high and sound principles and the 
courage and strength to put them into force. A man with a high 
sense of integrity and justice, who refuses to be influenced or 
coerced by anything other than his feeling of responsibility to t~e 
people he serves. Delaware has recently produced such a figure In 
Governor C. Douglas Buck, and he has proved himself in the early 
stages of his administration. 

We suspected Governor Buck 'of these attrjbutes some time 
ago, before he was Governor. At the time that he was head of the 
State Highway Department we heard one of his highway officers 
characterize him as a "square shooter" with "guts." We will let 
the expression stand because we can think of no more polite ex­
pression as strong and apt, and because it was used by a man who 
is not easily fooled in the judgment of such attributes of character. 

.The Town of Newark has had convincing proof of Governor 
Buck's squareness, and moral uprightness and strength. The tax­
payers of this Town went out to fight a piece of vicious class 
legislation, directed against them. The bill, introduced in the State 
Legislature, was a direct and deliberate gouge at the Town of 
Newark. It had no basis of equity or precedent. It was unfair and 
unreasonable, and it was openly admitted that it had no place in 
the State Legislature. However, when Newark put up a determined 
fight against the measure, it found arrayed against it political 
influence which made Representatives and Senators repudiate 
pledges and promises, and, which forced the bill through both 
houses by a two-thirds majority vote. There is every reason to 
believe that the same pressure was brought to bear on Governor 
Buck, possibly in a greater force and measure than was used on 
the members of the two houses. Governor Buck made a thorough 
study of the measure and refused to approve it on constitutional 
grounds. 

The bill, in itself, was not an important State issue. It con­
cerned only the Town of Newark and a fraternal organization. 
However, the fraternal organization had state-wide political in­
fluence, which was valuable to Governor Buck. Governor Buck 
saw an injustice to a small minority of people and he acted firmly 
and unhesitatingly on the side of honesty and fairness, rather 
than on that of political expediency. Governor Buck might easily 
have withheld his veto from this measure and it would have been 
lost and forgotten and the political powers would have been 
satisfied. Instead he kept faith wjth his ideals and with .!ge small 
minority who were suffering an injustice.
