
Spring Break Cancelled

Spring break has been cancelled, according to 
university Head Honcho E.A. Trombone. 

"We thought the besf way to save money on 
electric bills, in addition to silencing the critics of 
the lengthened school year, would be to do away 
with Spring Break," Trombone said in a memo to 
LeRoy Jenkins, a maintenance worker. ~ 

Mr. Jenkins said, "I just found this thing in the 
mailbox this morning, and I thought the university 
community might want to know about it." · 

Trombone said he couldn't understand how the 
letter got in Jenkins' mailbox. "I c~uld have sworn 
that letter was addressed to Dr. Gamble," he said. 
L. Leo Gamble, university provost and big mahoff, 
was unavailable for comment. 
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Trombone explained that the university would 
save at least $85 by making the move. "This time 
of year, we can really save money on utilitie~," he 
explained. "Betweeen April 1 and April 30, we 
neither heat nor cool the buildings on campus. On 
the other hand if you will we have to air-condition . . 
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the buildings in late May. So it makes sense not to 
waste this beautiful weather we've been having." 

Later, at an impromptu press conference in the 
Memorial Hall bell tower, where Trombone was 
hiding until the incident blew over, a reporter from 
the Newark Weakly Ghost asked, "What about 
students who have already left for Florida?" 

Trombone answered, "I would say, speaking 
personally, that they're really up the creek, and 
with no paddle. That's what they get for leaving 
early." 

Asked if this was fair to those students, who will 
return to find they've missed a week of classes, 
Trombone queried in reply, "Is it fair that we're 
alive? Look at me - just back from the Virgin 
Islands, and I was due to leave for Guam next 
Monday, but- l'll just have to wait like everyone 
else. It is, and again I'm speaking personally, not 
as university-president, their tough beans." 

Student groups reacted quickly and decisively to 
the announcement The UDFF tabled a resolution 
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that would ask for further investigation of the 
matter. The RCS moved to reopen the tabled 
resolution for further debate, and the Coed Driving 
Committee decided to reorganize their group so 
they could show movies and throw their two cents 
into the fray. 

Faculty, too, were quite upset with the 
proclamation. One member of the AAPU who 
wished to remain anonymous (although we would 
divulge his name for a price) said, "This is very 
distressing. I was looking forward to doing some 
extra research over vacation. I'm really starting 
to feel bad about the amount of time I've been 
teaching this semester, when I'd much rather be 
publishing works of great importance in my field." 

Dr. John E. Worthless, vice honcho for Student 
Affairs and Administration, said, "We were going 
to charge a $19 Spring· Break fee, but it would be 
hard to collect and besides, we're number one in 
student charges ·already.

off. The next thing I knew the 
tower fell over and crushed 
my buil4ing. I don't know 
how I or anybody else in here 
got out alive. I hear everyone 
else in the other building got 
it. Tough break," Crablice 
added.

We 
can probably house people in 
Old College or the Commuter 
House. Besides, this will 
allow us to admit a lot of .

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New Computer 
To Vaporize 
ID Losers 

A new computerized 
identification system may be 
implemented by university 
Security, according to John 
Schnook, director of 
Security. 

The function of the 
computer would be to 
terminate any students who 
lose their · university ID's, 
Schnook said. The computer 
would issue death ray-guns to 
Security officers who would 
eliminate those students, he 
said. 

According to Schnook, the 
computer does not assure the 
officers victims, "just a 
license to hunt." 

The system will cost about 
$80,000 and will be funded by 
a gift from a private source, 
who requested that the 
system be used just on 
Irish-Catholic students, 
Schnook said.

On April 9th, the Phillies will open their 
1977 season at Veteran's Stadium against 
the Montreal Expos, and in rich major 
league baseball tradition, opening day will 
look more like a bicentennial hanllover 
than a simple "first game." . 

Don't worry, Kiteman won't be back to 
continue his Sky Deck ·demolition job, not 
to mention the job he's done on his body 
following two kamikaze flights into the 
centerfield seats. And no, Expo's second 
basemen Dave Cash isn't going to sing ttie 
Canadian national anthem in French, and 
then with a simple eeny-meeny-miny-mo 
pick his successor at second base between 
Dave Johnson, Ted Sizemore, Fred 
Andrews, and Terry Harmon. 

This year's main attraction is none other 
than Parachute Man himself, who, 
disguised as_ Pat Mulhern, mild-mannered 
engineer and draftsman for a metropolitan 
engineering firm, Newark resident, and a 
University of Delaware graduate, has 
made over 300 jumps. 

On that fateful day, Mulhern is going to 
leap out of his Cessna 182, piloted by 
Bernie Sayers, 4000 feet above the city of 
bodily harm, er excuse me, brotherly love . 
At 2500 feet, Mulhern will open his square 
chute and plummet into the Vet amidst the 
howling of all those loveable Phillies fans, · 
delivering that celebrated first ball to the 
pitcher. 

Sound easy? Well for Mulhern, whose 
been skydiving for two years, if everything 
goes right it should be . Mulhern has 
already jumped into the stadium once with 
no trouble, and his accuracy is 

phenomenal. On occasion, he has jumped 
from 16,000 feet and landed on a three inch 
disc. How's that for perfection? The 
square parachute he'll use in the ju~p 
carries him at speeds up to. 30 mph and 1s 
easily maneuvered. 

Mulhern not only concentrates on his 
own jumps, but teaches the fundamentals 
of skydiving to area people, serving as 
president and instructor for the Delaware 

. Club. DESCENT, a skydiving exhibition 
group which he formed, has performed 
around the nation and on Delaware's 
campus. 

As for his opening day jump, Mulhern 
sees only two possible problemsj the wind 
and turbulence at the stadium's brim and 
the warm updraft caused by the body heat 
of 60,000 beer-filled fans . According to 
Mulhern, "There's a lot of wind and 
turbulance around the lip of the stadium, 
so I have to go into ~he stadium at a slant, 

_-as close to the l~p as possible." As for the 
· other problem, Mulhern remarked, "I've 
got to keep away from the people or else I 
could end 11p suspended and unable to 
control my landing." 

Mulhern considers his act safe and puts 
down the daredevil label attributed to this 
skillful artist, stating, "With the proper 
timing and knowledge of equipment, you'll 
be safe. I got hurt more . playing football 
and wrestling in college." While at 
Delaware, Mulhern was a star lineman on 
the football team and, for Paul Billy's 
wrestling squad, won the 1973 MAC title in 
the 190-pound weight class and wrestled in 
the nationals . -
