Highlights Busy Year 
DR. DAM TO 
LECTURE ON 
VITAMINK 
KNOWLEDGE 

First Annual 
Biochemical 
Research Lecture 

, Here January 8 

D(. Hendrik Dam, of the University 
of Copenhagen, will deliver the annual 
Biochemical Research Foundation Lec­
ture in Mitchell Hall, Wednesday, Jan­
uary 8, at 8:15 p. m. The subject of the 
lecture will be "The Present State of 
Knowledge of Vitamin K." 

Dr. Dam, who is Associate Professor 
of Biochemistry of the University of 
Copenhagen, discovered vitamin K 
some years ago. This vitamin plays 
an important role in the human body 
in preventing hemorrhages by aiding 
in the clotting of the blood. Although 
adults seldom suffer from a deficiency 
of this vitamin, there are certain con­
ditions, such as obstructive jaundice, 
'Sprue, and ulcerative colitis, in which 
the administration of vitamin K may be 
necessary. This vitamin is found mainly 
in green leaves, such as spinach, and 
also in hog liver. It has recently been 
produced synthetically. 

New-born infants sometimes suffer 
from a lack of this vitamin and conse­
quently'hemmorrhages often occur dur­
ing the first week in life. Physicians at 
the University of Virginia have admin­
istered vitamin K to all the patients in 
the maternity clinic at the Virginia 
Hospital, with excellent results in pre­
venting hemmorahages of the n,ew­
born children.

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NEW YEAR'S DAY 
January 1, marking the beginning of the year, has been ob­

served as a public holiday for many centuries, certainly in Rome 
since the reformation of the calendar by Julius Caesar in the cen­
tury before Christ. 

Owing to the confusion in dates which has resulted from the 
imperfections of various calendars, which caused skipping of dates, 
at various times, New Year's Day may be said to be merely an 
arbitrary designation. As late as 1752 the adoption of the Greg­
orian calendar by England and the American colonies caused a 
skip of 11 days· 

However, regardless of the day designated as New Year'f\ at 
various 'times and in various countries, it has been generally ob­
served as a holiday. 

The Romans celebrated it with processions, abandonment of 
litigation and strife, exchanging of visits and of gifts, feasting and 
merry-making. Early fathers of the Christian church did not ap­
prove of these festivities, but recommended that the day be de­
voted to meditation, scripture reading and works of charity. 

But about the fourth century, when December 25 had been 
agreed upon for the observance of Christ's nativity, New Year's 
Day, falling one week later, began to assume a sacred character 
as the anniversary of the circumcision, and as such it still figures 
in the calendars of certain branches of the church. 

Other religious faiths, such as the Mohammedan and Jewish, 
have their own calendars, with distinctive holidays and festivals, 
in which their New Year's Day has a corresponding significance 
to that of Christendom. 

PREVENT "FLU" 
The Health Department in Washington has initiated safe­

guards to check influenza which has already entered parts of Vir­
ginia and spread to an extent that prompted Governor Price of 
that State to call upon Virginia health officers to stamp out the 
disease. 

The United States Public Health Service joined in an effort 
to confine the flu epidemic to California and Western States. Al­
though there were thousands of cases on the West Coast early in 
December they were fortunately of a mild type. Health officers re­
call that 1,452 cases broke out in a single Army Camp in twenty 
days when the epidemic was spreading in 1918. 

An Agricultural Department bulletin says grapefruit and ' 
oranges "are valued most highly in the diet." Vitamin C, found 
in citrus fruits, is regarded as a strong resistant to the flu germ. 
The Florida Citrus Commission specified grapefruit to be "espec­
ially rich in Vitamin C, and it also supplies the precious minerals 
that help alkalize your system in nature's own way."

Interest of Delaware livestock pro­
ducers will be centered on the Univer­
sity of Delaware and the University 
Farm of the Delaware Agricultural 
Experiment Station in late J anuary. A. 
E. Tomhave, acting head of the Dela­
ware Agricultural Experiment Station'S 
department of animal industry, has an­
nounced that his department will spon­
sor Livestock Day on Thursday. J an­
uary 30. at the Un iversity of Delaware 
in Newark. 

After a welcome by George L. 
Schuster. director of the Delaware Ag­
ricultural Experiment Station and the 
Delaware Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice, Claude E. Phillips of the Station's 
agronomy department will talk on the 
seeding. fertilization and management 
of Delaware pastures and thei r rela­
tion to economical milk production. 

Tomhave is scheduled to discuss the 
feeding of dairy calves and heifers. al­
ways an important part of the success­
ful operation of any dairy farm . 

One of the day's outstanding features 
will be inspection of the 20-year-old 
University Farm herd of purebred Hol­
stein cows. Two cows in the herd are 
more than 14 years old and have passed 
the 100.000-pound mark in milk pro­
duction. 

"Practical Herd Improvement for 
Delaware Dairyman" is the topic of the 
talk to be presented by Dr. T. A. Bak­
er. professor of animal husbandry in 
the University of Delaware's School of 
Agriculture. 

Final talk on the Livestock Day pro­
gram will be given by George M. Wor­
ilow, the New Castle County agricul­
tural agent. Worrilow will discuss "Ar­
tificial Insemination as a Step in Herd 
Improvement." Provision has been 
made for discussion periods after each 
of the day's talks so visiting dairymen 
will have plenty of opportunity to ask 
questions.
