MARYLAND AND DELAWARE - FEBRUARY 1968

SPECIAL WEATHER .SUMMARY

February 1968 was dry and cold. Precipitation
-was much below normal. Until the 29th, it was
the driest February on record for the entire
2-state area; but a low pressure system, bring-
ing rain and snow on the 29th, gave totals
(melted snow and rain) up to near 3/4 inch.
It did remain, however, a record-dry Febru-
ary for many stations, including Oakland, Hancock,
and Hagerstown. For the Weather Bureau first-
order stations at Baltimore and at Washington,
D. C., it was the second driest on record since
the driest for both stations was February 1901.

February was also an exceptionally sunny month
over much of the 2-state area. The percentage
of possible sunshine at the Baltimore Weather
Bureau Airport Station was 73 percent, a record
for February based on observations since 1951,

Little or no precipitation, combined with low
humidities and strong winds, dried out the ground

surface layer and intensified the fire danger
in the two states., The Maryland Department
of Forests and Parks reported this month as
having the most critical fire danger of any
February since records began in 1906. Allcoun-
ties were affected except Maryland's Garrett
County and western Allegany County, where a
snow cover remained most of the month. A
total of 179 forest fires were reported, with
528 acres damaged; several homes and farm
buildings were destroyed in the many. grass
and brush fires,

Temperatures averaged 3° to 9° below normal,
with the greatest departures in the Garrett
County area., For most stations in the 2-state
area, this February was not as cold as last
year's; however, it was the coldest at OQakland
since 1958, and for some stations, such as
Salisbury, Cambridge, Frostburg, and Annapolis,
the coldest since 1963.

DIMENSIONAL UNITS: Unless otherwise indicated, dimensiornal units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and
wind movement In miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65°F. In "Supplemental Data™
table directions entered in figures are.tene of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations,
QBSERVATION TIME: The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
Baving time. Snow on the ground in the '"Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations, For these
stations snow on ground values are at 7:00 a.m., E,S,T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation”.table, "Daily Temperature" ‘table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on' Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measpred in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
able. and Min in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at.time of observation. .

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
alning measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Climatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the '"Seasonal Snowfall" table, include
Snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice, .

NORMALS for all stations are climatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960,
DIVISIONS, as used in this publication, became effective with data for October 1956.
STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the gtation name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES: Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July
Tssve of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found in the annual issue of this publication.
