GENERAL SUMMARY

April wae milder than normal in western Maryland, but cooler
than normal, owing to prevalance of southeast winds, in central
and eastern d1v1sxons Precipitation was below normal. Monthly
sunshine and relative humidity were about normal. Monthly
snowfall was light and was confined to the Allegheny Mountain
region. There were no damaging winds.

The first decade, 16-20th, and 23d-24th were mild. Cool pe-
riods were 11-15th, 21st-22d, and 25-30th. Daytime tempera-
tores were warm for the season on 2d and 24th, and very cool
for the season on 12th, 13th, and 25th.

Monthly precipitation averaged nearly three-fourths of normal.
Totals were between 2 and 3 inches, except below 2 inches over
the extreme southern portion of the section and between 3 and
4 inches in the Allegheny Mountain highlands, in southern
Frederick, Carroll, and northern Baltimore Counties, and over the
extremne northern Eastern Shore. Rainfall wag heavy on 4th in
western Maryland and on 16th in central and eastern divisions.

Monthly snowfall averaged one-gixth of normal. In the Al-
legheny Mountain region light snow fell on the 12th, 13th, and
21st, and flurries occurred on 14th, 20th, and 25th. Flurries
occurred over the remainder of the section on 12th and 13th.

Wheat, rye, barley, grasses, and pastures improved, were nicely
green, and were fair to good. Fields were mostly too wet for
general plowing. and. planting, except during the second week,

when there 'was much plowing for corn in eastern and central

divisions. Planting of peas, early potatoes; truck, and gardens
and sowing of oats were in progress during favorable periods.
Tobacco and tomato seed in beds sprouted and sweet potatoes were
bedded. During the third decade growing crops were retarded
by coolness; crops planted or sown previously were coting up
or were up, except early potatoes; peas were good; some corn
was planted and rye was heading over southern and central por-
tions of Eastern Shore; fruit trees and strawberry plants were
blooming or were in bloom in eastern and central divisions and
in- eastern Washington County, and were budding to westward
thereof. Some tree fruit and strawberry blossoms, tomato plants,
and other-tender vegetation were damaged by freem\g tempera-
tures aud frosts of 26th, 28th, and 29th.  The growing season and
farming operations were much backward of normal, owing to cold

* TEMPERATURE
The monthly mean for the section, 51.9°, is 0.5° below nor-
mal. The highest ‘monthly mean was 54.0° at Takoma; the
lowest, 44.8°, atSines. The highest temperature, "86°, occurred
at Takoma on the 2d;-the lowest, 19°, at Sines on the 28th. The
-greatest local monthly range was 59° at Oakland and Sines; the
-Teast,- 449, at Crisfield and Solomons. The greatest daﬂy range
‘was 51° at QOakland on the 3d. : )

‘below normal. The greatest monthly amount was 4. 12inches at
Maryland Line; the least, 1.38 inches, at Crigfield. The greatest
924-hour amount was 1.51 inches at Aberdeen on the 16th. The
mwonthly average snowfall, 0.2 inch, iz 1.0 inch below normal.
The greatest monthly snowfall was 5.5 inches at Qakland. The
average number of days with (.01 inch or more of precipitation,
10, is normal.
