SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY

After the coldest winter for 27 years, since 1935-36,
April set new record maximurn temperatures on the 2d
and 3d. At Baltimore, the 89° maximum temperature on
the 3d exceeded the previous 90-year record for the date
by 9°. However, a cold front crossed the area during

the morning of the 4th bringing much cooler temperatures
and strong, drying, west-northwest winds. Widespread
minor damage was done by the wind. Much more damage
was done indirectly as winds with gusts to 60-70 m. p. h.
fanned sparks and small fires into large ones. About 200
fires burned several hundred acres of grass, brush, and
forest, as well as homes, barns, and other buildings.
Blowing sand and topsoil temporarily closed roads insev-
eral areas, particularly in Delaware. During the first
17 days of the month 600 fires were reported to State For-
esters, This does not include those fought by city an
county firefighters. i

Again on the 20th strong winds continued the drying pro-
cess of the past 4 weeks and fanned fires which burned
several thousand acres as well as several buildings, The
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largest was in the Gambrills area in Anne Arundel Coun-
ty.

On the 23d, passage of a cold front during the afternoon
again was followed by strong winds. One man waskilled
near Piscataway and six other persons were injured in
various localities by falling limbs and trees. Ten men
were injured as two apartment buildings under construc-
tion at Riverdale, Maryland, collapsed in the wind. For
the third time during the month, widespread minor dam-
age was caused by the wind. Fire damage was small be-
cause of showers during the previous night.

With strong winds highlighting the month, it is surprisingi
to note that the average wind at Baltimore was nearly 10
percent below the average.

Evaporation is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Min in "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending

at time of observation.
Normals for all stations are climatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960,
Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground"” Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.

Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
cauges of local variability in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.
