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MARYLAND AND DELAWARE - DECEMBER 1965

'SPECIAL WEATHER  SUMMARY

December 1965 is the second driest on record
for Maryland and Delaware, exceeded only by
December 1955, It was a record-breaking dry
month for some stations with long climatic re-
cords, such as Solomons inMaryland, and Bridge-
ville and Milford in Delaware,

Little or no snowfall, mostly traces, was re-
ported over Maryland and Delaware, except
in the Garrett County area where totals as much
as 9.4 inches were recorded.

Numerous thunderstorms, ' together with un-

seasonably warm temperatures, were reported

over central and eastern Maryland and Delaware
during the afternoon and evening of Christmas.

Drought Category with

Hail,- 1 /2 ~inch in size, was also reported,
espec1ally in northern areas. A review of Balti-
more's climatic record as far back as 1891 shows
no previous occurrence for this date; in fact,
only 13 thunderstorms were recorded by the
Weather Bureau at Baltimore for the entire
month of December during this same period.

The lack of significant rainfallfrom early October
through the end of the year brought a marked
intensification of the drought over Maryland
and Delaware. As of 31 December 1965, the
