February was windy ; the second half of the month was cold; snowfall was moderate
to heavy in western_Garrett County on the 17th; snowfall was moderate in Calvert
and St.” Marys Counties and heavy on the Eastern Shore on the 28th. March was
windy and snowy; snoewfall was moderate to heavy over the southern portion and

. heavy (10 to 17 inches) over the northern portion of the section during the 7-8th.
April was the first such month without any snow; the number of days with rain was
the least in April since 1899; the 6th-22d was the longest dry spell of record in April;
the 14-20th was summerlike. May was windy; damaging frosts occurred on the 13th
in the interior of the southern Eastern Shore, in the valleys of north-central Maryland,
and in western Maryland and on the 26th in the Allegheny Mountain region. June

‘was cool during the 1st-18th and warm thereafter; wet periods were May 29-June 5 and
June 12-17. The first and second decades of July were wet; the third decade was dry,
warm; andsunny. July 4 was wetand very cool; it was the coolest day of the month and
the-coolest July 4 of record. The first and third decades of ‘August were warm’; the
second decade was cool. A drought prevailed during the second and third decades of
September. The first half of October was very warm and sunny; hot weather during
the 4-7th, unprecedented for intensity and duration so late in the year, produced record
high temperatures for October; drought continued, except in Garrett County. In Novem-
ber thesecond and third decades were sunny. December was featured by dense fog dur-
ing the 2d-5th, and by heavy glaze on the 13th in western Maryland.—J. B.jr.
