To facilitate the description of the prominent named streets, they are 
designated as so many squares east or west of the uividing line, Market 
street; thus: Atlams, 9 squares west, means 9 squares west of l\Iarket. 

Streets running east and west from :\larket Street are known by the 
number with the wonl "East" or'' \Vest" prefixerl, and are numbered 
consecutively from Front Street to Twenty-eighth Street, at the Northern 
limit of the Ninth \Vanl, all others are named as follows: 

A STREET, south side, from ::\Iarket, east to Christiana avenue.
