Total wooded acreage dropped from
4,00 acres to 2,600 acres in 10 years.

Woods remo smanagement
and overuse are changing the natural
woodland character in this area, the
authors state.

“In a sense, northern New Castle
County is building ‘tself into a con-
crete and macadam version of the
Oklahoma dust bowl.”

Examination of 36 woodlots in the
urban strip revealed a at amount
of human activity including digging,
scraping, trampling undergrowth,
logging, shooting, camping and horse-
back riding

Researchers feel that much of this
uncontrolled human use is izcom-
patible with nature in that the \\ll(l-
land charact, of the woc
changed, le: ng it unsuitabl (n
much of the wildlife that lives there,
or for recreational purposes. They
note that the greatest amount of
abuse occurred along boundaries o
small woods located near residential
areas. “Much of this destruction ap-
peared to have been done by grade
school children.”

Catts, who heads tha ecology proj
ect, points out that more research is
needed to establish the level of hu-
man use that a wpods can tolerate,
He belicves that to maintain such
areas for future generations will re-
quire intelligent, long-range plan-
ning.
