I am submitting this letter in support of the Honors Degree in Ecology being proposed by the
Department of Entomology and Wildlife Ecology. This degree option offers an interesting and
challenging course of study for students in the Honors Program.

The proposal specifies a clear academic plan for achieving the Honors Degree within a four-year
timeline. Because this degree does not change the total number of Honors Students admitted to the
University, it will not require additional resources from the Honors Program directly.
