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GENERAL SUMMARY

This was the first moderately.cold and the first dry November !

since 1986. Cold weather was interrupted by mild tempera-
tures during the 7-8th, 10-11th, 15-19th, and 27-30th. The
days were clear from the 9th to- the 18th and overeast from the

19th to the 22d. Monthly sunshine was about 10% above
normal. There were no damaging winds.

Monthly precipitation was less than 1 inch in the northeast
portlon of the section and mostly between 1 inch and 2 inches
in the other divisions, and averaged 54% of normal.

Monthly snowfall was a trace to 0.5 inch in the eastern and
central divisions, 1 inch to 2 inches in Washington County, and
5 to 13 inches in Allegany and Garrett Counties, and aver agcd
normal.

Snow flurries occurred in the Allegheny Mountain region on
the 4th, in the Blue Ridge 7\Iount‘un region on the 4th and 5th,
in the extreme northern portion of the Eastern Shore during
the night of the 13-14th and on the 23d, in the eastern and
central divisions on the 21st, 22d, and 2)th, and in the-west-

ern and central divisions on the 23d.

Snowfall was light to heavy on the 5th and light on the 22d in w wtm‘n

Maryland. Light snow fell over the section on ‘the 20th, except over the

eastern half of the Eastern Shore and the central and western portions of
Garrett County. nght snow fell in the Allegheny Mountam region on
the 21st and 30th.

. Early sown wheat, rye, and barley were growing, were good color, and
were good to excellent. Pagtures w ere fair to good. . -

During the first decade sowing graing on the extreme southern Eastern
Shore, dl;:um;, sweet potatoes on the southern and central Eastern St lore,
and picking late apples, late peaches, and Keiffer pears over-the section
ended. Dlggmv late po‘mtoes énded during the first decade in the norh-
ern portion and during the second decade in ‘the southern portion’ of
the central and eastern divisions. Late sown grains came up during the
first and second decades. Harvesting late autumn crops, husking corn,
gpreading fertilizer, cutting wood, plowing, combining soy beanu stripping
tobaceo, butchering, g 1ther1ng holl), and makmg hoUv wreaths were in
progress.
