Graffiti­

of spray paint, markers 
to minors

NEWARK POST STAFF WRITER The Newark City Council tabled 
an ordinance Monday night that 
would regulate the sale of "graffiti 

implements" to persons under the age of 
18 and would forbid minors from pos­
sessing them except under direct super­
vision by parents, teachers or employ­
ers. 

"Graffiti implements" are defined as 
spray paint, broad-tipped markers, paint 
sticks or graffiti sticks, which include 
any "solid form of paint, chalk, wax, 
epoxy or other similar substance." 

If approved, the law would prohibit 
anyone under 18 years old from having 
or buying these items, except with the

Ball rolling on off­
campus housing 
certification 
City, Bonistall 
Foundation work­
ing on details

The 'ball is rolling on 
a program meant to 
secure safe off-campus 

housing for college students 
in Newark. 

The city has been working 
with Mark Bonistall of the 
PEACE OUTside Campus, 
the Lindsey M. Bonistall 
Foundation, on preliminary 
plans for an off-campus apart­
ment certification program. 
The Newark City Council 
voted last month to support 
the project. 

PEACE OUTside Campus, 
an organization dedicated to 
promoting safe living envi­
ronments in off-campus col­
lege communities, formed 
after the death of Mark 
Bonistall's daughter, Lindsey 
Bonistall, in May 2005. A 
sophomore at the UJ,liversity 
of Delaware, Lindsey was 
raped and strangled in her 
Towne Court apartment by an 
intruder. 

The crime rocked the 
Newark community, and city 
council responded by increas­
ing safety standards for new 
apartment complexes by 
requiring outdoor security 
lighting, approveq locks on 
all exterior and sliding glass 
doors and peepholes on doors 
to individual apartments. 

To be certified as "safe" 
by PEACE OUTside Campus, 
apartments must comply with 
standing city and state build­
ing codes, as well as a list 
of .criteria set forth by the 
foundation. 

Already, the city's build­
ing department does a yearly 
check of rental properties 
to make sure they conform 
to the city's strict mainte­
nance codes. "We're already 
checking for about 90 per­
cent of what the Bonistall 
Foundation is talking about," 
said Newark's Building 
Director Tom Sciulli. 

But, to be certified through 
PEACE OUTside Campus, 
landlords must go a step 
further, volunteering for an 
additional level of inspection. 
Heightened standards include 
landscaping techniques . and 
additional locks on sliding 
glass doors and windows, 
among other items. 

Sciulli said the city will 
likely assist or manage inspec­
tions. In doing so, the build­
ing department will expand 
its current annual inspection 
program to include a unit-by­
un.it inspection of an appr07 
pnate sample of apartments 
in large complexes that want 
to be certified as "safe." 
Those rentals that pass the 
inspection will be listed on 
the foundation's Web site, 
which can be accessed by UD 
students. 

Sciulli said the program 
is in the beginning stages. 
Discussion about the program 
and its specifics will continue 
between the city and Bonistall 
Foundation . .

State Parks staff goes to school 
W hen you work for a 

large division with sites 
spread throughout the 

state, it can be tough getting to 
know the details of all of them. 
Some of your colleagues you 
might know only as voices on 
the phone. 

At the 3rd Annual Delaware 
State Parks School held in 
October at Delaware Technical 
and Community College, 180 
staff members of the Delaware 
Division of Parks and Recreation 
spent a day learning more about 
peers and issues in their field and 
their division. 

Special guest Dr. Stuart 
Johnson of the Louisiana State 
Parks system shared the chal­
lenges his agency faced in the 
wake of Hurricanes Katrina and 
Rita, which struck Louisiana 
last August and September. His 

dramatic before-and-after slides 
of park scenes, as well as the 
sobering statistic that the dam­
aged parks stand to lose up to 
90 percent of their once lush tree 
cover, drew shocked and sympa­
thetic murmurs. 

The afternoon was devoted 
to workshops that detailed trail 
building, historic preservation 
practices, mapping, monitor­
ing for illegal behavior by park 
patrons, "green" practices for 
parks, deer management and a 
close up look at Delaware's most 
dangerous flora and fauna, from 
poison ivy to chiggers. 

