This was a mild and sunshiny November.

Mild and warm weather from the 1st.to the 23d was inter-
rupted by moderate cold on the 9th and 16th and was followed
by unseasonable cold from the 24th to the 29th, which was the
firat general freeze of the season. The 30th was mild. :

The change to much colder on Tnanksgiving Day was attended
by heavy snow during the 24th and at night of the 24-25th in
western Maryland and by light rain and light sleet during the
24th followed by moderate to heavy snow at night of the 24-25th
in the central and eastern divisions. This snowfall was the
heaviest of record in November. :

Monthly precipitation totaled somewhat above normal, except
slightly below normalin Anne Arundel, northern Prince Georges,

eastern Howard, Baltimore, Harford, and northeast New. Ca%tle

Snow depths of the 94-95th inereased from 2.5 inches in
extreme southern Somerset Couniy northwurd to 8 to 12 inches
over the northern half of the section. Snow flurries occurred
in north-central Maryland and light snow fell in southern

"Maryland and on the Eastern Shore during the night of the 26-
27th. Light snow fell on the 27th and snow flurries ocemrred
on the 28th in the Allegheny Mountain region.

Autumn crops were good to excellent. Grasses and pastures
weré good. Early grains grew nicely and were in fine condition.
Later sown grains came up to good stands. Latestsown grains
did not come up during the third decade. Picking late apples,
digging sweet potatces, and sowing grains ended during the
second decade.
