Beyond 
the lab 
Researchers educate, advocate 
for Huntington's Disease

I n a lab at the Delaware Biotechnology 
I,nstitute here in Newark, University 
of Delaware students and researchers 

investigate possible therapeutics for a 
disease that affects about one in every 
10,000 people in this country. 

For these researchers, understanding 
Huntington 's Disease - a disorder that 
causes a loss of mental faculties and 
physical control - goes beyond test 
tubes and microscopes to education and 
patient advocacy. 
Eric Kmiec, Ph.D., and Hetal Parekh­
Olmedo began looking at Huntington's

DEMA director discusses emergency response 
Preparation, communi­
cation are key, he says

What does the state do in 
emergency situations? 
What can residents do 

to be better prepared? 
Jamie Turner, director of 

the Delaware Emergency 
Management Agency (DEMA), 
answered these questions and 
more for Newark area residents 
at a talk sponsored by St. Rep. 
Stephanie trlbrich, R-25, Tuesday. 
night. 

Turner gave a presentation on 
DEMA's preparation, response 
and recovery procedures for 
weather emergencies - hurri­
canes, snowstorms; tornadoes 
- and no-notice emergencies, 

such as chemical leaks. 
"Can we stop the problem? 

Sometimes yes and sometimes 
no," said ·Turner. "We can't do 
anything about rain. We can't 
stop the snow. And we have yet to 
decide how we're going to keep 
hurricanes from hitting us:: 

When confronted with a pre­
dictable emergency, such as 
Tropical Storm Ernesto that rolled 
through Delaware this Labor Day 
weekend, planning starts at least 
a week before the storm, said 
Turner. 

Staff closely monitors weather 
reports in the five to seven days 
leading up to the weather event 
and' holds conference calls with 
weather experts and emergency 
personnel from around the region. 
The public and media are kept 
abreast of the situation through 
press releases and notices. 

"When we have a storm of any

Error found 
in lawsuit award 

The jury award for Donald 
M. Durkin Contracting Inc., 
the company fired by the city 
of Newark from the reservoir 
project in 2004, has been 
reduced by $1.7 million due.to 
a clerical error. 

The city is now responsible 
for paying $36.7 million to the 
company for breach of contract 
and civil rights violations in a 
lawsuit that found the city fired 
Durkin without giving proper . 
notice. 

U.S. District Court Judge 
Gregory M. Sleet ruled before 
the trial began that the city 
breached its contract with 
Durkin by'_ failing to provide 
the required seven-day notice 
of termination. 

A jury ruled the city owed 
Durkin $5.5 million for work 
performed before the company 
was fired, $6.2 million for 
expenses related to the project 
after the fact and $25 million 
for violation of the contractor's 
constitutional rights. 

City officials have said the 
award is excessive and plan to 
appeal. 

City joins state fund 
I 

Money collected by the city 
of Newark's electric utility 
for Green Energy fees will be 
pooled with state funds, city 
council reafftrmed at its Oct. 9 
meeting. 

Money from the state 
fund, which Delmarva Power 
customers pay into, is dispersed 
to commercial and residential 
projects that make uSe of green 
energy technologies, such as 
solar power or solar 'water 

heating. wind turbines and 
geothermal heat pumps. 

Newark's contribution __ 
about $72,000 annually ~ will 
be kept in a separate pool from 
the larger state fund, but the 
state will administer the money 
to projects that meet application 
requirements, said finance 
Director George Sarris. 

Joining the state fund, he 
said, makes Newark no worse 
off. "If Newark has 100 
applications lined up and the 
state's doing nothing, that may 
put pressure on them to share a 
little of it," he said. 

Electric rate error on 
agenda 

At its Monday, Oct. 23, 
meeting, the Newark: City 
Council will .review options 
for correcting an eJ,Tor in an 
electric rate increase that left 
the city with a budget shortfall 
of $1.5 million. 

The shortfall was disCovered 
when the University of 
Delaware - the city's largest 
utility customer ~ found the 
electric rate increase violated 
a longstanding contract with 
the city. 

