Two of the saddest deaths which 
have come to the co mmunity in recent 
years OCCUlTed last week, when both 
Mr . . Edgar Jaquette and her little 
daughtel', Margaret, were ca lled by 
the Grime Reaper. 

A sufferer from scarlet fever for 
about two weeks, the little girl grew 
steadily worse early last week, and 
despite fa ithfu l and continuous nurs­
ing a nd care by her mother, passed 
away on Wednesday last. The little 
one was a bright, cheery young tel', 
and attended the local schools, where 
she will be sadly missed by pupils an d 
teachers alike. The Jaquettes and 
theil' Ittle family live on a farm be­
tween Christiana and New Castle. 
The funeral was held privately from 
her home the following day. 

But a few hours after the death of 
her child, Mrs. Jaquette was stricken 

• down with the same ·malady. Her con­
stitution had been ser iously under­
mined by her almost unceasing vigil 
at the bedside of the little one, and 
thus was made an easy target for the 
disease. To f urther complicate her 
condition , she suffered a n attack of 
pneumonia in a ddition to the 'fever. 
She was rushed to the Hospital for.
