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GENERAL SUMMARY

June for the section as a whole was normal in temperature,
but departures from normal over the section were variable, be-
ing somewhat below or above over large areas, Outstanding
warm days were 5th, 6th, 15th, 22d, 25th, 26th, 27th and 30th.
Lowest temperatures occurred on 8th or 9th, being freezing in
the Allegheny Mountain region.

Monthly rainfall varied over the section, being mogtly in the
form of thundershowers. It was mostly less than normal, except
greater than normal in the Allegheny Mountain region, in the

central and southern portions of the western half of the Eastern |

Shore, and in a few widely separated localities. General average
was 96 per cent of normal and was the greatest in June since
1929. Thundershowers were heavy in some districts on 6th,
10th, 12th 15th, 16th; 17th, 20th, 27th, and 28th. :

Monthly ‘sunshine was slightly above normal, while relative
humidity averaged somewhat below normal.

There was an absence of severe electrical storms and of violent
or damaging thundergusts. Lightning did, however, damage
several building at Milford, Del., and at Mt. Airy, Md., on the
15th, and injured a man at Hernwood and fired a home at
Randallstown, both in Baltimore County, on the 27th,

Crops, pastures, and grasses were fair to good. Corn was a
good stand and did well. Haying was in progress. Cherries
were harvested. The drop of tree-fruit was heavy. During
the second decade barley was harvested in north-central Mary-
Jand and harvesting of peas and strawberries ended on the Fast-
ern Shore. During the third decade barley was being threshed;
wheat and rye were being harvested, except in the Allegheny
Mountain region; oats were ripening in southern counties; early
potatoes were maturing; very-early sugar corn was being cut
Jocallyin eastern and eentral divisions; peas were being harvested,

but harvesting of strawberries ended, between Chesapeake Bay |,

and the Allegheny Mountains; strawberries were being harvested
in the Allegheny Mountain region; sweet potatoes were vining;
early tomatoes were fruiting; tobacco was making a good stand,
and early apples and early peaches were ripening.—J. B.,jr.

: TEMPERATURE .
The monthly mean for the section, 70.8°, is normal. The
highest monthly mean was 73.7°, at Crisfield; the lowest, 62.6°,
at Sines. The highest temperature, 95°, occurred at Frederick
on the 4th, 25th, and 26th, and at Keedysville on the 4th and
30th; the lowest, 80°; at Grantsville on the 8th. The greatest
local monthly range was 59° at Lutherville and Westminster; the
least, 40°, at Crisfield. The greatest daily range was 47°, at
Hancock on-the 25th.

PRECIPITATION

The monthly average for the section, 3.81 inches, is 0.14 inch
below normal. The greatest monthly amount was 6.80 inches
at Friendsville; the least, 1.24 inches, at Frederick. The greatest
94-hour amount was 3.53 inches at Ridgely on the 15-16th. The
number of days with 0.01 inch or more, 10, is normal.
