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GENERAL SUMMARY

This September was the coolest since 1928, the driest since
1930, and the sunniest since 1932. Itwasa qmet typical autumn
month. Summer weather prevaﬂed during the 1st-4th; its term-
ination was marked by thundershowers during the night of the
4-5th, followed by a northeast rain on the dth. Cool weather
from the 6th to the 80th was interrupted by mild periods of the
8-9th, 15-16th, and 24-25th. Clear day periods were 1st-3d,
9-10th, 14-16th, 20-25th, and 29-80th. Cloudy periods were 5-
7th and 26-98th. Heavy dews were almost a nightly occurrence.
Monthly sunshine was about 10 per cent above normal.

Monthly rainfall was between 1 and 2 inches, except between
2 and 3 inches in northwestern Garrett, eastern Allegany and
extreme western Washington Counties and over the southwestern
portion of southern Maryland and the west-central portion of
the Eastern Shore, and except less than 1inch in Carroll, extreme
northern Baltlmom, and Harford Counties.

Crops were mostly good to excellent and pastures and grasses
were mostly gocd, due to the abundant moisture provided by
the heavy rainfall of the third decade of August.

During the first decade: digging late potatces began in western
Maryland; cutting corn began, except in Garrett County; harv-
esting cantaloupes ended. During the second decade: threshing
oats ended, cutting corn and sowing wheat began in Garrett

. County; harvesting sugar corn and watermelons ended ; harvest-
ing tomatces ended, digging sweet potatees and picking Kieffer
pears began in southern and central counties. During the third
decade: late potatms were developing and maturing in the central
division and were making and developing on the Eastern Shore;
harvesting tomatces was endmg, dlgqm sweet potatces and piclv\~
ing Kieffer pears began in northern counties; sowing grains
began in western Mm\yland husking corn bevzm Harvesting
truck crops, tobacco, apples, peaches, and pears, plowing, hay
ing, and filling silos were in progress. The yields of crops were
good, except late potato yields in western Maryland were poor
to goo\l

Frosts and freezing tompomtures of the 1§ th, Zth 21st, and
27th in the Allegheny Mountain region killed tomatoc potato
vines, soy beans, and other late crops.—.J. B., jr.
