In addition, 
the bridge allows residents of an 
apartment complex to reach a 
DART bus stop.

Local residents 'full of 
opinions' for better 
bike/pedestrian access 
planned in next year

T he area around Hockessin and Pike 
Creek will be greener soon, thanks 
to a $579,000 grant comprised of 

federal and local funds for safer 
streetscapes, "beefier" greenways and 
enhanced pedestrian pathways in the com­
munity. 

Committees from Hockessin 
Greenways are taking soil and water sam­
ples and talking with area residents to plan 
a course of action for the proposed renova­
tions. ''They're working through a combi­
nation of easements and the buying of 
properties and development," said State 
Representative Roger Roy (R-Limestone

Hills). "They're just trying to get every­
thing together." Roy is one of two local 
legislators who lobbied to establish a 
$116,000 community match for the pro­
ject. 

The Federal Highway Administration 
provided the rest of the funding through 
the Transportation Enhancements 
Program, established in 1998. The pro­
gram provides up to $500,000 per 
approved community enhancement project 
each year nationwide, to address environ­
mental, traffic, open space and quality of 
life issues related to transportation. 

Officials from the Delaware 
Department of Transportation review fund­
ing request applications, decide how the 
allocations will be spent, and oversee each 
projects' design and construction. 

"It's a pretty competitive application 
process," said David Petrosky, transporta­
tion enhancements project manager. "We 
have to make sure several eligibility 
requirements are met." 

Each project must fall into one of three 
categories - historic preservation, land­
scaping/scenic, or bicycle/pedestrian - to 

qualify for funding. The Hockessin project 
is considered bicycle/pedestrian, and 
locals are full of opinions about what to do 
with the funds. 

Tim Plemmons, the assistant executive 
director of Delaware Greenways, spon­
sored the funding request for the 
Hockessin project and hopes the money 
will help "improve walkability" along Old 
Lancaster Pike. 

"Right now, the road has a narrow and 
discontinuous pathway; we want to help 
fund sidewalks along the road," Plemmons 
said. ''That would include new crosswalks, 
landscaping, and relocating utility poles." 

State Senator Liane Sorenson (R­
Hockessin) said sidewalks in downtown 
Hockessin could make the area more 
accessible to its residents. "The main part 
of Hockessin, unlike Newark, does not 
have sidewalks," she said. 

Sorenson and Roy worked together to 
establish $116,000 from the local 
Suburban Streets program to provide a 20-
percent community match required for

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Five-day-a-week bus route 
serves growing number of 
seniors meeting at center

T he Newark Senior Center has a new set of 
wheels for the residents along Route 40, Old 
Baltimore Pike and Route 7. 

Thanks to the state of Delaware, a 14-passenger 
bus, equipped with a wheelchair lift and air condi­
tioning, picks up members of the senior center who 
live in the Bear-Glasgow area. The cost to ride the 
bus is 25 cents one way for senior center members. 

''The bus offers door-to-door service," said Jean 
Williams, executive director of the center. "Some of 
the seniors can't drive for what ever reason and the 
bus allows them to come to the center for a number 
of different activities. It is important for seniors to 
stay physically and mentally alert." 

Once a person gets to the center, there are many 
different levels of activities they can participate in, 
Williams said. The facility has a pool, fitness center, 
and places for people to simply sit and socialize. 

"Public transportation doesn't work for some of 
the seniors because they can't walk to the bus stop 

or they aren't physically able to wait in the ele­
ments," Williams said. 

The bus driver, Raymond Fleck, said that on 
average he picks up six to eight passengers a day. 
The numbers are growing as the word gets out, 
Williams said. 

The bus service from the Bear-Glasgow area to 
the Newark Senior Center began last August run­
ning only three days a week, but quickly went to 
five days. 

Pearl Prince, who lives in Summer Hill off 
Walther Road, said she takes the bus to the center 
everyday. Prince enjoys playing games on the com­
puters and helping in the day care. 

"If I didn't take the bus, I don't know how I 
would get here," Prince said. ''The bus is very com­
fortable, sometimes I even fall asleep on it in the 
afternoon. Being at the center keeps my mind alert." 