Staff also had the opportunity 
to take a guided photo . tour of 
the Parks' newest acquisition, the 
Auburn Heights Preserve in north­
ern Delaware, which includes 
an elegant Victorian mansion, a 
unique collection of steam-pow-

ered cars and 187 acres of lush, 
rolling countryside. 

"Delaware's State Parks pro­
grams, land holdings and manage­
ment issues are very diverse, from 
ocean beaches and inland bays to 
forestland and historic sites," said 
Parks Deputy Principal Assistant 
Greg Abbott. "It is difficult for 
Qur staff to manage their day-to­
day responsibilities and still keep 
up with the new initiatives in our 
park system. 

Abbott added that the State 
Parks School allowed the staff to 
"change gears a little" and spend 
a full day focused on important 
issues and preparing to better 
serve visitors.

Cell u los.ic ethanol' OUT OF TIlE ATIIC

A re you confused by the reports of 
ethanol (as a transportation fuel) 
derived from corn? The edito­

rial in the 2 June 2006 SCIENCE by 
Professor Chris Somerville, molecular 
and plant cell biologist, sheds a good 
deal of light on the claims. Somerville is 
at Stanford University and also director 
of The department of plant biology at the 
Carnegie Institution. 

He starts with the idea 
that the only method of pro-

. ducing transportation fuels 
competitive with fossil fuels 
is from biomass captured 
via photosynthesis. In Brazil 
(now using 25 percent of 
alternative fuel) and India, 
large amounts of biomass Gruber 

- (cellulose) are available 
from sug'ar cane. In America, cellulose 
is mostly available from corn. It must be 
understood alcohol, notably ethanol, may 
be extracted from two parts of that plant. · 
The golden grain (off the cob) ha~ peen 
converted for centuries relatively easily 
to grain alcohol, ethanol - the product is 
moonshine or more commonly, whiskey. 

The rest of the corn plant, called sto­
ver, can also be coaxed into ethanol but 
with difficulty. The problem is we have 
insufficient knowledge. Despite centuries 
of working with celluloses from trees' and 
other plants to make, for example, paper 
we still don't know the efficient enzymes 
that make the alcohol. One of the prob­
lems, as in wine making, is that as the 
percentage of alcohol increases, the yeast 
that ferments the sugars is killed. 

Now let's examine the quantities of 
the alcohol that would be necessary to 
replace only gasoline and diesel. (The 
statistics are Somerville's.) We currently 
use 140 billion gallons of ground trans­
port fuel annually mostly from fossil 
sources such as petroleum. Unfortunately 
fossil fuel and alcohol fuel are not equal 
in energy and it would take 200 billion 

. gallons of ethanol to replace the current 
gasoline and diesel. Presently, the USA 
has approximately 90 corn-grain to etha­
nol refineries producing 4.5 billion gal­
lons annually. Obviously the amount of 
corn-grain available for fuel has a maxi­
mum as it is a major source of food for 
humans a~d farm animals and the area of 
land for useful production keeps decreas­
ing with population growth and urban 
sprawl. (Delaware is a perfect example 
of this trend.) Of course as competition 
for the food supply increases so will the 
prices. 

That leaves the stover as principal 
asset. The Oak Ridge National Laboratory 
estimates we could produce 1.3 billion 
tons of dry biomass per year in addi­
tion to present forestry and agricultural 
oroduction. Theoretically 100 gallons of 
Ilcohol can be made per ton of dry bio-

mass meaning the maximum output from 
stover is 130 billion gallons. As stated 
earlier we would need 200 billion gallons 
to replace all the petroleum ground trans­
port fuel. (Reminder - theoretical may be 
a long way from actual.) 

To give some perspective on the con­
dition of research, Professor Somerville 
estimates a mere one percent' of the 
National Institute of Health budget would 
equal the total plant biology budgets of 
all federal agencies. He made no mention 
of industrial budgets. He also believes 
to pull all the science and engineering 
together to solve the effort of making 
ethanol from bio mass such as corn 
stalks will take an effort similar to the 
atomic bomb development done by the 
Manhattan Project. 