Electric costs for the 
university were raised by 15 
percent in July, while the total 
average percentage. increase 
for all other customers was 
3.1 percent. A clause in the 
university agreement says itS 
rate change can not be more 
than this average increase. 

Council discussed the error 
at its Sept. 25: meeting, ask­
ing staff to return with creative 
solutions. . 

magnitude that comes up, we'll 
talk to everybody from Cape 
Charles, Va., up through Cecil 
County, Chester and Delaware 
County, Pa. We aU get on the call 
and talk about how we're going to 
handle the situation," he said.

Candidates trade 
views at forum

Fourteen candidates running 
for state and federal offices 
had the opportunity to pres­

ent their views to voters at a 
forum held Thursday, Oct. 12, at 
the Embassy Suites in Newark. 

More than 50 people attend­
ed the event, sponsored in 
part by the West Chestnut Hill 
Residents Association and several 
Newark area civic associations. 
Candidates for Congress traded 
views on national issues includ­
ing healthcare and the war in 
Iraq, while state-level candidates 
spoke on issues closer to home 
- rising energy costs and fund­
ing for public schools. 

The three candidates hoping 
to defeat RepubliCan inc\}m­
bent U.S. Rep. Mike Castle in 
November's election attended the 
forum. Castle, who is recovering 
from a minor stroke, sent a cam­
paign aide in his stead. For each 
candidate, the war in Iraq was a 
major, national concern; 

Democratic candidate Dennis· 
Spivack called the war a "mis­
take from the beginning." The 
question now, he said, is "how do 
we get out of there in a respon­
sible fashion?" Spivack said, if 
elected, he wou~d work towards a 

"responsible exit strategy" 
Karen Hartley-N(!.gle, who 

is running as an independent 
Democrat, spoke on the econom­
ic and human costs of war in Iraq 
and said she favored a 12- to 18-
month exit plan. 

Green party candidate Michael 
Berg, whose soldier son was killed 
in Iraq, called for the immediate 
withdrawal of troops. He spoke 
on the deaths of American sol­
diers and Iraqis, citing the recent 
finding that more than 655,000 
Iraqis have died, in the conflict. 

"I'm here to tell you that every 
one of those 655,000 deaths 
is a waste and is de¥astating. 
Immediate (withdrawal) is what 
we need," he said. 

Two candidates ' vying for the 
U.S. Senate seat held by U.S. 
Sen: Tom Carper spoke at the 
forum. Carper did not attend. 

Republican candidate Jan Ting 
named immigration policy as a 
primary concern. Ting, the son 
of Chinese immigrants, served 
as assistant commissioner of the 
Immigration and Naturalization 
Service under President George 
H.W. Bush, 

"Five years after September 
11," said Ting, "the borders are 
still open." Illegal and unlim­
ited immigration affects national

After reading more than 2,000 
pages about today's college 
"scene," I have come to s.ev­

(To a minor extent, that is 
probably accurate.) 

To those well-meaning people who 
believe that the more things change, the 
more they stay the same, citing the titles 
of recent books - "Binge," "Beer and 
Circus," "Smashed," and "Generation · 
Me" - does not make them waver: 
"Headline grabbers! Exaggerators!" And 
if you calmly respond that the problems 
may be the same, but we elders should 
understand as best we can and try to help 
the students through them, the answer 
has often been: "We got through it! So 
can they!" 

Many of the longtime culprits are still 
in the modern college world, making it 
easy to discount the serious differences 
between then and now; fraternities and

Seasoned, serious writers also claim 
that parents so often interfere inappropi­
ately that they have been given a general 
name .- "hoverers."

Everybody's in a bind - the old 
idea of the college staff being "in loco 
parentis" is gone - but parents some­
how hold the university accountable for 
their children's failures, disasters, and 
deaths. 

As I read volume after volume, a part 
of campus life in the "old" days became 
very conspicuous by its absence - the 
church and/or any other organized spiri­
tual life. One book did mention students 
going to chyrch - to an Alcoholics 
Anonymous meeting in the parish house! 
Another book also m~ntioned a chapel 
where I had frequently worshipped as 
a graduate student - the writer never 
claimed he had ever been inside; he 
merely took his dog for its nightly walk 
on the chapel's verdant lawn. (It was 
verdant!) 