Maude Bowder of Valley Wood, off Route 7, is 
another frequent bus rider. Bowder makes it to all 
the bingo games and goes shopping with other 
members of the senior center on Fridays. 

The Route 40 area was in need of the bus service 
to the center because it is a growing area, Williams 
said. Many seniors tend to move in with or closer to 
their family as they get older and the Route 40 area 
has big houses and apartment complexes that make 
"it ripe for that," Williams said. 

The bus picks up individuals who call into the

Rate 10 percent 
higher here than 
national average 

N ewly updated cancer 
statistics were expected 
to be among the topics 

of discussion at the first meeting 
of Governor Ruth Ann Minner's 
Advisory Council on Cancer 
Incidence and Mortality. The 
new council met yesterday at the 
Delaware Technical and 
Community College-Terry 
Campus in Dover. 

Delaware's cancer incidence 
rate - which is the number of 
cases of diagnosed cancer per 
100,000 people - continues to 
fall, as it has since 1994. 

But recent recalculations by 
Delaware Health and Social 
Services' Division of Public 
Health (DPH) suggest that the 
state's incidence rate is 10 per-

cent higher than the national 
average. That is higher than the 
previously calculated Delaware 
incidence rate, which was esti­
mated at four percent above the 
national average. 

The old figure of four percent 
above the national average was 
based on preliminary, incomplete 
data. The updated cancer inci­
dence rate is the result of a more 
complete database, which 
includes more than 1,000 addi­
tional cases from the 1993-1997 
period. 
· From now on, to help avoid 
confusion created by release of 
preliminary data, DPH will issue 
updated cancer statistics only 
once a year when data can be cal­
culated in its most complete 
form. · 

The main area of concern 
about cancer in Delaware has 
long been the state's cancer mor-

Delaware reduces reading gap between white/minority students 
The National Education Goals 

Panel released a new analysis 
showing that states made more 
progress in mathematics achieve­
ment than in reading between 
1990 and 1998. The·same report 
shows that good readers are get-

ting better at the same time we<ik 
readers are losing ground. The 
report finds that most states have 
not been successful in reducing 
the achievement gap between 
white and minority students. It 
also highlights the significant

dents that is, in fourth grade read­
ing, growing larger. 
· Delaware's NAEP results 
show overall improvements in 
8th grade math but a very differ­
ent picture in 4th grade math, 
where the average score and the 
score for the bottom quartile 
declined. 

This resulted in an increase in 
the performance gap between the 
top and bottom quartiles in 4th 
grade math. Reading perfor­
mance was largely unchanged. 
Delaware was the only state to 
show a reduction in the achieve­
ment gap between white and 
minority students. 

The report, titled "Raising 
Achievement and Reducing 
Gaps: Reporting Progress 
Toward Goals for Achievement ," 

available for student achievement 
in three areas: reading at the 4th 
grade level, mathematics at the 
4th grade level and mathematics 
at the 8th grade level. 

The major findings of the 
report were: States are making 
more progress in mathematics 
achievement than in reading. 
Between 1990 and 1996, the 
average student achievement 
score improved in 28 out of 32 
states in 8th grade mathematics, 
and none declined. 

Meanwhile, in 4th grade read­
ing from 1992 to 1998, only 
seven out of 32 states improved 

· their scores and 4 states actually 
declined; Good readers are get­
ting better at the same time weak 
readers are losing ground. 

States have not reduced the 
achievement gap between top and 
bottom quartiles or between 

reduced the performance gap 
between white and minoritY- stu­
dents. 

In mathematics, eight states 
reduced the gap between the top 
and bottom quartiles at 4th grade 
and five did so at 8th grade . .Also 
in mathematics, only two states 
reduced the gap between. white 
and minority students at. 4th 
grade, and one did so at 8th 
grade. 

"The good news here, of 
course, is that the states are mak­
ing real progress in mathemat­
ics," said Governor Frank 
O'Bannon, chair of the National 
Education Goals Panel. "But, the 
findings of this report really 
underscore the need for most 
states to look again at their efforts 
to improve reading."