The 2007 Federal Budget proposed 
$150 million to make cellulosic ethanol 
competitive with corn-grain alcohol by 
2012. Apparently the political thinking is 
more optimistic than the scientist's. 

Retired after 32 years with Dupont, 
the writer also was a Christmas tree 
farmer for 25 years.

On Nov. I, paramedics 
from New Castle County EMS 
began working under updated 
advanced life support treatment 
guidelines. These guidelines 
will allow paramedics to treat 
patients based on the most cur­
rent technology available. 

With the new guidelines, 
new equipment, including auto­
matic ventilators, and medica­
tions will be added to paramedic 
units. These were previously 
used only in Delaware hospi-

tals. Officials say they will help 
in the event of a pandemic flu 
outbreak. 

A committee of paramed­
ics from three counties and 
Delaware State Police researched 
and developed the new guide­
lines. They also adopted the 
latest recommendations by the 
American Heart Association to 
treat sudden cardiac arrests and 
other cardiac emergencies.

permission of a parent or guard­
ian, a teacher or an art instructor. 

The ordinance is intended to 
aid the city's ongoing battle with 
graffiti vandalism, an effort the 
Newark Police Department dedi­
cated resources to at the start 
of the year. In July, the depart­
ment announced it had arrested 
21 people on more than 200 graf­
fiti-related charges since January. 
Those arrests included 12 minors 

and nine adults, ranging in age 
from 18 to 22 years old. 

Though several residents at 
Monday's city council meeting 
agreed with the intent of the law, 
the content, they said, seemed 
extreme. 

"I certainly understand the 
problem graffiti poses to commu­
nity members ... and the obvious 
financial strain, but at the same 
time, I'm sure there's a way to go 
about this with less restrictions, " 
said resident Daniel Siders. 

Siders and others questioned

the application of the law. Would 
a 7 year-old with sidewalk chalk, 
for instance, be in violation? What 
about a group of high school stu­
dents decorating for homecom­
ing? Would they be able to pur­
chase magic markers without an 
adult present? 

"A 16-year-old with spray paint 
on a Saturday night probably isn't 
going to do anything productive. 
But at the same time ... there are 
plenty of good uses for people 
to have permanent marking tools 
or less permanent ones as well," 
said Siders. 

Rocco Curro, owner of Scott 

True Value on Elkton Road, 
spoke about the ordinance's effect 
on retail stores. The law would 
require stores to keep "graffiti ' 
implements" under surveillance. 
"This creates more of a prob­
lem for us as a retailer. I have 
to become an enforcer also," he 
said. 

Curro said, for the past 1 0 
years, he has refused to sell spray 
paint to kids under 18 years old. 
He suggested the council reduce 
the restricted items to spray paint 
and markers. Even so, he said, "I 
don't know what it will really do. 
The kids can obviously find these 

materials anywhere if they get 
creative enough." 

After some discussion, council 
voted to table the ordinance until 
the next council meeting in order 
to learn more about the age of 
people committing acts of graffiti 
and the tools they use. 

Councilman Stu Markham 
said he was looking' for some 
leniency in the law's application 
to minors possessing craft mate­
rials. "I just know a lot of good 
kids that do a lot of crafting, and 
I'm concerned about their true art 
being restricted," he said.

friends of Kenya. The organiza­
tion launched in 2001 to cham­
pion issues of Kenyans in both 
the United States and their native 
country. 

Mong'are explained how 
the annual charity dinner event, 
Dining ' for a Cause, began. In 
2004, he said, DEKA partic­
ipated in a Wilmington AIDS 
Walk. Afterwards, Mong'are 
wondered, "How can we help 
those back in Africa?" 

He came up with the answer 
that night as he sat down to a din­
ner of Kenyan cuisine. If you want 

people to support your cause, he 
thought, you must introduce them 
to your culture and your food. 