Some of the colleges cited by the 
authors were founded by bis40ps and 
denominations to make certain the uni­
versity community had ready access to 
facilities dedicated to the "spirit." Except 
for a parish house for young alcoholics to 
get "cured" of their illness and a chapel's 
lawn being available to a dog in distress, 
nothing! 

To the serious and concerned writers 
and the many students they interviewed, 
the church is a non-factor!

the additional purchase and an 
amendment to the sale agreement 
reflecting the added parcel less a 
small portion retained by Reybold 
for setback requirements.

Colonial gets Certificate of Necessity 
State releases funding to 
begin Wrangle Hill school 
in Bear

At their August meeting, 
the Colonial District 
school board announced 

that it had received approval 
from the Delaware State Board 
of Education for a Certificate 
of Necessity for various capitol 
projects, including construc­
tion of the new Wrangle Hill 
Elementary School in Bear. 

The Certificate is for 
funding in the amount of 
$151,114,100, of.which the 

state's share is $82,030,300 
and Colonial's share is 
$39,083,800. 

According to a review 
presented at the July regular 
meeting by school superinten­
dent George .Meney and Karen 
Thorpe, the District's business 
director, the District has a 
shortfall of $1,650,000 for the 
Wrangle Hill school, "but we 
expect to receive more funding 
later this year or early next fis­
cal year." 

To begin construction of 
the elementary school, insti­
tute full-day kindergarten, 
and begin renovations at New 
Castle Middle and McCullough 
Elementary schools, the 
District requested authoriza-

tion from the Colonial school 
board for the sale of the local 
share of bonds in the amount 
of $20,166,800. The bonds 
were included in the state of 
Delaware's Bond Bill for fiscal 
year 2007. 

Colonial District also adopt­
ed a policy entitled "Financial 
Responsibility" at its regular 
school board meeting on Aug. 
15. According to information 
provided by the District, this 
policy summarizes practices 
embedded in other administra­
tive policies and procedures· 
and also provides a summary 
of the foundation on which the 
District has operated since its 
beginning.

Disease (HD) several years ago 
at the suggestion of others in the 
field. 

HD is a genetic brain disor­
der usually appearing in peo­
ple between the ages of 30 and 
50. The disease is inherited, but 
symptoms and severity can vary 
within a family. 

Though similar to the 
more well-known diseases of 
Parkinson's and Alzheimer's, HD 
can be more devastating. "There 
is an early-life component to 
Huntington's," said Kmiec. "You 
can be born with this genetic 
abnormality, and, when you reach 
the age of 30 or 35, you can sud­
denly start to have symptoms." 

Early symptoms include mood 
swings, depression, irritability, 
trouble driving or remembering 
a fact and involuntary muscle 
movements. As neurons in the 
brain degenerate, symptoms 
worsen with a loss of mental fac­
ulties and physical control. 

The disease, which has no 
cure, usually progresses over a 
10- to 25-year period and results 
in death from complications, such 
as heart failure and suffocation. 

For Kmiec and Parekh­
Olmedo, scientific research took 
on a more personal side when 
they visited a New York area 
health center that specializes in 
caring for HD patients. There, 
they met patients and their fami­
lies, seeing firsthand how devas­
tating the disease can be. 

There was the mother with 
three young children at different 
stages of the disease; a former 

professional ballet dancer, now in 
his 70s, that had been admitted to 
the center at age 35. . 

"It's one of those moments 
that makes you happy you're 
doing this, but, at the same time, 
you realize it isn't just about pub­
lishing the paper," said Kmiec. 

They decided to take a more 
active role in advocacy and 
education, forming the Delaware 
Affiliate of the Huntington's 
Disease Society of America. 
There was a "grounds well" 
of support for the group from 
patients and families in the region, 
said Kmiec. 