Their 
gohl is not the advancement of 
hll)llan health, human happi­
ness', and human life; rather it is 
a .. subhuman world where 
"nature" is worshiped like the 

I . 

totem of some primitive reli­
gion. 

In a nation founded on the 
pioneer spirit, environmental­
ists have made "development" 
an evil word. They inhibit or 
prohibit the development of 
Alaskan oil, offshore drilling, 
nuclear power- and every other 
practical form of energy. 
Housing, commerce, and jobs 
are sacrificed to spotted owls 
and snail darters. Medical 
research is sacrificed to the 
"rights" of mice. 

Logging is sacrificed to the 
"rights" of trees. No instance of 
the progress which brought man 
out of the cave is safe from the 
onslaught of those "protecting" 
the environment from man, 
whom they consider a rapist 
and despoiler by his very 
essence. 

Nature, they insist, has 
"intrinsic value," to be revered 
for its own sake, irrespective of 
any benefit to map. As a conse­
quence, man is to be prohibited 
from using nature for his own 
ends. Since nature supposedly 
has value and goodness in 

itself, any huma'n action which 
changes the environment is nec-
essarily immoral. · 

Of course, environmentalists 
invoke the doctrine of intrinsic 
value not against wolves that 
eat sheep or beavers that gnaw 
trees; but only against man, 
only when man wants some­
thing. 

The ideal world of environ­
mentalists is not twenty-first 
century Western civilization; it 
is the Garden of Eden, a world 
with no human intervention in 
nature, a world without innova­
tion or change, a world without 
effort, a world where survival is 
somehow guaranteed, a world 
where man has mystically 
merged with the "environ­
ment." 

Had the environmentalist 
mentality prevailed in the 18th 
and 19th centuries, we would 
have had no Industrial 
Revolution, a situation environ­
mentalists would cheer - at 
least those few who might have 
managed to survive without the 
life-saving benefits of modem 
science and technology. 

The expressed goal of envi­
ronmentalism is to prevent man 
from changing his environment, 
from intruding on nature. That 
is why environmentalism is the 
enemy of man, the enemy of 
human life. 

Intrusion is necessary for 
human survival. Only by intru­
sion can man avoid pestilence 
and famine. Only by intrusion 
can man control his life and 
project long-range goals. 
Intrusion improves the environ­
ment, if by "environment" one 
means the surroundings of man 
- the external material condi­
tions of human life. 

In the environmentalists' 
paean to "Nature," human 
nature is omitted. For the envi­
ronmentalists, the "natural" 
world is a world without man. 
Man has no legitimate needs, 
but trees, ponds, and bacteria 
somehow do. 

They don't mean it? Heed 
the words of the consistent 
environmentalists. "The ending 
of the human epoch on Earth," 
writes philosopher Paul Taylor 
in Respect for Nature: A Theory 

of Environmental Ethics, 
"would most likely be greeted 
with a hearty 'Good riddance!"' 

In a glowing review of Bill 
McKibben's The End of Nature, 
biologist David M. Graber 
writes (Los Angeles Times, Oct. 
29, 1989): "Human happiness 
[is] not as important as a wild 
and healthy planet...Until such 
time as Homo sapiens should 
decide to rejoin nature, some of 
us can only hope for the right 
virus to come along." 

Such is the naked essence of 
environmentalism: it mourns 
the death of one whale or tree 
but actually welcomes the death 
of billions of people. A more 
malevolent, man-hating philos­
ophy is unimaginable. 

The guiding principle of 
environmentalism is self-sacri­
fice, the sacrifice of longer 
lives, healthier lives, more pros­
perous lives, more enjoyable 
lives, i.e., the sacrifice of 
human lives. But an individual 
is not born in servitude. He has 
a moral right to live his own life

In the arts category, 
Stephen Dunn, coming to Newark in May, won 
for poetry for his collection "Different Hours."

Dunn was booked long before he even knew he 
was nominated for the Pulitzer, to read from his 
work at 7:30p.m. on May 3 in 127 Memorial Hall 
on the University of Delaware's Newark campus. 

"We lucked-out getting Dunn before he won 
the Pulitzer Prize," said Linda Russell of the 
University's English Department. "We usually 
can't afford someone after they've won that pres­
tigious prize."