DEKA met five Saturdays in 
a row to discuss and plan. On 
that sixth Saturday in 2004, the 
organization held its first Dining 
for a Cause event. The dinner 
benefited HIV / AIDS . orphans in 
Kenya. In 2005, they held a sec­
ond event, again for HIV / AIDS 
orphans and for African women 
trying to find work. 

DEKA's third Dining for a 
Cause, held this November, used 
the slogan "Water is life," and 

. raised money for wells. Newark 
native Joyce Tannian, now a vol­
unteer instructor in the village of 

, 
Isiniya in Kenya, has seen first­
hand how devastating the Kenya 
drought season can be because 
locals do not have an adequate 
water supply. 

Kimmie Weeks, the dinner's 
keynote speaker, described it this 
way: "Imagine walking from 
Wilmington to Newark with a 
container for water in your hand, 
only to find no water once you 

. get there." 
Weeks talked about how chil­

dren are pulled out of school by 
their parents in order to help in 
the strenuous search for water. 
"From 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. daily, they 
se<l)"ch for water. These people 
live off the land," he said.

"When 
we forget where home is, we have 
to feel shame," he said.

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Blue Hens want to start turnaround immediately

The 2006 University of 
Delaware football season is now 
in the record books.

The Blue Hens 5-6 record 
was the team's first losing season 
under coach K.C. Keeler, who 
said that he, his coaches and his 
players, do not now, and never 
will, have the taste for losing. 

Following the team's loss to 
Villanova to close out the season, 
Keeler took all the blame for 

what happened this season. 
Keeler has never been the kind 

of coach to point the finger or 
pass the buck, and that's to his 
credit. 

"We'll get it fixed, I abso­
lutely know we'll get it fixed," 
said Keeler, at his season-end, 
ing Media Luncheon last week. 
"I feel pretty good about the 
direction we're going to go," he 
added. 

It's doubtful any coach at the 
I-AA level would have been able 
to win many games with the num­
ber of injuries that plagued the 
Blue Hens this season. 

Again Keeler would not make 
excuses, as injuries are always 
part of football, but the Hens did 
have to playa bunch of freshman 
and sophomores before they were 
ready for varsity action, espe­
cially on defense. 

"I hope people are unhappy 
with this. This is not the Delaware 
football I remember. I know I'm 
not happy with it," said Keeler. 

Delaware's defense was the 
.worst in the tough Atlantic-lO, 
but defensive coordinator Nick 
Rapone said he's confident things 
will get better in 2007. "Yes we 
can change. It starts with attitude 

and recruiting . . . we have to 
find a way to get them better," 
he said.

The Blue Hens start all over 
again on August 30 with a road 
game against William and Mary, 
down in Williamsburg. 

Keeler added that this year's 
inexperienced fust and second 
year players should be better pre­
pared in '07 because of the play­
ing time they received this year.

include the Andrew Eliason House, 
Frame and Log House, John 
Zelefro Crouch House, Leftovers, 
the Williamsburg House and the 
Davis Store, all in Odessa, and the 
Baker Residence and Fairview in 
Middletown. 

Nominated in 1985 to the 
National Register of Historic 
Places, the Andrew Eliason House 
is the home of Judith Fisher 
and Katherine Bannon. Built by 
Eliason in 1856, this three-story, 
16-room, brick Federal plantation 
house and former carriage house 

stand on only 1.64 acres of what 
was once 900 acres of farmland. 

The Frame and Log House 
was lived in and treasured from 
1941 through 2003 by Marge 
and Jesse Loven, and it is still 
owned by family members Shawn 
and Rosemary Goodier. Built 
with white oak logs in 1740, and 
restored in 1941 by Rodney Sharp, 
the plans and details of construc­
tion of the Frame and Log House 
can be found in Pre-Revolutionary 
Architecture in Delaware by 
George Fletcher Bennett. 

In 1854, John Crouch began 
building his brick house directly

The paneled door to the residence 
is topped by a three-light transom, 
while the commercial entrance 
is composed of a central double 
door with a two-light rectangular 
transom flanked by shuttered shop 
windows and pilasters. Two Davis 
families operated the store from 
1828 until the early 1960's. 