This year, the group is host­
ing a free, half-day symposium 

for health care professionals, 
patients, their families and friends 
and caregivers about HD. Topics 
include the therapeutics research 
being done here in Newark, the

through in treatment. A team of 
two graduate students and several 
undergraduates are dedicated to 
the project and collaborating with 
leading laboratories. The research 
looks at synthetic DNA molecules 
that seem to be able to rescue 
dying neurons and analyzes how 
these synthetic molecules - or 
therapeutics - work, said Kmiec. 

"I think the community has 
noticed us. I think we have some 
very exciting results . We have 
a good, good group of students 
working on this. They're very 
aggressive and committed," he 
said. 

One of those students, senior 
biology major Sarah Yerkes, has 
her own connection to HD. Her 
grandfather died from the disease 

and her mother has tested positive 
for it, though she's non-symp­
tomatic. 

This connection, said Yerkes, 
gives her "more fuel for the fire" 
when doing lab work. "I always 
have it in the back of my mind," 
she said. 

The Huntington 's Disease 
Symposium will be held on Friday, 
Oct. 27, starting at 8:30 a.m., 
at the Helen F. Graham Cancer 
Center at 4701 Ogletown-Stanton 
Road in Newark.

Turner. And, after the incident, 
DEMA works 24 hours a day, 
as needed, to assess damage and 
provide services - including 
food and water - to victims. 

Several residents asked Turner 
how DEMA responds to no-notice 
emergencies, such as chemical 
spills, and how the Newark area 
could be evacuated if needed. 

Turner said, in case of spills 
and leaks, DEMA assesses the 
level of toxicity and whether or 
not an evacuation is necessary. 
Sometimes, he said, it's safer 
for residents to stay inside their 
homes, closing all doors and win­

. dows, than to try to escape the 
fumes. 

A full evacuation of New 
Castle County would be extreme­
ly difficult because of traffic con­
gestion, said Turner, but DEMA 
has evacuation plans. The most 
important" part, he said, is com­
municating with residents about 
exactly where to go and how to 

get there. 
Turner also spoke to the pos­

sibility of a pandemic flu affect­
ing the region. In case of a flu 
outbreak, residents may need to 
be homebound - even working 
from home - for· up to several 
weeks at a time, he said. "There's 
a lot of work being done in gov­
ernment and business to deal with 

that issue," said Turner. 
At the home level, Turner 

advised families to create an 
emergency kit and store food and 
water in case of crises. Families 
should map out and practice 
emergency evacuation plans and 
keep copies of important docu­
ments in a .sealedplastic bag, he 
said.

Blue Hens earn Homecoming win over Hofstra 
The University of Delaware 

scored on its first drive of the 
game and the team's much­
maligned defense came up with 
its best effort of the season as the 
Blue Hens posted a 10-6 football 
victory over Hofstra Saturday 
afternoon at Delaware Stadium. 

The Blue Hens (3-3), who 
had lost two straight games , by 
three points each, also snapped a 
two-game home losing streak and 
downed Atlantic 10 foe Hofstra 
for the first time at Delaware 
Stadium since 1996. Despite 
the game matching two Atlantic 
10 opponents, the game did not 
count in the league standings. A 
Homecoming crowd of 21,688 
fans saw the Hens avenge a 
Homecoming loss by an identical 
10-6 score to Hofstra in 2005. 

Hofstra, led by first-year head 
coach Dave Cohen, who served 
the previous five seasons as 
Delawart;!'s defensive coordina­
tor, continued its string of close 
losses as the Pride fell to 2-4. 
Hofstra has lost three of its last 
four games with the three losses 
coming by a combined total of 
just 11 points. 