A little outside Odessa and 
best reached by car, the Baker 
Residence in the Estates at 
Commodore II is the home of 
Barry and Paulette Baker. An 
American Colonial Country house 
built in 1989-1990, its style is 
typical of the 18th century story­
and-a-half homes found in the 
Virginia tidewater region. Over 
200-year-old reclaimed barn sid­
ing and beams are used through­
out the house. 

A visit to Fairview, the home 
of Georgia and Richard Renck, 
is an excellent opportunity to see 
a "restoration in progress" of a 
relatively simple farmhouse. The 
main and largest section dating 
to about 1812 has a central stair 
hall flanked by two rooms on both 
the first and second floors. The 
original section of the house dates 
back to the last third of the 18th 
Century and consists of a heated 
"hall" on the fIrst floor with an 
original cooking fireplace and nar­
row "winder" stairs leading to the · 
second floor.

House built by wealthy merchant 
David Wilson in 1769; the Brick 
Hotel that became William Polk's 
"new brick house" in 1822 after 
serving as a hotel and tavern for 
nearly a century; the Collins­
Sharp House, one of Delaware's 

oldest houses and dating to 1700; 
and the Corbit-Sharp House built 
in 1774 by William Corbit, who 
operated a tannery on the banks of 
the Appoquinimink Creek. 

In addition, the former Odessa 
Bank is owned by the Historic 
Odessa Foundation and open only 
for ticket sales on the day 'of the 
tour. This very fine 19th-century 

building was originally erected in 
1853 as the New Castle County 
National Bank of Odessa and 
operated as a bank . until 2000, 
finally as PNC. 

Shortly after the bank closed it 
was purchased by the late Bayard 
Sharp who restored the bank and 
donated it to the Historic Houses 
of Odessa.

approved by the U.S.DOE 
before they can implement their 

. growth models for the 2006-
2007 school year. Delaware was 
immediately approved to use its 
growth model for the current 
school year. 

Core Principles 
The bright-line principles for high-quality growth models are: 

1) Ensure that all students are proficient by 2014 and set annual 
state goals to ensure that the achievement gap is closing for all 
groups of students; 

2) Set expectations for annual achievement based upon meeting 
grade-level proficiency and not upon student background or 
school characteristics; 

3) Hold schools accountable for student achievement in reading/lan­
guage arts and mathematics; 

4) Ensure that all students in tested grades are included in the 
assessment and accountability system, hold schools and districts 
accountable for the performance of each student subgroup, and 
include all schools and districts; 

5) Include assessments, in each of grades 3 through 8 and high 
school, in both reading/language arts and mathematics that 
have been operational for more than one year and have received 
approval through the NCLB standards and assessment review 
process for the 2005-06 school year; 

6) The assessment system must produce comparable results from 
grade to grade and year to year and track student progress as part 
of the state data system; 

7) Include student participation rates and student achievement as 
separate academic indicators in the state accountability system.

Timeline 
In early 2005, the U. S. 

Department of Education indi­
cated it would take a common­
sense approach to implement­
ing the No Child Left Behind 
Act of 2001 (NCLB). Called 
"Raising Achievement: A New 
Path for No Child Left Behind," 
the plan established that, when 
states show results and follow 
the tenets of NCLB, they will 
be eligible for new tools to help 
them meet the law's goal of get­
ting every child to grade level 
proficiency by 2013-14. 

In November 2005, the 
U.S.DOE invited states to par­
ticipate in a pilot project for 
no more than 10 states where 
growth models would detennine 
whether schools made adequate 
yearly progress (AY~). States 

open to new ideas," she said, 
"but when it comes to account­
ability, we are not taking our eye 
off the ball." 

Growth models track individ­
ual student achievement from one 
year to the next, giving schools 
credit for student improvement 
over time. The pilot program 
enables the Department to rigor­
ously evaluate growth models 
and ensure their alignment with 
NCLB, and to share these results 
with other states. 