Delaware's defense, which 
entered the game having a.Uowed 
an average of 39.5 points and 
492.5 yards per game over the 
last two outings, held the Pride 
in check aU day. The Blue Hens, 
who had four key defensive play­
ers return to action after lengthy 
injuries, held the Pride to just 14 
first downs and 262 total yards, 
posted five sacks, and intercepted 
a pass. Delaware came up with 
its biggest stop 3:24 left when 
quarterback Anton Clarkson was 
halted for no gain on a fourth and 
one play from the Blue Hen 27.­

.yard line. 
The defensive struggle saw the 

two teams combine for just 34 
first downs and 529 yards and 
neither team scored in the second 
half. Delaware held an opponent 
without a touchdown for the first 
time since the 40-0 win over 
Colgate in the 2003 NCAA 1-
AA championship game. Hofstra 
failed to score a touchdown for 
the first time since a 24-0 loss to 
Rhode Island in 2003. 

"This would have been really 
difficult not to have won this 
game after how hard we prac-

ticed aU week," said Delaware 
head coach K.C. · Keeler, who 
improved to 27-6 all-time at 
Delaware Stadi\Jm. "This was 
the best defense we played all 
year. We got some kids back on 
defense this week and that made 
a huge difference. You could see 
how much better we played with 
those guys in there. We got a 
good pass rush and made less 
mistakes and that was huge." 

Delaware quarterback Joe 
Flacco hit on 20 of 29 passes for 
168 yards and threw a seven-yard 
touchdown strike to tight end 
Robbie Agnone on the Hens' first 
drive of the game to give UD the 
lead for good. Kervin Michaud 
rushed for a team-high 58 yards 
while Ben Patrick caught eight 
passes for 72 yards, 

Linebacker Erik Johnson led 
the defensive effort as he post­
. sed a careerchigh 12 tacldes and 
was in on two quarterback sacks. 
The Hens played for the second 
straight game without leading 
rusher and All-American running 
back Omar Cuff, who injured 
his knee in a 52-49 loss to New 
Hampshire Sept. 30 and aggra-

vated the injury in car accident 
early in the week. 

Hofstra's Clarkson hit 16 of 
26 passes for 182 yards and was 
intercepted on the final play of 
the game by Delaware's Garrett 
Schultz. Kareem Huggins ran for 
58 yards while Charles .Sullivan 
caught six passes for 78 yards. 
Leading receiver Shaine Smith, 
who entered the game with 
averages of seven catches and a 
NCAA-leading 122.6 yards per 
game, was limited to just four 
catches for 73 yards. 

The Blue Hens took the open­
ing kickoff and drove 85 yards on 
14 plays, capping the drive with 
the seven-yard scoring toss from 
Flacco to Agnone with 8:15 left 
in the opening stanza. 

Hofstra cut the lead to 7-6 on 
two Rob Zarrilli field goals, the 
first a 22-yarder with 4:32 left in 
the opening quarter and the sec­
ond a 34-yarder with 13:13 left 
in the first half.

of a bride getting married today 
is 27 compared to 21 in 1970, 
according to the National Center 
for Health Statistics. 

"Brides are no longer afraid 
to think outside of the box," says 
Tatiana Byron, president and 
founder of 4PM Events, a high­
end wedding and event-planning 
company in New York City, and 
the Wedding Salon, an upscale 
wedding showcase of vendors. 
"Girls are marrying at an older 
age and are more confident to 
say, 'I don't care.'" 

And, when it comes to the

"all lend a mood of youth, charm, 
and beauty suitable for any degree 
of celebration," says the designer 
in a statement. 

For better or for worse, one of 
the strongest guiding forces for 
bridal fashion is the l:Iollywood 
limelight, especially those design­
er and vintage fashion selections 
seen on the glamorous red car­
pet. Keira Knightley wore a Vera 
Wang bordeaux, trumpet dress 
during the 2006 Oscars that gar­
nered attention and led to its brid­
al interpretation in the designer's 
spring 2007 collection. Until 
images of gowns worn by the 
newest celebrity brides gain wide 
circulation - Nicole Kidman and 
Katie Holmes appear most likely 
to cause new design sensations -
the dress that's still the go-to ref­
erence for brides is the one worn 
by Christine Baumgartner in her 

fall 2004 wedding to actor Kevin 
Costner. The Monique Lhuillier­
designed confection featured 
pick-ups lavished on the skirt and 
has since infused designs. 