According to the Delaware 
DOE, the state already has a 
data system with a unique stu­
dent identifier that allows for 
assessment data to be tracked 
and matched from year to year 
for each student. But, individual 

were also given the core prin­
ciples that would be used to 
evaluate the state growth model 
proposals and an overview of 
how the models received by the 
deadline of Feb. 17 of this year 
would be reviewed. U.S.DOE 
staff also conducted three 
Question and Answer sessions 
with state education officials 
via teleconference prior to the 
review process that began in 
April. 

Only Tennessee and North 
Carolina received· full approv­
al to implement their growth 
model in the ftrst peer review .

will not be provided to parents 
because this is a school and sub­
group growth model. 

The U.S.DOE plans to 
approve no more than 10 high­
quality growth models for the 
pilot program (See Timeline 
BOX). Tennessee and North 
Carolina received full approv­
al to implement their growth 
model in the 2005-2006 school 
year. As a condition of par­
ticipation in the pilot, those 
two states must share data on 
which schools made AYP ·under 
each model (status and growth). 
Spellings stated that these states 
would provide data by the end 
of the year that would be shared 
with the public. 

review for these five states 
was conducted in October and 
Delaware. Arkansas and Florida 
qualified. 

All other states wishing to 
participate in the program for 
the 2006-2007 school year had 
to submit new growth model 
proposals to the U.S.DOE by 
Nov. 1. Arizona, California, 
Iowa. Hawaii, Ohio, Nevada, 
New Hampshire, Pennsylvania, 
and Utah have applied for the 
remaining five slots. 

The peer reviewers, who rep­
resent academia, private orga­
nizations and state and local 
education agencies, reviewed 
each proposal based on the Peer 
Review Guidance issued by the 
U.S.DOE as a road map for 
developing the models.

LEGAL NOTICE 

CHANGES ARE MADE IN DETERMINATIONS OF BASE FLOOD ELEVATIONS 
FOR NEW CASTLE COUNTY, DELAWARE UNDER THE 

NATIONAL FLOOD INSURANCE PROGRAM 
On January 17, 2007, the Department of Homeland Security's Federal Emergency Management 
Agency identified Special Flood Hazard Areas (SFHAs) in New Castle County, Delaware, and Unin­
corporated Areas, through issuance of a Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM). The Mitigation Division 
has determined that modification of the elevations of the flood having a 1-percent chance of being 
equaled or exceeded in any given year (base flood) for certain locations in these communities is 
appropriate. The modified Base Flood Elevations (BFEs) revise the FIRM for the communities. 

The changes are being made pursuant to Section 206 of the Flood Disaster Protection Act of 1973 
(Public law 93-234) and are in accordance with the National Flood Insurance Act of 1968, as amend­
ed (Title XIII of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968, Public law 90-448), 42 U.S.c. 
4001-41.28, and 44 CFR Part 65. 

A hydraulic analysis was performed to incorporate the effects of the fill placement along Tributary 
to 'Belltown Run from approximately 240 feet upstream to approximately 750 feet upstream of 
confluence with Belltown Run. This has resulted in an increase and decrease in SFHA width, and es­
tablishment of BFEs for Tributary to Belltown Run. The table below indicates new BFEs for selected 
locations along the affected lengths of the flooding source(s) cited above.

Under the above-mentioned Acts of 1968 and 1973, the Mitigation Division must develop criteria ' 
for floodplain management. To participate in the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP), the 
community must use the modified BFEs to administer the floodplain management measures of the 
NFlI'. These modified BFEs will also be used to calculate the appropriate flood insurance premium 
rates for new buildings and their contents and for the second layer of insurance on existing build­
ings and contents. 
Upon the second publication of notice of these changes in this newspaper, any person has 90 days 
in which he or she can request, through the Chief Executive Officer of the community, that the 
Mitigation Division reconsider the determination. Any request for reconsideration must be based 
on knowledge of changed conditions or new scientific or technical data. All interested parties are 
on notice that until the 90-day period elapses, the Mitigation Division's determination to modify 
the BFEs may itself be changed.