The pick-up is the hottest seller 
at Memphis, Tenn.-based Allure 
Bridals, said owner Kelly Crum. 
Crafted from satin, organza, chif­
fon or taffeta, the skirts are gath­
ered and tailored with drop-waist 
bodices that elongate the body. 

"They can make a size 8 look 
like a size 6," Crum said. 

Allure Bridals has updated 
the style with the addition of 
Swarovski crystals, primarily on 
the bodice, the skirt or the train. 
Indeed, along with looking radiant, 
brides are shimmering, glitt~ring 
and sparkling thanks to flashes of 
crystals. Watters & Watters offers 
removable silver lace ribbons 
beaded with Swarovski crystals 
as a waist" accessory to a dress. 
It also has encrusted the gems 
on gowns, such as a low-back 

charmeuse dress with Swarovski 
crystal straps. 

While such finery hasn't 
impacted prices at Watters & 
Watters, it can pad price tags else­
where by 25 to 40 percent. Bob 
Schnurr, co-owner of Anjolique 
gowns in Waterloo, Canada, says 
brides aren't balking at the sticker 
shock. 

"Girls see the value in it and 
are willing to pay it," he says. 

What's falling out of favor 
with customers is the lack of color 
in gowns. Only about 15 percent 
of gowns sold by Allure are trade­
mark ' white. biamond white is 
the No.1 color, a shade between 
white and ivory, Crum says. It's a 
similar story at Maggie Sottero. 

"White looks so stark and 
ivory looks yellow, but diamond 
white looks so soft and attrac­
tive on most skin tones," says 
Robbins, who notes that gowns 
in frosted mocha and cognac also 
are in demand. 

Brides who are looking to tone 
down the volume in their dresses 
have more choices these days as 
more and more designers either 
focus on or narrow their silhou-
ettes. .

p.m. and lasts about an hour. 
mce our reception doesn't begin 

until 6:00 p.m., there will be a 
three-hour lag time for guests. My 
fiance and I will be taking pictures 
at an area park with our bridal 
party, but my mother is up in 
arms about having such a big gap 
between the ceremony and recep­
tion. Do you have any suggestions 
on what we should do? 

A ThiS can be a touchy issue, 
and it can be difficult to bal­

ance the desire to get a lot of pho­
tos taken with your bridal party 
and the comfort of those guests 
who are not included in pictures. 

It's nice to take into consid­
eration what your guests will do 
during such a long gap, especially 
if some of your guests are travel­
ing a distance for your wedding 
and don't have anywhere to stop 
in between. Perhaps your mother 
or future mother-in-law could host 

an informal gathering at her home 
during this time with light refresh­
ments offered. 

If your reception is at a hotel, 
inquire about reserving a hospi­
tality suite. If neither option is 
feasible, consider moving the start 
of your cocktail hour up in order to 
close the time gap. 

In any case, be prepared that 
some guests may opt to only attend 
the reception if they feel the wait 
after the ceremony is too long. 

QMY fiance's parents live in 
Texas and his mother is insist­

mg that we have a groom's cake 
at the wedding. I have never seen 
this done before and I don't under­
stand why we need two cakes. Can 
you explain the significance of a 
groom's cake? 

A The groom's cake is a mostly 
Southern tradition, although it 

is gaining popularity in other areas 
on the country.

Typically made of a bolder cake 
batter, the groom's cake reflects 
your fiance's interests - sports, 
alma mater, hobbies, etc. Many 
couples enjoy the added creativity 
that comes in designing the cake 
since the sky truly is the limit. 

only five months away, I recom­
mend forgoing this item. 

Etiquette dictates that you mail 
your formal wedding invitations 
between six and eight weeks prior 
to the wedding. I encourage my 
clients to aim for the eight-week 
mark whenever possible. This 
allows your guests plenty of time 
to make arrangements, such as 

finding childcare for their kids, 
booking hotel accommodations 
and taking time off of work if 
necessary. 

Since you'll want to request 
that guests return their response 
cards about three weeks prior to 
your wedding, it's considerate to 
give them as much notice as pos­
sible.
